Approval of Minutes from the June 19, 2017 Parks and Recreation Commission meeting

The Minutes of the June 19, 2017 Parks and Recreation Commission (“PRC”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

Motion: Lisa Milczarek moved to approve the Minutes of the June 19, 2017 PRC meeting; seconded by Chairman Kim Ritschel.
Discussion:  There was no discussion.

Vote on Motion:  The voice vote was unanimous in favor. 

Chairman Ritschel declared the Minutes of the June 19, 2017 PRC meeting approved and put on file.

Public Comment

There was no public comment.
4.         Discuss Summer Concerts for 2018

Members agreed that the 2018 summer concerts would be scheduled the second Saturday in July, August, and September with the following Saturday being the rain date. She instructed Ms. Torres to add a blurb to the Fall Fest postcard reminding residents of the summer concerts for the following year.

Chairman Ritschel suggested possibly contracting a food truck or food vendor for future summer concerts. The PRC agreed to investigate pricing. 
It was a general consensus of the PRC to book the same bands contracted for the 2017 concerts to play at the 2018 summer concerts. Chairman Ritschel stated that she observed some weeds on the playground at the last summer concert, and suggested possibly purchasing pre-emergent to reduce weeds at Eton Park in the future. There was discussion regarding providing a suggestion box for residents at the festivals.
5.
Discuss upcoming postcard/mailer
Ms. Milczarek stated that the language in the Fall Fest post card should remain the same as last year with the exception of the date. Ms. Milczarek noted that the vendors for Fall Fest will also remain the same as last year. Chairman Ritschel stated that she will be out of town for Fall Fest, but will be available the day prior to help with set-up. 

Ms. Milczarek noted that she is organizing volunteers with the Boy Scouts. 

Chairman Ritschel volunteered to place the signs for the Fall Fest. She indicated that she would reach out to the E&H, and inquire about whether they will be attending the Fall Fest as they have in previous years. 
6.
Discuss possible park repairs

Ms. Milczarek stated that after inspecting the basketball court at Eton Park she did find a dip in the basketball court as mentioned at the previous meeting. She noted that the basketball court was repaired by Sport Court after the flood at Eton Park. She stated that a resident suggested possibly adding pickleball lines to the basketball court. Ms. Milczarek indicated that she would consult with Sport Court about adding the lines.
Ms. Milczarek stated that she walked the trail at Leonard Park and observed two large holes on the trail as well as over grown weeds. Chairman Ritschel indicated that she contacted the Village Administrator, Kathy Nelander, and she has arranged for a contractor to go out and repair the trail. 
Trustee Andrew inquired about the acrylic “wall ball” wall as discussed at a previous meeting. Chairman Ritschel indicated that the wall would not be ideal for Eton Park due to issues with structural issues. 

7.
Discuss Fall and Winter Fest supply orders
Chairman Ritschel stated that she took an inventory of the festival supplies in the Village storage garage. The PRC noted that a supply list would be created for items that should be purchased for Fall and Winter Fest. 

Trustee Andrew suggested accepting can good donations at Fall Fest. She volunteered to drop off the can goods collected at Cuba Township. 

Chairman Ritschel stated that she would contact Steve Schweinsberg, Prairieland Disposal, and invite him back to attend Fall Fest. 

It was noted that Chairman Ritschel would shop for necessary supplies at Costco a week prior to the Fall Fest.

Chairman Ritschel stated that the vendors for the Winter Fest are booked. She volunteered to reach out to the Biltmore Country Club for the coffee and hot cocoa donation. 
Chairman Ritschel suggested renting a snow cone maker for Fall Fest. Ms. Milczarek agreed. The PRC discussed ordering apple cider donuts as well as purchasing more popcorn for Fall Fest.
