1.      Call to Order and Roll Call 

At 7:21p.m. President Albert R. Pino called the Meeting to order. The Village Clerk led the pledge of Allegiance, and then called the roll:

This Special meeting was held on the call of the President, with notice pursuant to the Open Meetings Act.

Public Comment
No one wished to speak.
3.
Consideration of request of BACOG for financial support of litigation relating to recent 
annexation and high density rezoning by the Village of Hoffman Estates of property within Unit School District 220
President Pino explained that Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG)

is currently looking for support from BACOG Members regarding a high density development

recently approved by the Village of Hoffman Estates’ for the property located at Routes 59 and

72. President Pino stated that Hoffman Estates annexed approximately 145 acres of 
unincorporated land and that the development would have a negative impact on Barrington Unit

School District 220 due to an increase in student attendance including a financial impact on area

taxpayers.

President Pino explained that the developer originally proposed a tax financing district (TIF) to

fund the project. However; the developer later withdrew his request for a TIF. 

President Pino explained that the Board of Education would contribute approximately

$12,0000 - 15,000 toward litigation and legal fees to dispute the project. The

Villages of South Barrington and Barrington Hills would contribute $6,000 each and BACOG 

requested that each BACOG member contribute $3,000 each. 
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the process of litigation would delay the

construction of the project.

President Pino said that the development may substantially increase the number of students in

School District 220, resulting in increased taxes and/or a reduction in the quality of education,

thus affecting all citizens of North Barrington who are in District 220. 
Trustee Andrew noted that the Village of South Barrington has a large taxing district

and questioned the amount to be contributed by the Village.
President Pino and Attorney Braithwaite discussed the advantages of filing a lawsuit.

Trustee Weiner noted his concern about interfering on a neighboring municipality’s development

plans and financing legal fees.
There was discussion among the Board whether the Village should support BACOG’s efforts

and provide financial support for litigation purposes.

President Pino provided a brief history on BACOG’s efforts regarding land use development.

Trustee Smith noted that the Village has funds available from a financial standpoint to

contribute. He also stated that he was in favor of supporting BACOG on this matter.

Trustee Kalinowski suggested that the Village provide a statement with the contribution

highlighting the reasons why the Village is contributing.
Trustee Andrew suggested adding language to the statement noting the Village’s concerns as

well.

Attorney Braithwaite indicated that the Village could add language reflecting that the

contribution would not set a precedent for future contributions and that any future

contributions would be reviewed individually and on their own merit.

There was discussion among the Board about including a letter to BACOG supporting 

the Village’s reasons for the contribution. Litigation efforts were also discussed.

Motion: Trustee Smith moved that the Board approve the amount of $3,000 for financial support

of litigation relating to recent annexation and high density rezoning by the Village of Hoffman

Estates of property within Unit School District 220; seconded by Trustee Sauer.
Discussion: There was some discussion.
