II
PUBLIC COMMENT
Gery Herrmann, 257 Kimberly Road, addressed the Board to follow up on a previous complaint regarding the maintenance of trees located within the unimproved portion of Mockingbird Lane adjacent to his property. Specifically, if the Village would take (future) responsibility should a tree fall onto his property from a Village-owned property. Mr. Herrmann noted that he remains dissatisfied with the Board’s decision to reimburse him for clean-up work he performed on his property from trees falling from the unimproved portion Mockingbird Lane. 
Mr. Herrmann also inquired about the Flint Creek Restoration Project 10-year easement maintenance plan and asked if residents were maintaining their easements along Flint Creek.
Mr. Herrmann noted that the Village has arbitrarily removed trees from Flint Creek in the past and questioned how the Village determines what trees are removed. 

Mr. Herrmann indicated that he would continue to address the Board until he receives answers or restitution.

President Pino requested that Mr. Herrmann meet with him and the Village Forester following the Board meeting. Mr. Herrmann agreed.

T.J. Podgorski, Cuba Township Road District Highway Commissioner, addressed the Board to discuss previous negotiations regarding the Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) between the Village and Cuba Township Road District (Road District). Commissioner Podgorski noted that the parties were unable to reach an agreement. Subsequently, a letter was sent to the Village Board on 10/6/17 reflecting that the IGA had lapsed and that the Road District would not perform any future services without a new agreement in place.

Commissioner Podgorski extended an offer for an open line of communication moving forward. He added that in the event of a natural disaster or emergency, the Road District would assist the Village, if needed.

President Pino thanked Commissioner Podgorski for his comments.

VILLAGE COMMISSION MEMBERS COMMENT
Linda Aylward, 249 Kimberly Road, addressed the Board as the Environmental & Health Commission Chairman and provided an update on the commission’s activities. She explained that the commission is currently working with Prairieland Disposal and looking at waste diversion out of landfills. It was noted that a presentation to the Board is forthcoming.
Gery Herrmann, 257 Kimberly Road, addressed the Board as the Plan Commission Chairman and provided an update on the commission’s activities. It was noted that the Plan Commission held public hearings for zoning ordinance amendments which were on the evening’s agenda.
Trustee Kalinowski noted that she had concerns regarding certain language within the proposed amendment to Section 10-10-9 of the Zoning Ordinance.  
There were brief comments from the Board regarding the proposed ordinance.
Chairman Herrmann indicated that the Board could amend the proposed ordinance accordingly.

CODE AMENDMENTS/ORDINANCES/RESOLUTIONS

Consideration of Ordinance # 1309 amending Section 10-4-2 of the Zoning Ordinance of the Village (as recommended by the Plan Commission after a Public Hearing)
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the current provisions of the Zoning Ordinance regarding nonconforming uses and expansion as specified were not in the best interest of the Village.

There were a few questions from the Board about the proposed amendment which were addressed by the Village Attorney.

President Pino suggested that the Board re-visit Section V. A. during a latter portion of the evening’s meeting via closed session or recess.

Consideration of Ordinance # 1310, an Ordinance amending Section 10 SIGNS of the Zoning Ordinance of the Village (as recommended by the Plan Commission after a Public Hearing
There was discussion among the Board about Section 10-10-9 (E.) 6. regarding “Political Message Signs”.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite noted that Section 10-10-9 (E.) 6. regarding political signs is a statement of existing law which permits the erection of political signs.
Trustee Andrew inquired about Section 10-10-9 (G) 7. regarding “Vehicle Signs”. Her inquiries were addressed by Plan Commission Chairman Herrmann.

Trustee Kalinowski suggested that Section 10-10-9 (E.)8. regarding “Conservancy/Scenic Corridor Signs” reflect the following language:
 “Conservancy Signs: Signs identifying conservancy easements shall be posted on all properties that have been designated a conservancy, a woodland conservancy, or a scenic easement. Such signs shall be installed prior to the issuance of a building permit and commencement of any construction on the property. The signs shall not exceed fourteen by eighteen (14x18) inches or (252) square inches. These signs shall indicate the conservancy and establish that these areas are not to be disturbed.”

Consideration of Ordinance #1311, Zoning Variation Request submitted by Mr. & Mrs. Paul Kalmes to construct an accessory structure (screen porch) for the property located at
663 Old Barrington Road, North Barrington, IL 60010 recommended by the Zoning Board of Appeals after a public hearing

ZONING VARIATION NEEDED:
ZR-10-2-1:
Accessory structures, except barns, shall not exceed one story in height, with a maximum building height of fifteen feet (15’), and not to exceed two hundred fifty (250) square feet in area: barns shall not exceed seven hundred fifty (750) square feet in size.

The proposed 18’-8” x 15’-8” screen porch has an area of 292.4 square feet
John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board as the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) Chairman and explained that the applicants proposed to construct an accessory structure (screen porch). Competing roof lines on the existing house did not permit the porch to be attached to the house. Additionally, Chairman Cifonelli explained that the applicants needed extra footage in order to accommodate the furniture.

Chairman Cifonelli stated that the applicants have a 5-acre lot and explained that the structure would only accommodate a small percentage of the applicant’s lot. There is precedence in the Village allowing free standing structures on various large properties. It was noted that the ZBA found the applicant’s request reasonable.

Chairman Cifonelli indicated that the structure would not be visible to adjacent property owners.

Chairman Cifonelli stated that the ZBA unanimously recommended the approval of the zoning variation requests.

VI.
 ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino

A.
Consideration of Resolution # 2831 waiving the competitive bidding process and authorizing an agreement between the Village of North Barrington and Great Lakes Snow and Pond Systems, Inc. (“GLSPS”) to provide snow removal services through the 2018/2019 winter season
Trustee Andrew inquired why the Village was waiving the competitive bidding process.

President Pino explained that the Cuba Township Road District (Road District) sent a letter to the Village on 10/6/17 indicating they were discontinuing their services due to the lack of an IGA and noted that the Village needed to act expediently in order to obtain snow removal services. President Pino noted that Great Lakes Snow and Pond Systems, Inc. came highly recommended by the city of Elgin.
Howard Meyers, Great Lakes Snow and Pond Systems, Inc. (GLSPS), 1426 Davis Road, Elgin, addressed the Board to answer questions.

Trustee Kalinowski had questions regarding the proposed contract that were addressed by Mr. Myers. She stated that she was impressed with how the contract was written.

Trustee Andrew inquired whether resident mail boxes would be repaired should they be knocked down during snow removal. Mr. Meyers replied that GLSPS would repair mail boxes damaged by snow plows.

Trustee Andrew noted the danger of snow and ice on Signal Hill Road just before the intersection of Signal Hill Road and IL Route 59.
Trustee Cobb asked the Village Attorney if he was satisfied with the amount of insurance coverage provided within the proposed contract. Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that the amount of insurance was satisfactory.

Trustee Weiner inquired about the ice melting compounds used and whether it was safe for pets.

Mr. Myers indicated that they mix compounds in order to keep it environmentally safe for pets yet effective for road surfaces. 

It was noted that the Board needed to select one of two service options within the proposed contract. 
President Pino stated that the Village Attorney recommended adding the following language to the proposed contract which includes:

“The Village of North Barrington hereby authorizes the Village President and Village Clerk to execute a contract with GLSPS for snow removal services substantially attached hereto.”

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that the proposed contract is a 2-year contract and subject to cancellation.
Motion: Trustee Cobb moved to approve Resolution # 2831 and authorize an agreement between the Village of North Barrington and Great Lakes Snow and Pond Systems, Inc. to provide snow removal services through the 2018/2019 winter season by using Service Option No. 1 in the amount of $98,825 per season; seconded by Trustee Smith.

Trustees Andrew, Kalinowski and Sauer all expressed an interest in serving on the committee. 
It was the general consensus of the Board to move forward with establishing a committee to research a Comprehensive Stormwater Management Plan.

Commission unanimously approved the proposed amendment.

Trustee Kalinowski noted her concern to have further discussion. She also indicated that

she would like to be apprised of future public hearings pertaining to commission meetings. It was

noted that the office staff would notify the Board of future public hearings via email.
