Approve Minutes from the October 11, 2017 and January 9, 2018 Minutes

Chairman Cifonelli declared the Minutes of the October 11, 2017 and January 9, 2018 Public Hearings approved and put on file. 
Chairman Cifonelli welcomed the audience to the public hearing and asked that any person wishing to speak during the public hearing, be sworn in. The witnesses were sworn in.

The following variations are requested in the petition submitted by Mr. & Mrs. David Polchert, 190 N. Rainbow Road, North Barrington, IL  60010:

ZONING VARIATION REQUESTED:

ZR-10-11-2(J)(1):    No garden fence shall be allowed in the front yard of any property
Chairman Cifonelli invited the applicants to address the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA). 

Mr. & Mrs. David Polchert, 190 N. Rainbow Road, addressed the Board and explained that they would like to install a fence in the front yard of their property. Mr. Polchert explained the unique placement of the house on their property and indicated that the house is situated on the back of their lot. Their yard is relatively small and receives no direct sunlight due to mature trees. Mr. Polchert stated that they would like to plant a garden and fruit trees in the front yard as the front yard receives full sun. However; due to the heavy deer population, they would like to install a 7.5’ metal hex deer fence.

ZBA Member Craig Shully stated that he visited the property and noted an area which was marked on the property. Mr. Polchert explained that the marked area was for the garden.

Chairman Cifonelli indicated that the 7.5 acre lot is not typical as the house sits on the back portion of the lot and noted the unusual circumstance.
ZBA Member Shully asked if there were any objections from surrounding property owners.
It was noted that the Village did not receive any objections from surrounding property owners.

Chairman Cifonelli asked the ZBA if they had any inquiries for the petitioners.

No one wished to speak.

Chairman Cifonelli asked members of the audience if anyone wished to speak.

Chairman Cifonelli noted there were no lot coverage ratio issues.
Motion: Craig Shully moved to approve the zoning variation request for Mr. & Mrs. David Polchert to erect deer fencing around a proposed garden area in the front yard for the property located at 190 Rainbow Road by using the Plat of Survey submitted by R E Decker Professional Land Surveyors, PC last dated 10/4/17; seconded by Marilyn McAlester.

Chairman Cifonelli declared the motion approved and noted that the Zoning Board of Appeals would make a favorable recommendation to the Village Board. It was noted that the Village Board meeting is scheduled for May 23, 2018 and encouraged the applicants to attend.

The following variations are requested in the petition submitted by Anthony Snell & Xudong Sun, 519 Beachview Lane, North Barrington, IL  60010:

ZONING VARIATIONS REQUESTED:

ZR-10-11-2(B): 
Except as otherwise permitted or required by this chapter or by this Code, no fence shall be more than forty two inches (42") in height at any point, including vertical posts, columns, pillars, except fences to contain horses in the R-1 Zoning District may be sixty inches (60") in height.


The proposed fence has a height of approximately six feet (6’) and approximately six feet four inches (6’-4”) measured to the top of the posts.

ZR-10-11-2(F): 
Every fence shall be constructed with at least fifty percent (50%) open space between the elements of which the fence is constructed in order that one may see through the fence when viewed in a direction perpendicular to the fence.  

The proposed fence is completely opaque.
Chairman Cifonelli invited the applicants to address the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA). 

Anthony Snell and Xudong Sun, 519 Beachview Lane, addressed the ZBA and explained that they would like to erect a six foot (6’) privacy fence along a portion the east property line which is common with the Biltmore Country Club swimming pool facilities. Mr. Snell explained that the fence creates a barrier between their house and the club and that the fence is needed due to the noise and activity of the club. Mr. Snell also indicated that three posts on the existing fence have rotted.
Chairman Cifonelli confirmed that the existing fence was dilapidated upon completion of a site visit.
Chairman Cifonelli explained that the Village Code provides that every fence shall be constructed with at least fifty percent (50%) open space between the elements of which the fence is constructed and that the ZBA does not typically consider opague fences. However; it was noted that opague fences have been permitted in the Village. He cited Miller Road as an example of fences being permitted due to traffic and noise issues.
ZBA Member McAlester recommended that the petitioners utilize landscaping in order to finish the project.
Mr. Snell explained that they have plans to do more landscaping and plant a vegetable garden. He noted that a majority of the fence will be covered by landscaping.
Chairman Cifonelli suggested planting vegetation such as arborvitae although; Mr. Snell indicated that a portion of the area is shaded and must be careful about what they plant.

It was noted that the Village did not receive any objections from surrounding property owners.

Mr. Snell submitted a letter of support during the evenings’ meeting from their neighbor located at 
199 Biltmore Drive. 

Chairman Cifonelli asked members of the audience if anyone wished to speak.

Motion: June Kramer moved to approve both zoning variation requests for Anthony Snell & Xudong Sun to erect a new six foot (6’) high privacy fence along the potion of the east property line which is common with the Biltmore Country Club swimming pool facilities for the property located at 519 Beachview Lane using the Plat of Survey submitted by James L. Ellman Ltd. last dated 12/13/2012; seconded by Craig Shully.

The following variations are requested in the petition submitted by Mr. & Mrs. Matt Murphy, 120 Hillandale Court, North Barrington, IL  60010
ZONING VARIATIONS REQUESTED:

ZR-10-11-2(B):  
Except as otherwise permitted or required by this chapter or by this Code, no fence shall be more than forty two inches (42") in height at any point, including vertical posts, columns, pillars, except fences to contain horses in the R-1 Zoning District may be sixty inches (60") in height.

The proposed ball containment fencing is six feet (6’) in height.

ZR-10-11-2(C): 
No fence or part thereof that is the form, shape or structure of a chainlink, or meshlike, or wire fabric, made of any material (including, but not limited to, metal or plastic) is permitted.  

The proposed ball containment fencing is 1 ¾” black mesh netting (3 mm thick knotless rope bound HDPE) attached to black vinyl coated steel posts and rails.

Chairman Cifonelli invited the applicants to address the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA). 

Linda Murphy and her contractor, Dave VanderVeen, Power Court, addressed the ZBA. Mr. VanderVeen stated that his company builds sports facilities. The applicants made an application to construct a tennis court with six foot (6’) high ball containment netting. Mr. VanderVeen explained that the proposed height and construction of the containment netting does not comply with the Village Code. It was noted that the proposed fencing is an effective means to contain tennis balls from going outside of the court.

Chairman Cifonelli noted that a picture of the proposed fence was in the ZBA’s packet materials.

There was discussion among the ZBA about the view of the tennis court to surrounding neighbors. 

It was noted that the Village did not receive any objections from surrounding property owners.

There was discussion about the proposed court’s materials.

Chairman Cifonelli asked the ZBA if they had any further questions.

Motion: Marilyn McAlester moved to approve both zoning variation requests for Mr. & Mrs. Matt Murphy to construct a tennis court with six foot (6’) high ball containment netting (fencing) on the 2.04 acre property located at 120 Hillandale Court using the Plat of Survey last dated 2/16/2010; seconded by Craig Shully.

6.
Consideration of an amendment to the Village’s Zoning Ordinance No. 551 for the property located at 223 N. IL Route 59, North Barrington, IL  60010.

ZONING VARIATION REQUESTED:

ZR-10-6-3:
The only uses permitted are an accessory structure, accessory vehicle storage structure and single family residence.

The subject property has an existing single family residence and coach house. The proposed amendment would, if granted, allow the contract purchaser’s parents to live in the coach house, year round, until they vacate such coach house.
Chairman Cifonelli invited the applicants to address the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA). 

Lisa Labute, current owner of the property located at 223 N. IL Route 59 addressed the ZBA with Luke McGinn, a potential purchaser. 

Chairman Cifonelli asked if there was a contract for sale. Mr. McGinn replied that there was no contract for sale at the time but anticipated completing one soon.

Mr. McGinn explained that he has proposed that his in-laws reside in the coach house on a year-round basis however; there is an existing variation ordinance (Zoning Ordinance No. 551) which prohibits the coach house from being used as living quarters for more than ninety (90) days in any calendar year.
Chairman Cifonelli explained that a zoning variation was approved by the Village Board in July 1991 to permit an addition to the existing detached coach house which included restrictions on its occupancy. It was noted that Zoning Ordinance No. 551 would need to be amended to permit the coach house to be used as year-round living quarters. 
It was noted that the purchase of the property was contingent upon the approval of the proposed amendment.
Village Attorney Jennifer Gibson explained that the ZBA was being asked to: 

1. clarify that the variation runs to their successors and assigns.

2. extend the time of the variation to 2048.

3. carve out an exception to permit M/M Donald Baron to live in the coach house year-round.

There was discussion among the ZBA about the proposed zoning ordinance amendment. 

It was noted that the Village did not receive any objections from surrounding property owners.

Motion: Craig Shully moved that the Zoning Board of Appeals make a favorable recommendation to adopt an ordinance amending Zoning Ordinance No. 551; seconded by June Kramer
