VILLAGE COMMISSION MEMBERS COMMENT

Consideration of Ordinance # 1332, Zoning Variation Request submitted by Mr. Chris 

Cantafio to construct additions and alterations to the property located at 157 N. Signal 

Hill Road, North Barrington, IL  60010
ZONING VARIATIONS REQUESTED:

ZR-10-1-2(B) and  

ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):  

A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.

The property at 157 N. Signal Hill Road (Lot 20 in Signal Hill Unit of the Biltmore County Estates Subdivision) is a non-conforming use in the R-1 (5 Acre Residential) Zoning District by reason of lot area.  The area of the
subject property is approximately 3.856 acres rather than the 5-acre minimum required for properties in the R-1 District.  The existing home is located a non-conforming 20.23 foot from the east property line rather 
than the required 30.5-foot side yard setback.  

ZR-10-9-2(B):
From each side line that does not border a road or street, the setback shall be not less than 10 percent (10%) of the average width of the lot or plot.

The proposed addition to the 2nd floor of the home will be located approximately 20.23 from the east property line rather than the required 30.5-foot side yard setback.
Zoning Board of Appeals Chairman John Cifonelli addressed the Board and explained that applicant’s lot is non-conforming by reason of lot size (approximately 3.856 acres). The existing home is located a non-conforming 20.23 feet from the east property line rather than the 30.5 foot side yard setback. Chairman Cifonelli explained that the proposed additions and alterations would not change the non-conforming 20.23 side yard setback.

Chairman Cifonelli stated that there were no objections from the Village staff or any neighbors.  

It was noted that ZBA unanimously recommended approval of the applicant’s request.

Policy 

Trustee Andrew was of the opinion that the Village Treasurer should be added as an authorized signer on the policy for check and balance purposes. 

President Pino disagreed.

Trustee Smith added that the Village has financial controls in place including a yearly audit. 

Trustee Weiner was supportive of Trustee Andrew’s opinion. He suggested that the Village President and two Trustees be authorized signers.

Trustee Smith indicated that the proposed policy included tighter controls such as two signatures being required whereas the old policy required only one signature. He also noted that bank account information and rates were listed on the Treasurer’s Report each month.

There was continued discussion among the Board.

It was noted that the language would be amended on page number 5 of the Investment Policy under Management of Policy to include the following verbiage:

1.  The President and one Trustee on the Finance Committee jointly are authorized to purchase and sell investments, authorize wire transfers, authorize the release of pledged collateral, and to execute any documents required under this policy. These documents include but are not limited to:

Grassmere Farms Update

            
1.         Swale Maintenance Recommendation

Village Engineer Al Stefan explained that Robinson Engineering submitted a proposal recommending swale maintenance to prevent invasive cattails and phragmites from growing within the newly excavated channel. 

A summary of ongoing work regarding drainage concerns for IL Route 59 and Haverton on the Pond/Grassmere Farms Subdivisions was also presented. The summary included:

· Background and existing conditions.

· Ownership and maintenance responsibilities. 

Village Attorney Stewart asked Village Engineer Stefan to explain why the Board was being asked to waive competitive bidding.

Village Engineer Stefan explained that special equipment must be used to not disrupt the wetlands. Integrated Lakes Management (ILM) has the necessary equipment and the capability to do the work and not disrupt the wetlands. ILM is also familiar with the project and knows what needs to be done.

There were questions from the Board which were addressed by Village Engineer Stefan.

The re-establishment of Special Service Areas in Grassmere Farms and Haverton on the Pond was discussed. Village Attorney Stewart indicated that the Village has been working on the issue since the existing SSA funds have been depleted.
Village Engineer Stefan noted that other entities have contributed toward the project. The Village received a grant from Lake County Stormwater Management (LCSMC) for a swale to be excavated in Grassmere Farms and; the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) is conducting a drainage study regarding the drainage issues on IL Route 59. IDOT additionally installed an equalizer pump under IL Route 59.

Motion: Trustee Kalinowski moved to approve Integrated Lake Management 2018 Grassmere Swale Maintenance program in the amount not to exceed $3,700 ($1,850 x 2) for two maintenance visits; seconded by Smith.

2.         Installation of Drop Structure--Board to consider waiving competitive bidding 


and awarding the contract for Installation of Drop Structure to Integrated Lakes 


Management
President Pino noted his concern about the expense of the project. Village Engineer Stefan explained that re-establishing the SSA’s would recapture some of the expenses and noted that IDOT may provide a contribution as well. 
President Pino recused himself during this portion of the meeting and appointed Trustee Smith as President pro tempore.

Village Engineer Al Stefan explained that Robinson Engineering submitted a proposal which recommended extending the existing 12-inch field tile located on private property, 25460 W. Scott Road, approximately 20 feet north of the north property line into a concrete inlet structure which will allow future maintenance of the 12-inch field tile and provide a connection from the filed tile to the newly excavated Grassmere Farms drainage channel.

There were questions from the Board about the project addressed by Village Engineer Stefan.
