PUBLIC COMMENT
Jack Mumaw addressed the Board and stated that he attended the Zoning Board of Appeals meeting held 5/22/18 regarding the property located at 25815 W. Scott Road. Mr. Mumaw explained that he is opposed to a chicken farm operating on the property located next to a residential area. He is supportive of the surrounding property owners who oppose the operation.

VILLAGE COMMISSION MEMBERS COMMENT
Linda Aylward, Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission Chair addressed the Board to discuss the issue of providing social media (communication) to residents for educational purposes. She used the Food Scrap Composting Program offered by Prairieland Disposal, Inc. as an example of how social media could educate residents about the different programs offered by the Village. Ms. Aylward also noted that social media could assist in the recruitment of volunteers.
President Pino indicated that the matter was previously discussed however; noted that the matter would be placed on the June agenda for discussion.

Village Attorney Brad Stewart clarified that there are no legal prohibitions against a municipality having social media and explained that it’s a matter of policy and direction from the Village Board. 

Gery Herrmann, Plan Commission Chair, addressed the Board to provide an update on the Plan Commission’s review of traffic calming procedures and the sale of Village owned property. 
There were a few questions from the Board addressed by Mr. Herrmann.

John Cifonelli, Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) Chair, addressed the Board to discuss the ZBA meeting held 5/22/18. Mr. Cifonelli explained that the ZBA denied the petitioner’s request for variations regarding the property located at 25815 W. Scott Road and indicated that there was a significant amount of input from residents and surrounding property owners. 
Trustee Kalinowski commended Chairman Cifonelli on how he conducted the meeting with the number of people in attendance.

ZONING VARIATION REQUESTED:

ZR-10-11-2(J)(1):    No garden fence shall be allowed in the front yard of any property.

Snell & Xudong Sun, 519 Beachview Lane, North Barrington, IL  60010

ZONING VARIATIONS REQUESTED:

ZR-10-11-2(B): 
Except as otherwise permitted or required by this chapter or by this Code, no fence shall be more than forty two inches (42") in height at any point, including vertical posts, columns, pillars, except fences to contain horses in the R-1 Zoning District may be sixty inches (60") in height.

ZR-10-11-2(F): 
Every fence shall be constructed with at least fifty percent (50%) open space between the elements of which the fence is constructed in order that one may see through the fence when viewed in a direction perpendicular to the fence. 

John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board as the ZBA Chairman and explained that the applicants were seeking a zoning variance to erect a six-foot (6’) privacy fence along a portion of the east property line which is common with the Biltmore Country Club swimming pool facilities. 

Mr. Cifonelli explained that the existing privacy fence needs replacement. The applicants’ hardship is due to the location of their property being located next to the Biltmore Country Club where there is noise and traffic due to the activities of the club.

It was noted that ZBA unanimously recommended approval of the applicant’s requests.

ZONING VARIATIONS REQUESTED:

ZR-10-11-2(B):  
Except as otherwise permitted or required by this 

chapter or by this Code, no fence shall be more than forty-two inches (42") in height at any point, including vertical posts, columns, pillars, except fences to contain horses in the R-1 Zoning District may be sixty inches (60") in height.

ZR-10-11-2(C): 
No fence or part thereof that is the form, shape or structure of a chain-link, or mesh like, or wire fabric, made of any material (including, but not limited to, metal or plastic) is permitted.  

John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board as the ZBA Chairman and explained that the applicants were seeking zoning variances to construct a tennis court with six-foot (6’) high ball containment netting on the 2.04 acre property.

It was noted that the tennis court is not observable from the street. No neighbors objected to the proposed variance.

Consideration of an amendment to the Village’s Zoning Ordinance No. 551 for the property located at 223 N. IL Route 59, North Barrington, IL  60010 

(Consideration of Ordinance No. 1325)
ZONING VARIATION REQUESTED:

ZR-10-6-3:
The only uses permitted are an accessory structure, accessory vehicle storage structure and single-family residence.

John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board as the ZBA Chairman and explained that the applicants were seeking a zoning variation as well as an amendment to Zoning Variation Ordinance No. 551.  

Mr. Cifonelli explained that Ordinance No. 551 prohibits the coach house from being used as living quarters for more than (90) days in any calendar year. The future purchaser has proposed that his in-laws live in the coach house on a year-round basis. 

There were a few questions from the Board addressed by Mr. Cifonelli.

Trustee Kalinowski had questions about the language within Ordinance No. 551 and proposed Ordinance No. 1325 which were addressed by the Village Attorney.

President Pino noted his concern about the use of coach houses for rentals.

Village Attorney Stewart stated that the Village Code could be amended in the future to prohibit coach houses from being rented.
