Approval of Minutes from the December 4, 2018 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

The Minutes of the December 4, 2018 Environmental and Health (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

Chairman Aylward asked that the Deputy Clerk, Elia Torres, amend the language in the last sentence of agenda item four to indicate which specific water levels were lowered. It was noted that Ms. Torres would make the change.

Chairman Aylward declared the Minutes of the December 4, 2018 E&H meeting approved and put on file.

Public Comment
There was no public comment.
4.
Spring Event- discuss date, location, and budget
Chairman Aylward asked Ms. Allman whether she was interested in hosting the Spring event and 
Arbor Day Celebration together with the E&H. Ms. Allman agreed to host the events together. There 
was discussion regarding possibly holding the Spring event on Saturday, April 27th or Sunday April 
28th from 12:00-3:00 p.m. Ms. Allman stated that she would contact the cub scouts to inquire about 
their availability as they have attended the Arbor Day Celebration in the past years. It was noted that 
the date would be determined after hearing from the cub scouts.
Chairman Aylward indicated that the location of the event would also have to be determined. She asked whether the event should be held at Eton Park or the North Barrington Elementary School. Chairman Aylward mentioned that she spoke to the North Barrington School principal and he was enthusiastic about allowing the E&H to hold the event at the school. There was lengthy discussion regarding which location would be more suitable for the event. After discussion it was a general consensus of the E&H to hold the event at Eton Park. Chairman Aylward suggested informing the North Barrington School principal of the location, date, and time of the event, so that he may include the information in the school newsletter. 
Chairman Aylward noted that Ms. Preisen will be chairing the Spring event. Ms. Preisen suggested inviting students from the North Barrington School to volunteer with food scrap recycling demonstrations at the event. Ms. Sellers asked if the North Barrington School has an environmental club. Ms. Preisen indicated that she would inquire about obtaining volunteer students to assist at the event, and whether the school has an environmental club. 
The E&H discussed what the potential budget would be for the Spring event. It was noted that $800.00 would be allocated for activities, music, and supplies, $800.00 for an upgraded post card/mailing for the event and postage. It was noted that members would schedule a working session to come up with activities for the event and the content for the event post card/mailing.
5.
Discuss E&H budget for 2019

Chairman Aylward noted that the E&H has spent $461.98 of their $6,000.00 2018 Fiscal Year budget. 
She noted that the $600.00 contribution for the raised flower bed was allocated from last year’s budget 

as well as $700.00 to the Parks and Recreation Commission for the Kazo Park improvements.
Members discussed possible projects to utilize the rest of the 2018 fiscal year budget. Trustee Andrew 
indicated that the Parks and Recreation Commission discussed possibly putting in a cement slab
at Eton Park. She suggested possibly allocating funds to install solar panels above the slab for 
electricity. Chairman Aylward stated that she would contact the Parks and Recreation Chair to discuss 
the idea. Chairman Aylward suggested also possibly installing park signs at the other parks in the 

Village similar to the signs that were installed at Eton Park north and south. Chairman Aylward stated 
that the E&H could also consider allocating funds to assist with the cost of creating the Village 
Facebook page. There was discussion regarding raffling prizes at the Arbor Day/Spring event, such as 
a one year subscription for food scrap collection or a 50/50 program tree. Chairman Aylward also 

suggested allocating funds to contribute to the Prairieland informational flyer regarding food scrap 
collection. 

6.  
Update- E&H contribution to North Barrington School raised flower bed project
Chairman Aylward noted that she has been having discussions with representatives from the North Barrington School regarding presenting an informal check to the Parent Teacher Association for the contribution toward the raised flower bed project. She asked Ms. Lawlor if she would contact the Parent Teacher Association and organize the presentation for their next meeting. Ms. Lawlor agreed. It was noted that the presentation would be brief, approximately five to six minutes. Ms. Seller suggested also informing the Parent Teacher Association of the upcoming Spring event.    
Ms. Allman mentioned that the school has already commenced the flower bed project, and are currently awaiting the delivery of soil for the project.
7. 
Old Business/New Business
Ms. Allman indicated that recently she has seen a decline in the health of oak trees in the Village. She 

stated that in Wisconsin there has been increased findings of oak wilt disease. She noted that she is 
keeping a watch on oak trees in the Village. She suggested trimming oak and elm trees before April 1st 

to possibly help eliminate the spread of fungus/disease.
