Approval of Minutes from the July 2, 2019 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

The Minutes of the July 2, 2019 Environmental and Health (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

Chair Aylward declared the Minutes of the July 2, 2019 E&H meeting approved and put on file. 

3.
Public Comment
There was no public comment.

4.
Discuss Potential North Barrington and Lake Zurich joint proposal for remediation of North branch of Flint Creek and discussion with the Village Board
Chair Aylward mentioned that the Village Board accepted the E&H’s recommendation that the Village 

opt out of participating in a joint 319 Grant application with Lake Zurich for Flint Creek Restoration. 
5.
Discuss walking the banks of Flint Creek with a Village of Lake Zurich representative and/or Brian Valleskey, Manhard Consulting 

Chair Aylward stated that she asked Mr. Valleskey if he would be willing to conduct a walk though of 

the area of Flint Creek that the Village of Lake Zurich plans to restore. She indicated that Mr. 

Valleskey agreed to lead a walk through with the E&H possibly in the fall. She stated that she would 
inform the E&H of the date of the walkthrough once confirmed with Mr. Valleskey. She also 

suggested that the E&H request a copy of the Lake Zurich Flint Creek restoration proposal once 

available, so that the E&H may understand the possible impact on the Village of North Barrington. Mr. 

Herrmann indicated that he would also like to participate in the walkthrough of Flint Creek. Chair 

Aylward noted that she would inform Mr. Herrmann of the date once confirmed. 
6.
Status and review of contract with North Barrington and Prairieland Disposal

Chair Aylward asked that the E&H review the copy of the current waste hauling contract with the 

Village and Prairieland Disposal and come up with possible modifications. Chair Aylward stated that 

in the past the E&H discussed possibly including organics collection for all homes in the Village. There some discussion regarding possible pricing changes. Mr. Antoniou suggested having two proposals for the new waste hauling contract with Prairieland Disposal, one which includes organic recycling and one without. He was of the opinion that some residents may not want an additional container for organics recycling and may not use the service. It was noted that the E&H would request two proposals as suggested by Mr. Antoniou. Chair Aylward stated that she would contact Mr. Schweinsberg, Prairieland Disposal, and invite him to the next meeting to present his proposals, should he be available. 
7.
Volunteers to help Jill Kelly, Parks & Recreation Commission, with August 10th summer concert and suggestions for Parks & Recreation Commission members

Chair Aylward stated that Village President McDonnell asked if the E&H had access to playground 
mulch for Eton Park. Chair Aylward asked if members had any suggestions for mulch to forward the 
information to Ms. Torres. Chair Aylward invited members of the E&H to attend the August 10th 
concert if available. She also asked for suggestions for Parks and Recreation Commission members.   
8.
Discuss social media

The item was not discussed.
9.
Old Business/New Business
President McDonnell addressed the E&H to discuss a proposal for a development to be known as Pine 

Ridge subdivision at the south side of Honey Lake Road. She stated that Taylor Morrison has proposed 

to the Village of Lake Zurich to build 11 duplexes (approximately 22 homes) with walkout basements, 

sidewalks and 22 garages. She noted that in the past Taylor Morrison first approached the Village of 
Lake Zurich with the intention of building a 40-lot single family subdivision but based on the impact 

of the 40-lot development on stormwater management and wetlands on surrounding properties the 
Village advised that it could not recommend approval of the proposed development.  

The E&H reviewed a packet containing information regarding the proposed duplex development. 
President McDonnell noted that three other residents of North Barrington, Jack Mumaw, Liz Bromet 
and Maria Peterson, also attended the Lake Zurich Village Board meeting.
President McDonnell mentioned that Taylor Morrison is building a similar development in Hawthorne 
Woods with double the units, she suggested that the E&H go out to view the development. President 
McDonnell explained that Taylor Morrison is proposing to request annexation of the northerly 5 acres 
of the approximately 37-acre property into the Village of Lake Zurich and establish a residential 
subdivision (R6-zoning). 
There was discussion regarding the two North Barrington properties that are contiguous to the property

of the proposed development. There were concerns of the possible effect on the wetlands as well as 

sound screening.  President McDonnell stated that her concern is that the water runoff from the gutters 
of the development may flow from the proposed detention pond into the wetlands, and then ultimately 
into Honey Lake. 
President McDonnell mentioned that the property was previously subject to an intergovernmental 
agreement between the Village of Lake Zurich and the Village of North Barrington, which expired in 
2014 and was not renewed. It was noted that the property is located at 24909 West Signal Hill Road 
“Hummel Property” and in unincorporated Lake County. President McDonnell stated that to her 
understanding the next step for Taylor Morrison is to present their proposal to the Lake Zurich 
Planning and Zoning Commission.
Mr. Antoniou reviewed the developer’s plans and felt that the development is low density. He 
suggested asking the developer for the data from their engineer, which shows the impact of the water 
flows on Flint Creek and Honey Lake. 
President McDonnell asked Mr. Antoniou if he could draft some of his notes regarding the proposed 

development and send to Chair Aylward, so that she may use at the next Lake Zurich Planning and 

Zoning Commission meeting. Mr. Antoniou confirmed that he would send Chair Aylward his 

notes/suggested questions to ask the developer.  
Chair Aylward suggested inviting the developer to a North Barrington Village Board meeting to 
present their proposal. President McDonnell indicated that she would first like to inquire about when 
the next Lake Zurich Planning Commission meeting is being held. 
Mr. Herrmann stated that Encap was recently doing maintenance near his property and inquired about 
whether the E&H has received a report on the maintenance. Chair Aylward stated that she would 
inquire about the report.
