Call to Order, Roll Call

Approval of Minutes from the February 7, 2017 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

The Minutes of the February 7, 2017 Environmental and Health (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

Motion: Vice Chair Linda Aylward moved to approve the Minutes of the February 7, 2017 E&H meeting; seconded by Marilyn Lawlor.

Discussion:  There was no discussion.

Vote on Motion:  The voice vote was unanimous in favor. 

Chairman Kalinowski declared the Minutes of the February 7, 2017 E&H meeting approved and put on file.

Public Comment

There was no public comment.
4.         Preparation for the Spring Event at Eton Park

Chairman Kalinowski stated that she purchased various supplies for the event and the bird feeder craft project. She also gathered pinecones and made a sample bird feeder for the craft table. Chairman Kalinowski suggested making the holes on the plastic water bottles for the bird feeder craft prior to the event. Trustee Boland provided the E&H with additional pinecones for the craft project. 
Ms. Ritschel mentioned that Eton Park has three picnic tables that can be utilized for the planned craft projects. She provided the E&H with pictures of birds, and agreed to enlarge the pictures for the use as a coloring project. 

Chairman Kalinowski stated that Ms. Ritschel created a sign for the spring event, and would have the signs ordered in time to advertise the event. 

The E&H reviewed the flyer drafted by Chairman Kalinowski for the event. There was discussion regarding some minor changes. It was noted that the flyer would be sent to the printer to be printed with the changes in language discussed. 

There was discussion regarding the cost for mailing and printing the flyer. Ms. Torres stated that Forrest Press provided a quote for the printing of the flyer for the amount of $629.00. She indicated that the cost includes printing the flyer in color and on glossy paper stock. Members questioned whether postage was included in the quote. Chairman Kalinowski asked Ms. Torres if she could get an additional quote to have the flyer printed on regular paper stock. Ms. Torres indicated that she would inquire about the question of postage as well as an additional quote to have the flyer printed on regular paper stock. 
It was noted that four eight foot tables and sixteen chairs would be rented for the event. 

Ms. Lawlor stated that she spoke to the principal at the North Barrington School, and he indicated that the E&H would be allowed to place a sign for the event at the school as well as have the event advertised in the school newsletter.
Some members suggested contacting the golf clubs in the Village and inquire about receiving treat donations for the event.

Ms. Lawlor agreed to contact the Wynstone Golf Club and inquire about whether they would be willing to donate treats. She stated that she would also contact the Wynstone Property Owner’s Association and ask to have the event advertised in the Wynstone newsletter. Ms. Lawlor indicated that there is a Wynstone Facebook group where she can advertise the event as well. 

Chairman Kalinowski inquired about whether table cloths should be rented. Ms. Ritschel indicated that the Parks and Recreation Commission has some table cloths in the Village storage garage that can be utilized. Ms. Cameron indicated that if needed she could purchase table cloths from a party store.
Ms. Lawlor volunteered to purchase bagels for the craft project as well as a bag of birdseed. Chairman Kalinowski indicated she would purchase more peanut butter and an additional bag of birdseed. 
Ms. Ritschel agreed to supply a form of music for the event.
It was noted that members would meet at the Village hall a day or two prior to April 22nd in order to prepare for the event. 

5.
Old Business/New Business

Chairman Kalinowski provided the commission with some handouts regarding Buckthorn and the Flint Creek/Spring Creek Watershed Partnership meeting March 14th. 
Ms. Lawlor gave an update regarding the Legislative Breakfast she attended. She stated that Village President, Albert Pino, spoke about the importance of water quality monitoring. 

Ms. Lawlor mentioned that a recycling program is being held at the North Barrington School and a representative of the program inquired about whether the Village would be willing to partner with the program or provide a grant in the future. She stated that the program involves educating students on how to recycle food scraps and other recyclables. She indicated that there is a recycle station that was constructed of steel for the use of recycling. 
There was discussion regarding possibly proposing to include mandatory food scrap recycling to the waste hauler contract in the future.

Chairman Kalinowski mentioned that on Monday, March 13th the Plan Commission will be holding a public hearing regarding amending the fence ordinance to include a section for garden fences.
