Approval of Minutes from the January 8, 2019 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

The Minutes of the January 8, 2019 Environmental and Health (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

Chairman Aylward declared the Minutes of the January 8, 2019 E&H meeting approved and put on file.

Public Comment
There was no public comment.
4.
Discuss Spring Event Planning
The E&H discussed scheduling a working session for the Earth Day/Arbor Day event before the end of the month. Chair Aylward mentioned seeking a mascot suit for the spring event. She stated that she was looking to get a partial donation to purchase the suit from her and her husband’s business. There was discussion regarding the type of suit to purchase. Vice Chair Lawlor indicated that there was a Lorax suit for sale. Chair Aylward confirmed that the date and time for the event would be on Sunday, April 28, 2019 from 12:00 to 3:00 p.m. Ms. Allman mentioned that she will be ordering Oak trees for the 50/50 tree program. She indicated that SavATree will be attending the Earth Day/Arbor Day event and will be giving away tree seedlings. She stated that SavATree may also bring a tree service truck to show to the children at the event. Ms. Allman noted that the cub scouts are prepared for the event as well. She stated that she spoke to the Parks and Recreation Chair, Kim Ritschel, regarding planting a Sycamore tree at Eton Park. 
It was noted that there would be activities for the children, as well as a musician, and possibly a mascot at the event. Ms. Preisen suggested having an annual award to recognize a North Barrington citizen’s conservation efforts. Chair Aylward asked Ms. Allman if she had any suggestions for which residents may be possible candidates. Ms. Allman stated that she would consider possible candidates and get back to the E&H with her suggestions. 
Ms. Preisen suggested inviting green vendors to attend the event, such as Honey Lake Bee Company or Angelic Organics. It was noted that the E&H discuss which vendors to invite. 

Vice Chair Lawlor indicated that the deadlines to have a small article in the April issue of area magazines are approaching. She suggested creating an announcement to send to the magazines to be published regarding the Earth Day/Arbor Day.

Discuss presentation to the Parent Teacher Association for the E&H’s contribution for a raised flower bed project at North Barrington School
Vice Chair Lawlor indicated that she has not yet contacted the president of the Parent Teacher 

Association to arrange for the presentation but said she would do so promptly. Chair Aylward stated that mentioning the Earth Day/Arbor Day event at the presentation would be a good way to get the information out.

Discuss 2018 fiscal year E&H expenditures

Ms. Preisen mentioned that the E&H previously discussed raffling a 50/50 program tree at the event. 

Ms. Allman indicated that she has not yet received the pricing for the 50/50 program trees. There was 

discussion regarding the 50/50 tree program mailer and the Earth Day event mailer. It was noted that 

there would be popcorn, water, juice, and cookies offered at the event. The E&H discussed possibly 

renting a tent for the event and seeking pricing. Ms. Lawlor suggested purchasing a tent. Chair 
Aylward stated that the E&H could discuss the option of purchasing a tent with the Parks and 

Recreation Commission. 
Ms. Sellers stated that she is exploring a new software used for social media management. She 

briefly explained the functions of the software, and stated that she would get back with more 

information after she has used it for her business. She noted that she has only recently signed up to use 

the program. 

Chair Aylward asked Ms. Sellers to be the contact regarding future Facebook posts for the E&H. Ms. 
Sellers agreed to Chair the social media activities for the E&H. Ms. Sellers suggested creating a 

calendar with potential future posts and post them accordingly to attract more followers on Facebook. 

She stated that she has new statistics regarding social media to share at the upcoming Village 

Board meeting.

Old Business/New Business
Chair Aylward mentioned that she recently attended a presentation regarding water discharge 
analysis for Deer Park. She stated they discussed issues regarding drainage and ways to manage the 

drainage. She indicated that Deer Park received a partial grant to help finance the project to manage 

the drainage issues for approximately 20 homes. She noted that the Village is currently applying for a 

joint 319 grant with the Village of Lake Zurich to help fund restoration efforts for a portion of Flint 

Creek that flows into North Barrington. Chair Aylward stated that she felt the presentation was useful 

in understanding methods to assist with managing drainage issues in the Village.
