Approval of Minutes from the October 2, 2018 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

The Minutes of the October 2, 2018 Environmental and Health (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

Chairman Linda Aylward stated that on page three in the last sentence of item seven of the agenda the sentence should indicate that $10,000 for planting of trees was not obligated. Deputy Clerk Torres noted Chairman Aylward’s request to amend the language in the last sentence of item seven. 
Motion: Kourtney Sellers moved to approve the Minutes of the October 2, 2018 E&H meeting as amended; seconded by Lauren Preisen.

Chairman Aylward declared the Minutes of the October 2, 2018 E&H meeting approved as amended and put on file.

Public Comment
There was no public comment.
4.
Patricia Kalinowski, Village Trustee- Summary regarding SWANA Workshop

Trustee Kalinowski addressed the E&H and stated that she attended a workshop on October 12th given by the Solid Waste Association of North America, “SWANA”, Illinois Chapter. She indicated that the topic being discussed was contaminated recyclables. She stated that contaminated recyclables are items that are collected for mixed recycling, but are rejected by Municipal Recycling Facilities, “MRF”. She stated that the MRFs are facilities that receive all the recyclables. She indicated that they separate and process the recyclables to prepare for sale. Trustee Kalinowski stated that Solid Waste Agency of Lake County, “SWALCO”, regulates and inspects the MRFs. She explained that contaminated recyclables are rejected by the MRF or market due to food waste, mixed batches or prohibited items in the batch. She indicated that residential recycling contamination rates have increased significantly from 7.5% in 2001 to 26% in 2018. She stated that a task force on reducing recycling contamination has been formed, which is co-chaired by the SWANA Illinois Chapter, the National Waste and Recycling Association, “NWRA”, Illinois Chapter and including nearly 30 representatives of state and local government, recycling facility owners, and haulers. Trustee Kalinowski stated that there are three objectives that the task force would like to achieve. She indicated that they are the following:

· state wide campaign (needs funding for the education of residents)  
· improve messaging of recyclables (creating flyers with recycling guidelines)
· create a list of acceptable items and monitor at the collection point 
Trustee Kalinowski explained that the task force would like waste haulers to educate residents, so that recycling contamination can be reduced. She stated that the Village of Round Lake Beach, which has a 75% recycling rate, began a cart tagging program. She explained that recycling carts that are contaminated are tagged, and will not be haul away. She said that the first week the cart tagging program began 30 % of households were tagged, and by the third week that amount was reduced by approximately half. She indicated that there is an increase in waste hauling cost per household to begin a cart tagging program. She explained that the increase is approximately 60 cents to $1.00 more per household due to having to add time to the route for tagging and training employees on acceptable and unacceptable items. She stated that the task force created a simpler list of recycling guidelines. She said some of the catch phrases used were bottles, tubs, jars, and jugs and cans and bottles must be clean and free of food residue. 
Trustee Kalinowski indicated that currently the market for recyclables has decreased. She explained that there is a term “out-throw”. She stated that in the United States out-throws must be less than 3% of a bale/batch. She provided some examples, such as if a newspaper bale has one cereal box in the bale it must be removed in order for the bale to be clean. She stated that prohibitives must be less than 2% and an example is that if there is a plastic container in the bale of paper then the entire load is rejected. 
Trustee Kalinowski mentioned that China is no longer accepting any mixed paper from the United States. She indicated that China has tighter restrictions on cardboard and prohibited items than the United States. She stated that the United States will accept less than 5% of out-throw in cardboard and China is less than .5 % and for prohibited items United States will accept less than 1% and China is less than .5%. She indicated that prices have also declined due to fewer markets accepting any type of recycled items. 
Trustee Kalinowski explained that issues at the MRFs drive up the cost, such as “tanglers”. She indicated that some examples of tanglers are plastic bags, garden hoses, and electric cords. She said that tanglers contaminate the loads and stop productivity of the facility, due to the requirement of manual removal of the tanglers from the machines. She stated that the rejected batches of recyclables increase landfill capacity, drive up the cost of garbage collection, and will increase the number of landfills needed to contain the waste. She indicated that SWANA and SWALCO believe that the responsibility to reduce recycling contamination lies on the waste haulers to educate their customers and local governments to give support and encourage residents to follow the guidelines. 
Trustee Kalinowski mentioned that personnel attended from the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency, “IEPA”, and they stated that they plan to launch a free modeling and mapping platform, which is called the Illinois Recycling Locator for municipalities to use. She noted that the program is not yet available. 
Trustee Kalinowski gave some examples of what should not be placed in recycling, which were plastic bags, plastic film, newspaper bags, clothing, food, needles, diapers, wires/cords, hoses, large items, metal, and wood. She was of the opinion that more information about recycling facilities and opportunities should be placed on the Village website. Trustee Kalinowski mentioned that there was a vendor who attended the workshop, and they said that they offer curbside pickup at your door for electronics recycling and hazardous materials for $1.35 per household per month. Chairman Aylward suggested passing along the information to Prairieland Disposal. Trustee Kalinowski said that it was suggested that North Barrington create a “heads up flyer” alerting residents of the issue regarding recycling contamination and the possibility of increased costs for a tagging program or targeted enforcement by the waste hauler. Trustee Kalinowski explained that SWALCO has lists of vendors, maps, and drop off sites available on their website.

Social media- update

Ms. Sellers stated that she contacted the Village Administrator, Kathy Nelander, and she indicated that 

she is working with her web designer to begin developing a social media site for the Village. Ms. 

Sellers stated that she is hoping to set up a conference call together with the web designer. Chairman 

Aylward suggested having the recycling guidelines on the social media site and links the recycling 

organizations.

Discuss Prairieland Disposal recycling guidelines
Chairman Aylward stated that Prairieland Disposal’s guidelines could possibly be updated to include 
information regarding recycling contamination and the proper guidelines for recycling. She indicated 
that Prairieland has discussed possibly posting the recycling guidelines on the toters.
7.
Discuss possible recycling opportunities for Winter Fest
Chairman Aylward suggested having information regarding recycling contamination and providing a 
bin for Christmas light recycling at the fest. 

8. 
319 Grant for Flint Creek Restoration- update
Chairman Aylward stated that the 319 Grant application is not being submitted until August of 2019 

and Manhard Consulting is still working on the details.

Discussion regarding potential noise ordinance
Chairman Aylward indicated that in the past residents have suggested that the Village develop a noise 

Ordinance. Chairman Aylward suggested that the E&H discuss creating a draft ordinance for the 

Village Board to consider. It was noted that the E&H would research other Village ordinances and 

come back at a future meeting for discussion. 
10. 
Discussion regarding Solar Power 
The matter was tabled for future discussion.
11. 
Old Business/New Business
Vice Chair Lawlor asked if the Village had regulations for burning landscape waste. It was noted that 

there are specific times and days that burning is allowed. Vice Chair Lawlor indicated that she would 

research what the Village regulations are for burning as well as state regulations.

Adjournment

Motion:  Lauren Preisen moved the Meeting be adjourned; seconded by Vice Chair Lawlor.
