PUBLIC COMMENT
Attorney James P. Kelly, Matuszweich & Kelly, LLP addressed the Board on behalf of resident Nicholas Ludlow regarding his clients’ desire that the Village vacate and convey certain portions of unimproved road right of ways adjacent to his property. Attorney Kelly explained that Mr. Ludlow would be filing a formal application with the Village within the next few weeks. Attorney Kelly indicated that his client had previously secured an appraisal on the Village road he wishes to acquire from the Village and requested that the Board waive the Village’s requirement to have second appraisal conducted. It was noted that Attorney Kelly emailed the appraisal to the Village President. Attorney Kelly highlighted the appraiser’s credentials.

President Pino thanked Mr. Kelly for his presentation and noted that the Board may discuss the matter during closed session.

President Pino suggested that anyone wishing to speak regarding the Clover Hill Lane issue hold their comments until the matter was discussed under Section VI. C. of the evening’s agenda.

The matter remained tabled.

C.
Clover Hill Lane Update 
President Pino explained that the Board approved the installation of permanent speed tables (April 2017) in order to address traffic and speeding issues on Clover Hill Lane. However; it was noted that some of the residents have complained about the signage recommended in accordance with the Federal Guidelines. 
President Pino stated that the Village is attempting to resolve the issue considering recent developments.
J.D. Lapple, 190 Clover Hill Lane, addressed the Board and noted that he attended a recent resident meeting held at the Montessori school to discuss the issue. Village Engineer Al Stefan attended the meeting and discussed several options including the possibility of installing an electronic gate. Mr. Lapple believes that most of the residents who attended the meeting favored the gate option rather than speed humps/tables. However; it was noted that the residents have raised new questions regarding maintenance and costs associated with the gate option. 

President Pino asked Mr. Lapple how the residents felt about the proposed signage for the speed tables. Mr. Lapple indicated that he believed most residents found the proposed signage to be excessive. Mr. Lapple was also of the opinion that the newly installed “No Thru Traffic” signs were ineffective.

There was brief discussion among the Board and Mr. Lapple about the proposed options. 

Sherry Lapple, 190 Clover Hill Lane, addressed the Board and referenced a letter submitted to the Village by several Clover Hill Lane residents dated 9/22/17 regarding a meeting held at 145 Clover Hill Lane which included (some) residents who reside on Clover Hill Lane. She explained that the letter provided a history, including facts, discussed as a neighborhood regarding the various options for traffic calming. She noted that the letter provided a statement of their current position.

Janis Menges, 145 Clover Hill Lane, addressed the Board and noted her frustration about the ongoing issue and believes that traffic and speeding issues have worsened. She noted that the proposed gate option raises new questions. She believes that the gate option would preserve the residential feel of the neighborhood. Ms. Menges explained that, of the residents who attended the meeting, the residents’ first choice was to install an electronic gate followed by the installation of speed humps as a second choice. 

Emine Yikilmaz, 180 Clover Hill Lane, addressed the Board to discuss the issue and noted that she had not seen the Clover Hill Lane resident’s letter dated 9/22/17 until the evening’s Board meeting. It was noted that Ms. Yikilmaz’s address was listed on the letter as one of the residents who submitted the letter.

Ms. Yikilmaz expressed her concerns regarding the gate option. She listed potential issues which may arise with the installation of a gate such as legal issues, liability issues and maintenance costs, among others. Ms. Yikilmaz stated that she was opposed to the gate option and prefers to keep the road open to the public. She indicated that safety issues and property values are important., 
President Pino indicated that safety is the number one priority and noted that the Board would work toward a resolve.

Annexation Update 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the initial date for the hearing was scheduled for 9/19/17. However; an attorney for the owner of the property located at 25825 W. Scott Road, in unincorporated Lake County, appeared and filed two objections. It was noted that the next court date was scheduled for 11/09/17.

2017 Road Program Update

It was noted that the culvert needs to be cleared and that there is an issue of where to place the debris once the culvert is cleared out.
