Trustee Weiner explained that there was an amendment (Public Act 100-0554) to the State Officials and Employees Ethics Act. The amendment provided that all governmental units adopt Public Act 100-0554 “the Act” by January 15, 2018.

There was discussion among the Board about employees reporting an allegation of sexual harassment. Specifically, identifying the “Supervisor Personnel” as outlined in “the Act”.
Trustee Kalinowski suggested that the “Supervisor Personal” language be amended to be more specific and tailored to the Village of North Barrington. 

Trustee Weiner explained that the Board cannot amend a federal statute.

Trustee Kalinowski inquired whether “the Act” applied to those contracted with the Village as well as residents. 
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite suggested that the Board adopt the policy as-is due to the mandate. However; explained that the Village can expand on the policy at a later time.

Attorney Brad Stewart explained that Section 1. Prohibition on Sexual Harassment within the Policy Prohibiting Sexual Harassment specifically addresses Trustee Kalinowski’s inquiry about who “the Act” applies to. Attorney Stewart noted that Title VII of the Civil Rights Act is additionally applicable.
