Chairman Cifonelli declared the Minutes of the April 9, 2019 Public Hearing Meeting approved and put on file. 
Chairman Cifonelli welcomed the audience to the public hearing and asked that any person wishing to speak during the public hearing, be sworn in. The witness was sworn in.

The following variations are requested in the petition submitted by Mr. & Mrs. Nelson Kefauver to construct additions and alterations to residence located at 420 Concord Lane, North Barrington, IL 60010.
ZONING VARIATIONS REQUESTED:

ZR-10-9-2(A,3):
Each building shall be set back or located not less than sixty feet (60’) from the established centerline of the road right of way.

Based on the established 51 ft. right of way width for Concord Lane, the

required front yard setback is 34.5 feet as measured from the front property line. 

The proposed garage addition will be located approximately 32.53 feet from the

front property line.
Chairman Cifonelli invited the applicant to address the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA).
Michael Menn, AIA, CGR, CAPS, CGP, NCARB of Michael Menn, Ltd., addressed the ZBA on behalf
of the applicants. He explained that the Kefauver’s are seeking a zoning variation to construct a larger

informal living space and incorporate a family foyer between the garage and the house.
Mr. Menn explained that to achieve adding a family foyer, the simplest way was to push the garage forward and insert the areas in between the garage and family room. Based on the established 51 ft. right of way width for Concord Lane, the required front yard setback is 34.5 feet as measured from the front property line. The proposed garage addition will be located approximately 32.53 feet from the

front property line, hence the 1.97’ variation request. He was of the opinion that the variation request
was diminimus. 
Mr. Menn noted that they investigated designing the addition to the south of the current garage but the

amount of regrading needed was fairly substantial. 
Vice Chair Shully asked Mr. Menn to explain the footage regarding the garage addition.
Mr. Menn explained that the garage is being extended approximately 6 feet however; noted that the encroachment is a little less than 2 feet (1.97 ft.) into the front yard setback.

ZBA Member June Kramer inquired about the front entry way.
Mr. Menn explained that the roof will be extended over the entryway to enhance the appearance as it is currently flat.

ZBA Member Rick Cavenaugh asked if the construction would begin this year.

Mr. Menn explained that the applicants would like to begin construction this year. They will also be adding new windows and bringing the house up to Life Safety Codes. 

ZBA Member Christine Bolger inquired about the relocation of the sanitary sewer pipe. 
Mr. Menn noted that no piers would be constructed anywhere on the pipe.
Vice Chair Shully asked there were any neighbors present during the evenings’ meeting.

Pola Piotrowski addressed the ZBA and asked if the construction would affect her property. She resides on Kimberly. 

Mr. Menn replied that the proposed construction would not affect Ms. Piotrowski’s property. Chairman Cifonelli explained that Ms. Piotrowski was notified since she resides within 250 feet of the property.

Chairman Cifonelli explained that the application was properly submitted. There were no Health & Sanitation/Engineering issues per the submitted staff reports. It was noted that the Village Forester required a tree removal permit to remove a tree and that tree protection fencing must be installed.

There were no objections from any neighbors.

 Chairman Cifonelli asked the ZBA if they had any further comments or questions.

No one wished to speak.

Motion: June Kramer moved to approve the zoning variations requests for Mr. & Mrs. Nelson

Kefauver to construct additions and alterations to the residence located at 420 Concord Lane, North

Barrington, IL 60010 by using the architectural floor plans and elevations submitted by Michael Menn
Ltd. last dated 4/22/19, the site plan for addition submitted by Heritage Land Consultants last dated

4/22/19 and the Plat of Survey prepared by Gary R. Weber Associates, Inc. last dated 6/9/09; seconded
by Marilyn McAlester.
