4.         Traffic Calming recommendations- Continued
Vice Chair Menges stated that there were three drafts created by PC members for the traffic calming process. She noted that the PC would be reviewing and discussing the drafts. The PC reviewed the drafts, and discussed making the following revisions to create a one page document of the traffic calming process. 
Request for action:  Any Village resident or other property owner can submit a request to the Village Roads Commission to:

A. Assess a traffic issue and provide relief, or, 
B. Modify or terminate a prior action

Fast Track:  If a prior/similar request was submitted and/or acted upon before this policy then the request should be considered for a quick resolution

New situations not previously addressed by Village

Village will evaluate the merits of the request with respect to its impact:

(a)
On the individual(s), the specific neighborhood, and the Village as a whole


(b)
The cost of implementation, maintenance, and financing of the solution
Method: Collect, research and gather data on the presented request. This may involve setting up a neighborhood committee to work with Village staff on evaluating the issues and searching for/soliciting possible solutions. Protecting individual safety should be accorded top priority in considering possible solutions. Factors to consider are:
Votes:  One vote per household that has its primary address where the solution is to be implemented.  A non-owner resident may vote with a notarized letter of authorization from the property owner of record.  Votes from the households in an entire subdivision will be considered if the street being impacted provides the only ingress/egress to that subdivision

Approval of Plan

(f)
If the measure to be implemented is permanent and involves closure of the street or limiting access, the Village will approve only if 80% of the votes favor the measure.

Implementation:  All households and property owners will be informed in writing of the measures to be implemented or modified

Motion: Kenneth Such moved to approve for recommendation to the Village Board the Traffic Calming Process with the revisions discussed; seconded by Maria Peterson.
