VI. 
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS
A.
Consideration of Ordinance #______, Septic Variation Request submitted Mr. & Mrs. Douglas Redmann, 466 Pinewoods Drive, North Barrington 
VC-4-5A-7E6:
All septic system components must be 25 feet from the property lines.

Reduce the setback from the septic treatment area to the property line from 25 feet to 13 feet.

VC-4-5A-7A:
Septic system shall be constructed in an area that has not been cut, or filled, or disturbed in any way.

Allow the construction of the new At-Grade septic treatment area in disturbed soil where the existing septic trenches are installed.

Linda Aylward, Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission addressed the Board and explained that the E&H Commission unanimously recommended approval of the septic variation request subject to the results of a percolation test as requested by the Village Health Officer Natalie Karney.

It was noted that the percolation test results were included in the Board’s packet materials.

Peder A. Finnberg, Heritage Land Consultants, LLC addressed the Board and stated that the results of the percolation test passed. 
Trustee Weiner inquired about the type of system being installed by the owner and also inquired about a new type of septic system called the NSF 350 Pre-Treatment System. 

Mr. Finnberg stated that the existing septic field would be replaced with a mound-type system. He explained that the NSF 350 Pre-Treatment System is a small-scale treatment system that is expensive. It was noted that Lake County has not yet approved NSF 350 Pre-Treatment System. 
Trustee Boland indicated that the mound would be placed over existing trenches.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite noted that Section 4 of the proposed ordinance, requiring that the installation occur with six months, was not required by the Village Code and suggested that the Board delete Section 4.
Trustee Boland suggested that Section 4 of the proposed ordinance remain within the document. 
There was discussion among the Board and Mr. Finnberg about when the new system would be installed and whether the proposed 6-month deadline was an adequate length of time for installation. 
Trustee Pais noted his concern about the mound-type system and where the effluent would be directed. He indicated that he did not want the effluent to drain onto a neighbor’s property. 
Ms. Aylward addressed the Board and explained that a neighbor raised the question during the E&H Commission meeting about the possibility of the effluent draining onto her property. The question was addressed by Village Heath Officer Natalie Karney who indicated that the drainage was not a concern due to the system’s design. 

Mr. Finnberg had a question about the removal of trees on the property. It was noted that the Village Forester was in the audience and could address his question if there were any problems 
Motion: Trustee Boland moved to adopt Ordinance #1276 subject to the amendment of Section 4 permitting a twelve (12) month period to secure a permit; seconded by Trustee Pais.

ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino
A.
Nancy Schumm – Flint Creek restoration project, compliance work for Army Corps permit 
It was noted that the Encap, Inc. proposal was included in the Board’s packet materials.

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC, addressed the Board and explained that compliance work for the Army Corps permit was needed regarding the Flint Creek restoration project. Ms. Schumm obtained a proposal from Encap, Inc. which included installing additional rock toe stabilization along two sections of Reach 1 at a cost of $2,200. Ms. Schumm added that she would like to maintain the area for approximately one year.

President Pino noted his concern about having only one proposal submitted.
Ms. Schumm stated that the proposal was comparable to prior bids and indicated that Encap, Inc. has provided consistency in the past with regard to compliance/permits. 
Trustee Andrew asked about the length of the project. Ms. Schumm explained that the project would take one day.

There was discussion among the Board and Ms. Schumm about Encap, Inc.’s proposal and lack of detail provided.

Trustee Pais suggested that future proposals be itemized. Ms. Schumm agreed.

Ms. Schumm explained that the proposal includes procurement and hand installation of Rip Rap #4 in two sections along Reach 1 where the bank is being undercut by erosion.

President Pino suggested that Ms. Schumm take before and after photographs of the project. Ms. Schumm agreed.

Consideration of a request from Vanderbilt Chiropractic to erect a temporary Open House banner sign at the entrance to Wynstone South Office Park
Brian Vanderbilt, D.C., Vanderbilt Family Chiropractic, addressed the Board and explained that he has requested to erect a temporary banner sign at the entrance to the Wynstone Office Park for purposes of advertising an open house for his practice at Vanderbilt Family Chiropractic. He explained that the proposed banner would not meet several provisions of the Village sign regulations. He requested that the Board authorize a temporary banner sign. Dr. Vanderbilt indicated that he is willing to change the appearance of the proposed sign, if desired.
President Pino requested that the Board be invited to the open house. It was noted that a date for the open house had not been determined however; the Board would be notified of the event.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite noted that he and Building and Zoning Officer Kelly Rafferty discussed the matter in length due to Village Code provisions and timing issues. The matter should have gone to the ZBA but timing of the open house did not so permit. He noted that the Chairman of the ZBA was consulted and approved.  
Trustee Pais asked about the length of time that the sign would be erected. Dr. Vanderbilt indicated that he would prefer a period of seven (7) days. 

President Pino agreed to a period of seven (7) days.

Motion: Trustee Andrew moved to approve the request from Vanderbilt Family Chiropractic to
waive contrary Village Code provisions and allow the erection of a temporary banner sign at the Wynstone Office Park for a period of seven (7) days for the purpose of announcing  an open house; seconded by Trustee Weiner.

Village Update
President Pino stated that he was unable to attend the Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) meeting on 10/27/15 however; Trustee Boland attended on his behalf.

Trustee Boland reported on the activities of BACOG. He explained that BACOG voted to clarify their policy with regard to the water testing event. It was noted that BACOG will no longer accept water samples from any residences that are served by a municipal water supply and; they will no longer accept water samples from any municipalities that are not members of BACOG. 
Trustee Boland reported that BACOG will consider a proposed resolution regarding the use of coal tar based sealants including Polycyclic Aromatic Hydrocarbons (PAHs) at their Executive Board Meeting in November.  

Trustee Boland reported that BACOG together with Lake County Municipal League will host the annual Legislative Breakfast on February 6, 2016, at 8:30 am at Round Lake Beach Civic Center. 
Trustee Boland distributed to the Board material regarding the effectiveness of BACOG Private Well Water Testing Program submitted by Janet Agnoletti, BACOG Executive Director.
