Approval of Minutes from the March 5, 2019 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

Chair Aylward declared the Minutes of the March 5, 2019 E&H meeting approved and put on file.

Public Comment
There was no public comment.
4.
Discuss Earth/Arbor Day schedule, volunteers, activities, signs, costs, Lorax and tent order
Vice Chair Lawlor mentioned that she contacted the North Barrington School principal and inquired 
about offering incentives for the school children who attend the spring event. Ms. Sellers stated that 
she has recruited some high school volunteers to assist at the event. Chair Aylward indicated that her 
daughter would also volunteer. Chair Aylward noted that the E&H members scheduled a working
session to prepare the activities, and crafts for the event. Ms. Sellers stated that she is still working on 
having the t-shirts created for the event. There was discussion regarding the signs for the event. It was 
noted that new signs would have to be ordered due to the change in day off the week and location. Ms. 
Sellers volunteered to order new signs. The E&H discussed renting a 20x40 tent, 8 eight-foot tables 

and 16 chairs from Party Plus for the event. Chair Aylward estimated the expenditures for the 

musician, Lorax costume, Party Plus order, and the mailing with postage to be approximately 

$1,900 dollars. Ms. Sellers indicated that she would be creating a kid’s outdoor adventure basket to 

raffle and Ms. Preisen emailed that she would be creating a zero-waste basket. Members discussed 

whether or not they would be raffling a 50/50 tree and possibly catalpa seedlings donated by Trustee 

Andrew. It was noted that the E&H would determine that at a later date. Ms. Torres mentioned that she 
spoke to Mary Schweinsberg, Prairieland Disposal, and she indicated that weather permitting she 
would bring her miniature ponies to the event.
5.  
Discuss social media progress
Ms. Sellers mentioned that Chair Aylward and she met with the Village Administrator, Kathy 

Nelander, and discussed possibly creating an Instagram account for the Village. Ms. Sellers noted that 
Ms. Nelander suggested waiting to see how residents interact with the Village’s Facebook and then 

possibly discuss creating an Instagram account in the future. Ms. Sellers volunteered to begin creating 

E&H posts for Facebook and sending them to the Village Staff to post. She noted that she would share 

the posts with the E&H prior to posting as well.

Old Business/New Business
Chair Aylward shared the yard waste and organics collection report provided by Prairieland Disposal. 

She stated that the report showed that 40 residents are now subscribed to the organics collection, 62 to 

unlimited yard waste collection, and 110 to limited yard waste collection. It was noted that yard waste 

subscribers are allowed to recycle organics in with their yard waste. Ms. Torres stated that she was 

informed by Ms. Schweinsberg that in the next billing cycle residents who are subscribed to the

organics recycling program will receive their free bag of compost from Midwest Organics. Chair 

Aylward stated that she would contact Prairieland and ask if they would be willing to offer a free 

year of organics collection to raffle at the spring event. 
Chair Aylward stated that she heard a report on National Public Radio, where they discussed how 
plastic bags, cotton reusable bags, and t-shirts have an effect on the environment. She indicated that it 
was said that cotton reusable bags may not be as beneficial to the environment as heavy plastic due to 
the amount of uses the bags are expected to achieve.
