Approval of Minutes from the January 17, 2017 Parks and Recreation Commission meeting

The Minutes of the January 17, 2017 Parks and Recreation Commission (“PRC”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

Motion: Lisa Milczarek moved to approve the Minutes of the January 17, 2017 PRC meeting; seconded by Chairman Kim Ritschel.
Discussion:  There was no discussion.

Vote on Motion:  The voice vote was unanimous in favor. 

Chairman Ritschel declared the Minutes of the January 17, 2017 PRC meeting approved and put on file.

Public Comment

There was no public comment.

4.         Discuss the use of remaining Parks and Recreation budget
Chairman Ritschel stated that after the purchase and installation of the park equipment there is approximately $6,000.00 remaining. She mentioned that the “wall ball” wall will not be installed with the PRC’s 2016 fiscal year budget due to issues with Eton Park being on a flood plain. She noted that there are concerns that water will undermine the wall and cause it to collapse. She stated that she is working with the Village engineer to determine whether it will be possible to construct the “wall ball” wall on the basketball court.

Chairman Ritschel mentioned that she ordered new signs for the concerts in the park, as well as for the Fall Fest.

Chairman Ritschel stated that she attended the last Environmental and Health Commission “E&H”, and due to the E&H having a limited budget they were seeking assistance from the PRC for the mailing of the Spring event flyer. She inquired about whether the PRC could possibly contribute $160.00 towards the flyer mailing. It was a general consensus of the PRC to contribute $160.00 towards the flyer. Trustee Andrew indicated that she is going to suggest to the Village Board that the E&H budget be increased in order to fund environmental projects in the Village. She also informed the PRC that she will suggest that the Flint Creek project be headed by the E&H. She was of the belief that the Village Forester’s budget should be increased in order to have a larger budget to be used towards clearing dead trees along the Village easements. 
Chairman Ritschel stated that she spoke with the Village Forester, Susan Allman, and requested to have approximately two trees planted at Eton Park. She noted that Ms. Allman is investigating pricing for the trees. She recommended providing Ms. Allman with approximately $1,000.00 from the PRC budget for the trees and planting.

Chairman Ritschel suggested putting payments towards the bands for the summer concerts. She estimated the cost would be approximately $3,000.00. It was a general consensus of the PRC to provide payments to the bands.
She noted that Sparkles Entertainment the vendor for Fall Fest was paid. Ms. Milczarek suggested also making a payment to Patch 22, Fall Fest vendor, in the amount of $400.00.

Chairman Ritschel mentioned that there are paths that will require maintenance and re-mulching. She estimated that it would cost under $1,000.00 for the maintenance of the paths. 
Ms. Milczarek inquired whether the parkour equipment was paid for as well as, the teeter totter with installation. Chairman Ritschel indicated that half of the cost for the parkour equipment was paid, and the teeter totter has not yet been purchased. It was noted that the teeter totter plus the cost for installation would be approximately $1,000.00.
There was discussion regarding constructing a structure to conceal the portable toilet at Eton Park. Chairman Ritschel and Ms. Milczarek stated that they would investigate pricing for a structure to conceal the portable toilet in order to make it aesthetically appealing.
Motion: Lisa Milczarek moved to approve approximately $1,000.00 for the Village Forester to purchase and plant trees for Eton Park; seconded by Chairman Kim Ritschel.

Discussion:  There was some discussion.

Vote on Motion:  The voice vote was unanimous in favor. 

Chairman Ritschel declared the motion approved.
