Approve Minutes from the May 22, 2018 Special Public Hearing Meeting 
The Minutes of the May 22, 2018 Special Public Hearing Meeting were made available to the Board. 
Chairman Cifonelli asked whether the Minutes of the May 15, 2018 Public Hearing Meeting were approved.
It was noted that the Deputy Village Clerk would verify whether the Minutes of the May 15, 2018 Public Hearing Meeting were approved and inform Chairman Cifonelli.
Chairman Cifonelli asked if anyone wished to comment on the May 22, 2018 Special Public Hearing Minutes.

Chairman Cifonelli declared the Minutes of the May 22, 2018 Special Public Hearings be approved and put on file. 
Chairman Cifonelli welcomed the audience to the public hearing and asked that any person wishing to speak during the public hearing, be sworn in. The witness was sworn in.

The following variations are requested in the petition submitted by Mr. Jess Hamill to construct a 127 square foot addition to the garage located at 183 Biltmore Drive, North Barrington, IL 60010.
ZONING VARIATIONS REQUESTED:

ZR-10-1-2(B) and  

ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):  

A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.

The property at 183 Biltmore Drive (Lots 6, 7, 8, 9 and part of Lot 10 in Block 4 of Biltmore Country Estates Unit No. 1) is a non-conforming use in the R-3 (40,000 Square Feet Residential) Zoning District by reason of lot area.  The area of the subject property is approximately 32,264 square feet rather than the 40,000 square feet required for properties in the R-3 District.

ZR-10-9-2(A,3):
Each building shall be set back or located not less than sixty feet (60’) from the established centerline of the road right of way.


Based on the established 66 foot right of way for Biltmore Drive, the required front yard setback is 27 feet as measured from the front property line.  The proposed garage addition will be located approximately 23.77 feet from the front property line.  

The evening’s Public Hearing Meeting regarding the petition submitted by Mr. Jess Hamill was

continued from the July 10, 2018 Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) Public Hearing Meeting.
Chairman Cifonelli invited the applicant to address the ZBA.
Jess Hamill addressed the ZBA and explained that he is seeking a zoning variation to construct an addition to his garage due to the recent purchase of a new F150 truck. He explained that there is currently a 1-inch clearance for the truck to fit in the garage. The addition would lengthen the garage by 6 feet and alleviate the hardship. Mr. Hamill added that the addition would increase the value of his property as well.
Chairman Cifonelli explained that Mr. Hamill’s valid hardship is that the garage is an outdated garage which does not accommodate the size of vehicles in today’s era, especially with the new style of pick-up trucks with extended cabs. 

Chairman Cifonelli explained that:

· Proper notification was sent to the surrounding property owners. 
· The Village did not receive any objections from the surrounding property owners.

· There were no objections from the Village Forester or Village Health Officer.

June Kramer inquired about the Village Forester’s Memorandum regarding the removal of a Heritage Tree.

Chairman Cifonelli explained that the tree removal was not part of the building addition project. It was noted that the 20/21-inch Ash tree south of the house was dead and required a Heritage Tree Removal Permit.

There was discussion among the ZBA about the standard size of garage. It was noted that Mr. Hamill’s garage was constructed in 1957.

Chairman Cifonelli stated that the addition does not adversely affect the property and the non-conforming lot is a non-issue due to the size of the lot.
Chairman Cifonelli was of the opinion that the 3-foot encroachment was a minimal encroachment and would not affect any site lines for Mr. Hamill’s neighbors.
Motion: Rick Cavenaugh moved to approve the zoning variations request for Mr. Jess Hamill to construct a 127 square foot addition to the garage for the property located at 183 Biltmore Drive by using the Architectural Plans submitted by Joseph A. Meyer, Structural & Professional Engineer last dated March 24, 2017 and the Plat of Survey submitted by Dundee Engineering last dated 4/13/90; 
seconded by June Kramer. 

Discussion: There was some discussion.
