Consideration of Ordinance # 1331, Zoning Variation Request submitted by Mr. Jess Hamill to construct a 127-square foot addition to the garage located at 183 Biltmore Drive, North Barrington, IL 60010*
Zoning Board of Appeals Chairman John Cifonelli addressed the Board and explained that the applicant requested to extend the front of his garage in order to park a new pic-up truck inside his garage. It was noted that the applicant’s hardship is that the existing garage is outdated and does not accommodate the size of newer trucks in today’s era.

ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino
A.
Discussion and Possible Action on Property Usage Agreement for 25815 West Scott 

Road in North 
Barrington

President Pino explained that the owners of the property decided to discontinue the usage of the property as a chicken farm. It was noted that an agreement had been signed by the owners which included conditions as well as a grace period to cease the chicken operation.

President Pino stated that the owners are considering other uses for the property which would be subject to the building permit application process. It was noted that a new use for the property had not been submitted.    
Joyce McArdle addressed the Board and indicated that the proposed agreement did not appear to address the following items: 
· the wire mesh fencing on the property.
· an encroachment onto Scott Road.
· the existing metal-sided structures. 
Village Attorney Stewart explained that the owners were being given a grace period to wind-up the chicken operation and in exchange, the Village would waive any code enforcement activities. It was noted that the grace period could be extended should the owners submit a new intended use for the property. 

Ms. McArdle also noted her concern about ground water contamination.
Trustee Kalinowski suggested that Ms. McArdle conduct her own well water testing in order to obtain a baseline reading.

Katherine McCord addressed the Board and noted her concern about the owners not complying with the Department of Agriculture. She also believes that area wetlands were disturbed.  

Village Attorney Stewart explained that the Department of Agriculture has been involved with property and that the Village has been in communication with them.
Kevin Johnson addressed the Board and noted his concerns about the barking dogs and odors coming from the property. He was of the opinion that the chicken farm cost him the sale of his house.
President Pino explained that the grace period begins upon the execution of the agreement by both parties. 
Trustee Kalinowski referenced the per diem fine of $200 should the owners fail to abide by the terms of the agreement. She recommended that the Village continue issuing (violation) notices for documentation purposes in the event violations occur during the grace period. 
Attorney Stewart recommended that an initial inspection also be conducted by the Village staff to document existing violations and conditions.

President Pino stated that he was not in favor of electronic wire transfers and would like to change the transferring of funds to checks or money orders.
Village Treasurer Schnure did not agree and explained that wire transfers are safe and that the banks are insured. He also indicated that the Village would lose three days interest waiting for the checks to clear. 

Trustee Smith agreed with President Pino. It was noted that he works in the financial field and sees the occurrence of wire hacking regularly.
Trustee Kalinowski suggested not utilizing the wire transfer option and leaving the wire transfer clause within the document.

Trustee Cobb suggested that the Board honor the President’s request based on Trustee Smith’s comments.
Trustee Smith noted that the Board can review the process in one year.
