4.         Discuss the E&H proposal for a spring event at Eton Park
Chairman Ritschel explained that the E&H has invited the PRC to host a spring event in conjunction with the E&H. She stated that the event will be held at Eton Park on April 22nd. Ms. Kalinowski stated that scouts will be volunteering for the cleanup at Eton Park, and there will be a bird feeder craft made from plastic water bottles for the children to construct. Ms. Ritschel stated that there will also be information and demonstrations regarding recycling opportunities. 
There was discussion regarding purchasing approximately eighteen new signs for each of the Village events. 
Ms. Kalinowski asked Ms. Torres if she could inquire about the amount of funds left in the E&H budget. Ms. Torres noted that she would request it from the Village Administrator. Ms. Milczarek inquired about how many people the E&H estimates will attend. Chairman Kalinowski stated that approximately one hundred. Ms. Milczarek suggested hiring a dj to play music at the event. 

There was discussion regarding various recycling drop offs to offer.

Ms. Kalinowski stated that a member of the E&H volunteered to contact the Principal of the North Barrington School to seek out ideas in order to encourage more residents to attend the event.

Chairman Ritschel declared the motion approved. 

Chairman Ritschel noted that the PRC would provide the popcorn and popcorn maker for the event.

Eton Park improvements
Chairman Ritschel indicated that she inquired about the funds remaining of the PRC budget. She stated that there are also park impact fees, which can be used for improvements to the Village parks or purchases of real property. Chairman Ritschel indicated that there is over a year left before the first set of impact fees are returned to the record owner of the property. 
Chairman Ritschel stated that she investigated the cost to purchase a teeter totter for Eton Park. She noted that the cost is $807.00 from AAA State of Play, and she estimated that the installation would cost approximately $500.00. She stated that she also received an estimate from Johnny Concrete for the concrete “wall ball” wall in the amount of $6,580.00. 
Motion: Lisa Milczarek moved that the PRC approve the estimate in the amount of $6,580.00 from Johnny Concrete to build the “wall ball” wall; seconded by Chairman Kim Ritschel.

Ms. Milczarek suggested inquiring about whether there are different colors of concrete that may be used for the wall. Chairman Ritschel stated that she would inquire about the color availability with the contractor.
Members reviewed two estimates provided by Sheetz and Turf Master to unify the two play areas at Eton Park, for Parkour jumping stones, and play mulch. There was some discussion regarding contracting Turf Master to unify the play areas at Eton Park for the amount of $1,550.00, delivery and installation of Parkour jumping stones in the amount of $3,950.00, and six yards of play mulch in the amount of $660.00.

Chairman Ritschel declared the motion approved. 

Chairman Ritschel indicated that she would take the estimates to the Village Board meeting January 25, 2017, and ask that if the PRC should go over budget for the park improvements that the PRC be allowed to utilize funds from the park impact fees.
Chairman Ritschel mentioned that she visited Door County, and they had a structure that children could climb on. She suggested possibly purchasing a similar structure for Eton Park in the future.
6.
Select vendors for 2017 Village events

Chairman Ritschel stated that the concert dates have been selected, and the rain dates will be Saturday, June 17th, July 15th, and September 19th. There was discussion regarding booking the bands Better with Bacon, Mike Novello Band, and possibly a Jazz band recommended by Linda Aylward. 
It was noted that the date for the Fall Fest would be Saturday, October 14th from 12:00-3:00 p.m. and the Winterfest would be Saturday, December 2nd from 12:00-3:00 p.m.

It was noted that new signs would be ordered for the concerts in the park as well as, the Fall Fest.

Ms. Milczarek stated that she is going to contact the same vendors used at the previous Fall Fest to book for the event.

Chairman Ritschel stated that Santa, reindeer and possibly Mrs. Claus would be booked for Winter Fest. She indicated that the cookie decorator would also be booked. Members discussed taking an inventory of the event supplies stored at the Village Hall. 
Ms. Milczarek mentioned that previously the PRC discussed renting a bounce house for the Fall Fest. She stated that it could be reserved closer to the date.

Chairman Ritschel inquired about changing the PRC meeting time to commence at 7:00 p.m. It was noted that Ms. Torres would inquire about changing the time and have the schedule republished in the paper.
Ms. Milczarek stated that she spoke to Liz Bromet and invited her to volunteer to join the PRC. She indicated that Ms. Bromet stated that she would consider the invite. Ms. Milczarek stated that Ms. Bromet expressed concern with having a conflict of interest, considering her son has proposed an Eagle Scout project to the PRC for the proposed path at Lafferty Park.
