Approval of Minutes from the February 12, 2019 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

The Minutes of the February 12, 2019 Environmental and Health (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

Motion: Marilyn Lawlor moved to approve the Minutes of the February 12, 2019 E&H meeting; seconded by Lauren Preisen.

Chairman Aylward declared the Minutes of the February 12, 2019 E&H meeting approved and put on file.

Public Comment
There was no public comment.
4.
Report from Prairieland Disposal and discussion of 2018 waste/recycling collections
Steve Schweinsberg provided the E&H with the 2018 waste/recycling collection report. He indicated 
that the average recycling percentage for the Village was 28 percent in 2018. It was noted that the   

recycling tonnages for January and February 2019 have dropped in comparison to January and 
February 2018. 
Mr. Schweinsberg stated that a flyer was created depicting examples of items that should not be placed 
in recycling. He indicated that he would like to get the flyer to residents to help educate the community 
on proper recycling.
Some E&H members informed Mr. Schweinsberg of possible issues with missed back door pickups 
and food scrap pickups. Mr. Schweinsberg noted the concerns and assured the E&H that the issues 
would be addressed. 
Chair Aylward provided Mr. Schweinsberg with some possible amendments to the flyer, such as 
noting that food waste can be recycled when subscribing to the organics collection program. Ms. 
Lawlor stated that she would ask the Wynstone Property Manager to place the flyer in the Wynstone 
subdivision newsletter once it was finalized. 
Chair Aylward mentioned that Patricia Kalinowski, Village Trustee, attended a workshop held by the 
Solid Waste Association of North America, SWANA. She stated that they discussed issues with 
recycling contamination. Mr. Schweinsberg stated that certain recyclables, such as pizza boxes are 
considered contaminated if there is food/grease on the box. He indicated that empty jars or containers,

such as mayonnaise and ketchup bottles do not require rinsing and can be placed in recycling. He 
stated that the biggest issue with recycling contamination is placing plastic bags and denim in with 
recycling. Mr. Schweinsberg mentioned that the Solid Waste Agency of Lake County, SWALCO, 
notifies waste haulers of new guidelines that develop for recycling. 
Mr. Schweinsberg mentioned that Prairieland is considering creating a sticker with the recycling guidelines to place on recycling containers. He stated that he will come back at the next meeting with an update on the sticker. Chair Aylward asked if he could provide the reports for organics recycling. He noted that he would provide the reports at the next meeting. 
Chair Aylward noted that Prairieland will be attending the Earth/Arbor Day event, and will provide a truck for electronics recycling, as well as the food scraps cart. 
Mr. Schweinsberg informed the E&H that Prairieland recently opened a shop in Wauconda, which is used for parking waste hauling trucks, mechanics, and equipment. He stated that trucks are no longer located at the location on Pepper Road.

Earth/Arbor Day event planning with reports from E&H members
Ms. Allman stated that the Biltmore Country Club will be donating a Sycamore tree for the Arbor Day 

tree planting, and Brian Thompson from Honey Lake Bee Company will also be attending the event. 
She noted that the cub scouts will be at the event for the tree planting ceremony and clean up. She 
stated that she ordered burr oak tree seedlings for the event, and has selected the residents for the tree 

of the year award. Ms. Allman mentioned that she will confirm if SavATree will be providing a truck 
for the touch-a-truck activity. 

Ms. Preisen provided the E&H with a flyer she created for the event, and asked that the E&H 
review it. 
Ms. Lawlor confirmed that an order has been placed for the Lorax costume to use at the 

event. Ms. Preisen stated that there are left over wild flower seeds from last year’s event, and 

indicated that she will place an order for envelopes for the seeds, as well as compostable cups and 

napkins. She stated that Ms. Lawlor will be bringing a bubble machine. She stated that some 
activities that will be offered are a treasure hunt, bird feeder activity, and a recycled crayon project. 
She indicated that the flyer also encourages residents to bring a kite to fly at the event. 
Ms. Lawlor mentioned she emailed the Citizens for Conservation to invite them to the event but has not heard back. Chair Aylward suggested inviting someone with information regarding solar panels. It was noted that members would search for a company who works with solar panels, as well as Community Supported Agriculture, CSA, companies. Ms. Preisen suggested that the E&H discuss possible raffles to offer at the event and bring ideas to the next meeting.
There was discussion regarding the layout of the flyer that will be mailed. It was noted that Ms. Preisen would send Ms. Torres the draft once completed. Ms. Preisen asked whether the E&H would like to have a conservation award to present to a resident. Ms. Allman suggested coming up with criteria for the award. Chair Aylward suggested coming up with criteria, and possibly have the award for next year’s event. 
Ms. Sellers stated that she emailed the Chairman of the Parks and Recreation Commission, Kim Ritschel, and inquired about tents for the event, and borrowing the beverage containers and popcorn machine. She indicated that she is waiting to hear back from her. 
Ms. Preisen suggested purchasing matching shirts for members to wear at the event, and some to possibly raffle. Ms. Sellers volunteered to design the shirts. The E&H discussed renting a tent for the event and noted that they could decide which tent would be suitable at a later date.
6. 
Old Business/New Business
Chair Aylward mentioned that Ms. Sellers gave a brief presentation to the Village Board at their last 

meeting regarding social media. Ms. Sellers suggested setting up a meeting with the Village 

Administrator, Kathy Nelander, to discuss setting up a workflow for posting to social media, and 

discussing possibly setting up an Instagram account as well. Chair Aylward suggested that the E&H 

come up with ideas for social media posts regarding the Earth/Arbor Day event. 
Ms. Lawlor mentioned that information about the Earth/Arbor Day was published in the North 
Barrington Parent Teacher Organized, PTO, newsletter, and the school was looking for ideas on how to 

help increase attendance for the event. Chair Aylward suggested inviting the PTO to set up a table with 

information at the event. Ms. Sellers mentioned that there is a resident who works with the PTO who 

may be interested in joining the E&H. Ms. Preisen indicated that she would contact the PTO president 

to get more information about the resident. 
Trustee Andrew stated that she attended a Barrington Area Council of Governments Water Resources Committee meeting. She stated that they were informed that prescription bottles are not recyclable. She noted that some Walgreens locations will recycle prescription medication. She said that they also discussed the potential affects of artificial sweeteners on the groundwater in the future.
