Vice Chair DiPino welcomed the audience to the public hearing and asked that any person wishing to speak during the public hearing, be sworn in. The witnesses were sworn in.

The following variations are requested in the petition submitted by Mr. & Mrs. Jon Fischel to construct a wood deck and screen porch addition for the property located at 

575 Signal Hill Road, North Barrington, IL 60010.
ZONING VARIATIONS NEEDED:

ZR-10-6-2(A):
R-2 Residential Zoning District requires that each lot have an area of at least two (2) acres.

The lot area of the subject property (Lot 1 in Oak Ridge Subdivision) is approximately 1.657 acres (72,188 square feet).

ZR-10-1-2(B) and  

ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):  
A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.



The subject property is non-conforming due to lot area.
Vice Chair DiPino invited the applicants to address the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA). 

Jon Fischel, 575 Signal Hill Road, addressed the Board and explained that he has proposed to construct a wood deck and screen porch in the rear portion of his house. Mr. Fischel explained that the proposed deck would partially be constructed over an existing small patio and that the remaining area would help resolve an area which is unusable yard space. He further explained that the proposed screen porch would be located over a space where there is currently an existing patio that is in major disrepair.

Mr. Fischel explained that the footprint of the house would only increase slightly. He noted that the Village Forester and Village Health Officer had no issues with the proposed additions.

Mr. Fischel indicated that due to the acreage of his property the proposed additions would not directly affect his neighbors or the character of North Barrington.

Vice Chair DiPino inquired about the unusable yard space.
Mr. Fischel explained that the area of unusable yard space is a shaded area which is all mud. No landscape can grow in the area due to the shady area. The proposed deck would solve the problem of the unusable space and is a much better use of the yard.

Vice Chair DiPino noted that Lake County issued a permit for the project. Mr. Fischel concurred.

ZBA Member Craig Shully stated that he visited the property and noted that no one would be able to see the additions due to the position of the property, house and its landscaping.
Mr. Fischel introduced his contractor Eric Hoffman of Woodridge Deck & Gazebo to the ZBA.

Eric Hoffman, Woodridge Deck & Gazebo, 5400 Newport Drive #5, Rolling Meadows, addressed the Board and explained that the deck is basically maintenance free and that the screened porch would made entirely of cedar.

It was noted that Mr. Hoffman has done other work in the Village.

Vice Chair DiPino indicated that all of the neighbors were appropriately notified. He noted that no objections were received by the Village from any neighbors and no one in the audience objected to the proposed additions.

Vice Chair DiPino asked if there were any further comments or questions from the ZBA.

No one wished to speak.

Motion: Craig Shully moved to approve the zoning variations request for Mr. & Mrs. Jon Fischel, 

575 Signal Hill Road, to construct a wood deck and screen porch to the existing home pursuant to the

Architectural Plans prepared by Bendixon Design Group, Ltd., dated 12/6/16; the wood deck construction

plans prepared by Woodridge Deck and Gazebo, not dated; the Plat of Survey prepared by FJM Land

Surveying, dated 3/3/05; the septic system location drawing prepared by JW Trenching, Inc. dated 3/4/17;

seconded by Bryan McGonigal.
