Approve Minutes from the October 11, 2017 Public Hearing 

Vice Chair DiPino explained that it was the general consensus of the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) to remove the Minutes of the October 11, 2017 from the agenda in order for the minutes to be considered at the next Zoning Board of Appeals meeting.

Comments from the public on subjects other than the subject matter of the public hearing, below.
No one wished to speak.
4. 
Public Hearing on the Petition of the Gerald Celano and Robin Celano Trust for two variations:  1) to be allowed to maintain on their property upon annexation to the Village of North Barrington an existing barn with stalls for nine horses and to maintain nine horses on the property, as now permitted by Lake County zoning, and 2) to be allowed to use their property upon annexation to the Village of North Barrington pursuant to the rules of the Zoning Ordinance of  North Barrington applicable to five (5) acre parcels notwithstanding parcel is 4.67 acres. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the ZBA does not typically consider zoning variations

for unincorporated properties. However; indicated that the property was scheduled to be considered for

annexation on January 10, 2018 by the Village Board. He noted that Mr. Celano filed a petition seeking a

variation to maintain his existing barn and nine horses on the property and has assured the Village that he

would continue to keep the horse farm clean and maintained. 
A. SWEARING IN OF ALL WITNESSES

Vice Chair DiPino asked that any person wishing to speak during the public hearing, be sworn in. The witnesses were sworn in accordingly.
B. CALL OF MEETING TO ORDER

The public hearing meeting was called to order by Vice Chair DiPino. 
C. VERIFICATION THAT A LEGAL NOTICE WAS PUBLISHED, NOTICE WAS MAILED PURSUANT TO THE VILLAGE ZONING ORDINANCE AND SIGNS WERE POSTED IN COMPLIANCE WITH THE LAW 
The public hearing meeting was called to order pursuant to Notice; copy attached. It was noted that a zoning variation sign was posted not less than 15 days prior to the date of the public hearing.
D. TESTIMONY OF PETITIONERS
Vice Chair DiPino invited the applicant(s) to address the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) and referenced the proposed zoning variations submitted by the applicants. 
Gerald Celano, applicant, addressed the Board and explained that he’s had horses on the property for the last 10 years. He explained that the barn is neatly maintained and noted that:
· The barn is picked up twice per day.
· Manure is kept in a dumpster and hauled away weekly.
· He’s never received a complaint from a neighbor.
Vice Chair DiPino explained that he visited the property and noted that the property was well-kept. He added that the horse manure is removed weekly.
Mr. Celano confirmed that the horse manure/waste is removed weekly and explained that the manure is not composted or stored on the property.

ZBA Member Craig Shully pointed out that the applicant is petitioning for three times the amount of horses allowed by the Village’s current Zoning Regulations. He also noted that the applicant has petitioned for the variances to run with the land.
Mr. Celano confirmed that he is seeking a variation to be allowed to maintain 9 horses on the property and added that he would like the variances to run with the land in the event that his property is sold.

E. QUESTIONS BY ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS
ZBA Member Rick Cavenaugh inquired about health & sanitation governances and whether the property would be governed by the Village or Lake County.

Village Attorney Braithwaite explained that the property is governed by both the Village and the County. However; noted that the Village oversees the immediate health and sanitation issues.

Mr. Celano added that the County has inspected his property in the past and found the area to be clean and well maintained.

Craig Shully noted his concern about setting a precedence if the variations are approved.

ZBA Member Bryan McGonigal stated that there may need to be an amendment to the Village Zoning Regulations and Comprehensive Plan to accommodate future variation requests similar to the matter being presented.

Rick Cavenaugh asked whether the annexation was instituted by the Village or the property owners.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that under the law the annexation must be instituted by the property owners. However; it was noted that Attorney Braithwaite assisted the property owners with the annexation process.

Rick Cavenaugh inquired about the number of properties that the Village is considering for annexation at the Special Board meeting scheduled for 1/10/18.

Village Attorney Braithwaite explained that the Village would be annexing 3 properties for a total of approximately 15 acres.

There was discussion among the ZBA and the Village Attorney about the previous amendment to the Village Zoning Regulations regarding the annexation of the Premier Equestrian Estate District. 

Bryan McGonigal noted his concern about setting a precedence should the proposed variations be approved.

There was continued discussion among the ZBA and Village Attorney about the proposed annexation on 1/10/18.

Craig Shully referenced the notification list. 

Attorney Braithwaite asked the Deputy Village Clerk if notice by mail was provided to the property owners located within 250 ft. of the Celano property based on their tax records.

Deputy Clerk Lennon confirmed that proper notice was provided to property owners located within 250 ft. of the Celano property.

Attorney Braithwaite additionally asked the Deputy Village Clerk if a zoning variation sign was posted on the Celano property for additional notification purposes.

Deputy Clerk Lennon confirmed that a zoning variation sign was placed on the Celano property.

Attorney Braithwaite explained that the notice for the owner of the chicken farm (Varga) was returned to the Village unclaimed as the address listed on the tax bill was an address of which the owner no longer has property. However; Attorney Braithwaite indicated that he spoke to the owner’s attorney and notified him of the ZBA hearing. 

F. QUESTIONS FROM THE PUBLIC

No one wished to speak during this time.
G. TESTIMONY AND CORRESPONDENCE FROM MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC

Vice Chair DiPino asked the members of the audience if they wished to speak.

Dean Miller addressed the Board in support of the petitioners. He explained that he’s lived next to the Celano property for 7 ½ years and noted that the Celano’s are “phenomenal” neighbors. He noted that the property is clean and that there is no noise or smell. Mr. Miller stated that they were in favor of the proposed zoning variations.  

Grant Born addressed the Board in support of the petitioners. He stated that he lives next to the Celano property and noted that there has never been any problems or smell. Mr. Born stated that they were in favor of the proposed variations. 

Rick Cavenaugh asked Mr. Born if his property was in unincorporated Lake County.

Mr. Born responded that his property is in unincorporated Lake County.

H. CLOSE OF PUBLIC HEARING BY CHAIRMAN
The public hearing was closed.

Discussion by the Zoning Board of Appeals.

Vice Chair DiPino asked if there were any further comments or questions from the ZBA.

Attorney Braithwaite recommended that a condition of the variation include that the property continue to be maintained in a sanitary condition and that the manure hauled away weekly.

Vice Chair DiPino noted that the applicants provided in their petition to the ZBA that the property would be maintained in a sanitary condition and that the manure would be placed in a container and hauled away weekly.
Rick Cavenaugh noted that the Board should be encouraged to set future parameters regarding manure/waste removal for horse properties.

Motion and vote to recommend or not recommend the variation to the Corporate Authorities.
