II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT 
John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board and noted his objection to the right of way clearing near his home completed by the Cuba Township Road District (Cuba Roads) on Glen Circle. He explained that Cuba Roads destroyed many of the prairie plants that he’d planted over the last 10 years. It was noted that the damage extended over an area of approximately 
108 ft. x 15 ft. Mr. Cifonelli indicated that Cuba Roads advised that he place signage referencing the prairie plants for future mowing.  Mr. Cifonelli stated that he intended to place such signage. 

Trustee Sauer asked where the damage was located.

Mr. Cifonelli indicated that there was excessive mowing in the right of way which extended onto his property. 
Gery Herrmann, 257 Kimberly Road, addressed the Board and explained that he previously addressed the Board in June (2017) to inform the Village about his concern regarding a number of dead trees located in the unimproved portion of Mockingbird Lane that were threatening his property. 
Mr. Herrmann explained that two large trees fell onto his property from the unimproved portion of Mockingbird on 5/30/17.  Subsequently, the fallen trees damaged two trees located on his property. He contacted the Village on 5/31/17. The Village Forester inspected the property on 6/1/17. Mr. Herrmann was told that the Village would not remove trees from his property unless they were located in Village road easements. The Village Forester also informed him that there was no money in the Forestry Budget to remove the dead trees. 

Mr. Herrmann explained that Cuba Roads visited the site and indicated that they could remove the Village owned trees which fell on his property with Village approval. However; Cuba Roads informed him that they could not work on the trees located on his property. 
Mr. Herrmann stated that Cuba Roads later visited the site and provided a quote in the amount of $1,080 to remove approximately (18) trees in the unimproved portion of Mockingbird Lane. Mr. Herrmann noted that the work was not completed as there was a dispute about the property line. 
Mr. Herrmann explained that he paid a contractor $250.00 to remove the Village owned trees that fell on his property and spent approximately $1,000 of his own labor/time to clean up his property. 

Mr. Herrmann stated that he was looking for a solution since the problem has been ongoing and requested that he be reimbursed. He also noted that there is another tree of concern that remains a danger to his property and asked the Village to remove it. 
There were a few questions from the Board which were answered by Mr. Herrmann. 

Trustee Kalinowski asked the Village Forester if she was aware of the tree Mr. Herrmann was referencing. She said she was not but would visit the site to conduct an inspection. 
Trustee Andrew noted that Mr. Herrmann had previously informed the Board of his concerns regarding the trees located in the unimproved portion on Mockingbird Lane; 
President Pino confirmed this. 
Motion: Trustee Weiner moved to approve the amount not to exceed $250 payable to Gery Herrmann, 257 Kimberly Road, as a reimbursement for the contractor’s expense of removing Village owned trees from his property and; include the removal of the Village owned tree that remains of concern on his property; seconded by Trustee Andrew.

Ms. Lawlor explained that she and E&H Chair Aylward met the Nancy Schumm of Schumm Consulting, LLC on 6/19/17 to discuss the Flint Creek Watershed Plan. Ms. Schumm presented options for improvements to the watershed regarding potential flooding areas or areas where excessive water accumulates.

Trustee Kalinowski asked if the Village has a record of drainage issues within the Village.

Al Stefan, Village Engineer, addressed the Board and explained that the Village began accumulating and recording drainage issues/patterns within the Village approximately 10 years ago.

President Pino explained how the Village responds to drainage issues.

Gery Herrmann, 257 Kimberly Road, addressed the Board as the Plan Commission Chair. He provided an update on the activities of the Plan Commission and noted that the would like to meet with the Village Building and Zoning Officer and the Zoning Board of Appeals Chair to discuss revisions to the Village sign ordinance currently being reviewed by the Plan Commission.

Attorney Braithwaite replied that the minutes are intended to be a summary and typically should not include the details of a conversation except where necessary to understand the action taken.
Trustee Smith added that there were some revisions to the minutes that he does not distinctly recall and noted that without spending more time on the issue would have trouble approving the minutes as presented.
Trustee Kalinowski responded that her revisions were due to a contentious battle between the Village Forester and Village President and she was trying to set record straight by providing more detail. She noted that her revisions were not verbatim.
Trustee Kalinowski also noted that she requested to attend a Village staff meeting due to the contention between the Village Forester and Village President. However; indicated that she did not received a response from the Village President. Trustee Kalinowski is of the opinion that a record must be provided at the Village Board meeting if she is not permitted to attend the Village staff meeting.

Attorney Braithwaite explained that he responded to Trustee Kalinowski and that it is up to the Village President as the Chief Executive Officer of the Village to decide whether anyone else other than staff should attend the meeting.

Consideration of correction of a scrivener’s error by removing the 6-month sunset 

provision from Ordinance #1283 dated 6/22/16, a Zoning Variation granted to Old 

Barrington Road, LLC, 1600 E. Main Street, Suite B, St. Charles, IL 60174 to allow 

construct an eight (8) stall horse barn for the property located at: 25943 W. Scott Road, 

North Barrington, IL 60010
Attorney Braithwaite explained that there was a scrivener’s error found within Ordinance #1283 regarding the 6-month provision. The Ordinance currently provides that the variation expires if the variation granted is not established within six (6) months.  Ordinance #1283 was intended to be a long-term grant to allow for the construction of the horse barn without the owner having to request an extension or experience another hearing.

 Trustee Boland inquired about the term originally contemplated and whether the Village loses control over the matter without a term.

Attorney Braithwaite indicated that there was to be no limitation.

Investment Policies –Morgan Stanley Smith Barney, LLC

Motion to approve Resolution # 2820, a Resolution authorizing the acceptance 


and execution by the Village of North Barrington of an Investment Agreement 


with the firm of Morgan Stanley Smith Barney, LLC (MSSB) and its 



subsidiary, Graystone Consulting, as Investment Advisors for the Village of 


North Barrington, without charge to the Village 
2. 
Motion to authorize investing between $800,000 - $1,000,000 with MSSB, 


withdrawing the funds from the Village’s Operating Account, as recommended by 

the Finance Committee

Motion: Trustee Weiner moved to table the matter; seconded by Trustee Kalinowski.

Attorney Braithwaite explained that the matter cannot be discussed if the matter is tabled and that the Village would lose approximately $1,000 - $1,500 if the matter is delayed another month.

President Pino stated that the matter should be discussed.

Trustee Weiner withdrew his motion.

Attorney Braithwaite explained that he recently learned that Morgan Stanley Smith Barney, LLC (MSSB) located in Barrington had a division which specialized in investments for municipalities. The Finance Committee met on 5/31/17 and recommended approval of an investment with MSSB and its subsidiary, Graystone Consulting, as Investment Advisors.
Attorney Braithwaite explained that the interest rate fluctuates daily and noted that the current rate of return by the MSSB program would yield to the Village between $10,000 and $15,000 annually.
Trustee Smith explained that an investment with MSSB is a safe investment which yields a higher rate of return than what the Village is currently receiving. It was noted that the banks where the funds are distributed are all credible institutions.

Trustee Andrew inquired about the interest rate and asked if there are state regulations for where municipal funds are invested.

Attorney Braithwaite explained that there is a state statute that regulates where funds are invested. He stated that the proposed investment falls within the state statute and noted that the fees are paid by the issuing bank at no cost to the Village.

President Pino noted that the rate of return is 15 times higher than what the Village is currently receiving. 

Trustee Weiner was of the opinion that the proposed resolution was not clear in limiting MSSB to specific types of investments. He had concerns about the individuals authorized to provide instruction to MSSB and noted that the decision for each investment should be decided by the Village Board.

Trustee Boland was of the opinion that the policy needed to be strengthened to clarify the authorized individuals and that various investments require the consent of the Board. 

Trustee Weiner asked that investments be managed by fiduciaries. 
There was lengthy discussion among the Board about the authorized individuals listed to accept investment instructions.

Attorney Braithwaite explained that pursuant to the Resolution all investments made by Morgan Stanley, as a fiduciary or agent must be guaranteed by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC).

There was discussion among the Board about the Village’s current investments including short term rates vs. long term rates.

Trustee Smith indicated that the Treasurer’s Report provides information on the Village’s certificates of deposits and expiration dates each month. 

Motion: Trustee Boland moved to approve Resolution #2821 as presented and to further authorize the investment of $1,000,000 to be handled by the Village President and Village Clerk and laddered investments as indicated over the course of approximately 18 months in an amount not to exceed $200,000 for each 3-month period; seconded by Trustee Weiner.

Grassmere Farms/Haverton on the Pond Update
Village Engineer Al Stefan addressed the Board to provide an update and presentation on the drainage project in Grassmere Farms/Haverton on the Pond.
Village Engineer Stefan explained that Integrated Lakes Management (ILM) used amphibious equipment to dig a trench through the wetlands in order to alleviate flooding issues in Haverton and IL Route 59. The spoils were placed on a vacant lot per a previous agreement with a Village resident. 
Village Engineer Stefan indicated that water elevation levels dropped approximately 5-10 inches and that Village engineers would continue to monitor water elevations. It was noted that one area that the Village is currently monitoring is Duck Pond. 

Village Engineer Stefan noted that he plans to schedule a meeting in August or September with Lake County Stormwater Management Commission and Illinois Department of Transportation to discuss drainage issues relating to IL Route 59.

Trustee Andrew asked if the recently cleared area would require yearly maintenance. Village Engineer Stefan indicated that maintenance would be required but not necessarily yearly. It was noted that the Village is currently investigating other funding mechanisms.

Village Engineer Stefan stated that was pleased with the work performed by ILM.

President Pino agreed and thanked Village Engineer Stefan for his presentation.

Village Update

President Pino provided an update on the activities of the Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG). BACOG is currently looking for financial support from BACOG Members regarding Hoffman Estates’ development plans for the property located at IL Routes 59 and 72. President Pino noted that the matter may be on an upcoming agenda to consider a contribution to aid the school district in objecting to the development as it would have a negative impact on Barrington Unit School District 220.

President Pino explained that BACOG’s effort regarding Senate Bill 1451 (Small Cell Facilities) continue. It was noted that BACOG sent letters to legislators urging their opposition to the bill as written.
