MEETING MINUTES
Wednesday, January 15, 2020 

Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:05 pm.  

Roll Call

Roll Call was answered by Trustees Kalinowski, Rogus, Sauer, Smith and President Sweet McDonnell.
Trustee Andrew arrived at 7:10 p.m. Trustee Weiner was absent.

Also present were Village Administrator Shannon Andrews, Deputy Clerk Kris Lennon, Village Forester Susan Allman, Village Treasurer Chris Michaud, Village Attorney Bryan Winter and members of the public.
Pledge of Allegiance

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by President Sweet McDonnell.
Public Comment

Resident Barry Altshuler addressed the Board as a Member of the Board of Education for Barrington 220  School District. Mr. Altshuler encouraged community support for the $147 million referendum question on the March 17th primary election ballot pertaining to school improvements. 
Commission Reports
Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission Chair Linda Aylward addressed the Board with E&H Commission Member Kourtney Sellers to provide updates concerning: Earth Day/Arbor Day, 50/50 Tree Program, Village’s waste hauler contract and social media.   
Trustee Kalinowski suggested Ms. Sellers keep track of the hours spent working on social media in order to be recognized for her volunteer efforts.
Village Forester Susan Allman provided the Board with a history of the Village’s 50/50 Tree Program as requested by the Village Administrator. 

Treasurer’s Report
Village Treasurer Chris Michaud provided a review of the Treasurer’s report. 
A motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report for the 8th month of Fiscal Year 2020 was made by Trustee Sauer and seconded by Trustee Smith. On roll call vote Trustees Andrew, Kalinowski, Rogus, Sauer and Smith voted Aye. Trustee Weiner was absent. No Nays. Motion Carried.

Agenda Items for Discussion
A. Approve the Minutes of December 18, 2019 Village Board Meeting

Trustee Kalinowski noted a few revisions which had been previously discussed with the Village Administrator.

A  Motion to Approve the Minutes of December 18, 2019 Village Board Meeting as amended was made by Trustee Kalinowski and seconded by Trustee Smith.  On roll call vote Trustees Andrew, Kalinowski, Rogus, Sauer, and Smith voted Aye. Trustee Weiner was absent. No Nays. Motion Carried.

B. Approve Ordinance #2020-01, an Ordinance Amending Title 7, Chapter 2 Vehicle Licenses of the North Barrington Municipal Code

A motion to Approve Ordinance #2020-01, an Ordinance Amending Title 7, Chapter 2 Vehicle Licenses of the North Barrington Municipal Code was made by Trustee Andrew and seconded by Trustee Kalinowski. Village Administrator Andrews explained updates to the application and its associated fees. In discussion, it was determined that the word “scooters” would be removed from the chart/table located within Section 7-2-4: Schedule of Fees. 

An amended motion to Approve Ordinance #2020-01, an Ordinance Amending Title 7, Chapter 2 Vehicle Licenses of the North Barrington Municipal Code as amended was made by Trustee Kalinowski and seconded by Trustee Andrew. On roll call vote Trustees Andrew, Kalinowski, Rogus, Sauer, and Smith voted Aye. Trustee Weiner was absent. No Nays. Motion Carried.
C. Approve Resolution #2020-R01, A Resolution Approving an Intergovernmental Agreement Between Barrington Township, Cuba Township, and the Village of North Barrington to Provide for Contribution Under the Local Share Agreement with PACE for Senior/Handicapped Bus Service

A motion to Approve Resolution #2020-R01, A Resolution Approving an Intergovernmental Agreement Between Barrington Township, Cuba Township, and the Village of North Barrington to Provide for Contribution Under the Local Share Agreement with PACE for Senior/Handicapped Bus Service for a flat rate of $150.00 was made by Trustee Smith and seconded by Trustee Sauer.  On roll call vote Trustees Andrew, Kalinowski, Rogus, Sauer, and Smith voted Aye. Trustee Weiner was absent. No Nays. Motion Carried.
D. Approve Resolution #2020-R02, A Resolution Repealing and Rescinding the 50/50 Culvert Program in the Village of North Barrington 

A motion to Approve Resolution #2020-R02, A Resolution Repealing and Rescinding the 50/50 Culvert Program in the Village of North Barrington was made by Trustee Smith and seconded by Trustee Kalinowski. There was discussion among the Board about stormwater runoff and drainage issues within the Village. It was noted that the program could be reintroduced at a later date should the Board decide to do so. On roll call vote Trustees Andrew, Kalinowski, Rogus, Sauer, and Smith voted Aye. Trustee Weiner was absent. No Nays. Motion Carried.

E. Approve Resolution #2020-R03, A Resolution Repealing and Rescinding the 50/50 Tree Program in the Village of North Barrington 

A motion to Approve Resolution #2020-R03, A Resolution Repealing and Rescinding the 50/50 Tree Program in the Village of North Barrington was made by Trustee Smith and seconded by Trustee Rogus. 

There was discussion among the Board about implementing alternative programs. It was noted that the program could be reintroduced at a later date should the Board decide to do so. On roll call vote Trustees Andrew, Kalinowski, Rogus, Sauer, and Smith voted Aye. Trustee Weiner was absent. No Nays. Motion Carried.

F. Approve Resolution #2020-R04, A Resolution Approving an Extension of the Employee Leasing Agreement Between GovTempsUSA, LLC and the Village of North Barrington

A motion to Approve Resolution #2020-R04, A Resolution Approving an Extension of the Employee Leasing Agreement Between GovTempsUSA, LLC and the Village of North Barrington was made by Trustee Kalinowski and seconded by Trustee Andrew. President Sweet McDonnell stated for the record that Village Administrator Andrews has been an asset to the Village. The formal recruitment process has begun for the permanent placement of the position. President Sweet McDonnell expects to have the position filled by March 2020. There was brief discussion among the Board. On roll call vote Trustees Andrew, Kalinowski, Rogus, Sauer, and Smith voted Aye. Trustee Weiner was absent. No Nays. Motion Carried.

G. Approve Motion to renew the Village’s medical insurance coverage with Humana Health Plan through January 31, 2021
There was lengthy discussion about the different health care plans and costs offered by Humana. It was noted that the current plan expires February 1, 2020.  There was discussion among the Board about whether the Village would be locked into the current plan for the remainder of the year. President Sweet McDonnell assumed Humana would consider alternate plans in the event of hiring a new employee. However; Village Attorney Winter indicated that the plan may not be able to be restructured for one year. Trustee Rogus said that the alternative plan was too significant of a departure in the level of benefits from the current health care plan which may create a hardship for the employee. There was further discussion regarding the different plans and costs to the Village.

Trustee Kalinowski moved to table the issue to renew the Village’s medical insurance coverage with Humana Health Plan through January 31, 2021. The motion failed for lack of a second.

A motion to renew the Village’s medical insurance coverage with Humana Health Plan through January 31, 2021, with the possibility to withdraw from the plan in the event of hiring a new employee as amended, was made by Trustee Smith and seconded by Trustee Rogus. On roll call vote Trustees Andrew, Rogus, Sauer, and Smith voted Aye. Trustee Kalinowski voted Nay. Trustee Weiner was absent. Motion Carried.

H. Approve the BACOG 2020 Legislative Platform

A motion to Approve the BACOG 2020 Legislative Platform was made by Trustee Smith and seconded by Trustee Sauer. On roll call vote Trustees Andrew, Kalinowski, Rogus, Sauer, and Smith voted Aye. Trustee Weiner was absent. No Nays. Motion Carried.

Approve the January 15, 2020 Scheduled Vouchers
A motion to Approve the December 18, 2019 Schedule of Bills was made by Trustee Sauer and seconded by Trustee Smith. There were questions from the Board addressed by Village Administrator Andrews. Trustee Kalinowski specifically inquired about the Lake County Health Department/2020 Non-Community Water Supply Permit Fee in the amount of $214.00. Village Administrator Andrews explained that the amount is an annual fee however; noted she would inquire. On roll call vote Trustees Andrew, Kalinowski, Rogus, Sauer, and Smith voted Aye. Trustee Weiner was absent. No Nays. Motion Carried.

Village Administrator’s Report
Administrator Andrews explained that electronic Board packets were distributed to the Board for the first time this month. She also noted that the U.S. Census officially kicked off and encouraged residents to fill out the census which is critical for municipal funding and obtaining an accurate calculation of the Village’s population.
