II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT 
H.L. Silets, 125 Arrowhead Lane, addressed the Board. Mr. Silets thanked Trustee Pais for his service on the Village Board. Trustee Pais’ term as Village Trustee ends April 2017. 

Mr. Silets commented on the proposed amendments regarding garden fences which was on the evening’s agenda. Mr. Silets stated that he has no objections to the current Village Code and believed that there should not be any changes.

Patty Kalinowski, 497 Brookside Road, addressed the Board and stated that she did not receive an email notice regarding the Plan Commission’s public hearing on 3/13/17 for garden fences and political signs. Ms. Kalinowski was of the opinion that more residents should be informed when a public hearing is scheduled so that the community can provide input.

Ms. Kalinowski was of the opinion that the Village Code regarding garden fences did not need to be amended. 

Ms. Kalinowski commented on Section V. B. regarding the proposed amendment to the Village Code requiring a minimum of $1,000.000 liability insurance for vacant property. Ms. Kalinowski stated that she owns a small piece of “property” which is vacant and noted that she would not be able to get a $1,000,000 liability insurance for the small piece of property. She requested clarification within the ordinance that specifies whether the parcel has a structure or is vacant land. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite noted that he would review the issue. 

John Schnure, 224 Orchard Road, addressed the Board and explained that he objected to the removal of all political signs placed on Miller Road by the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT). 
III.
VILLAGE COMMISSION MEMBERS COMMENT
 
Patty Kalinowski, 497 Brookside Road, addressed the Board as the Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission Chair. She explained that the E&H Commission is working with the Village Forester and Parks Commission on the Arbor Day celebration scheduled for April 22nd. She encouraged attendance.
Ms. Kalinowski provided a brief report on the activities of the Flint Creek/Spring Creek Watershed Partnership meeting held 3/14/17. 
Ms. Kalinowski thanked the Board for increasing the E&H Commission’s budget for the FY 2017-2018.

Gery Herrmann, 257 Kimberly Road, addressed the Board as the Plan Commission Chair. He noted that the Plan Commission reviewed and made recommendations for all of the items on the evening’s agenda.

Mr. Herrmann stated that the Board previously approved a moratorium on all commercial signs through April 30, 2017. He explained that the Plan Commission is reviewing the matter. It was noted that he would like to see a less subjective procedure and is looking for input from the Board.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the Village Code is outdated regarding political campaign signs. He explained state statute provides that there can be no regulations for political signs by a municipality except as to size. State statute also provides that political signs are not permitted on public or private property. However; the Plan Commission added language which allows political signs on private property with owner permission.
There was discussion among the Board and Attorney Braithwaite about Village rights of way and private property easements regarding political signs. 
Attorney Braithwaite explained that the Plan Commission recommended amending the Village Code since there were limited restrictions on fences. 
President Pino noted that the proposed amendment included adding a definition of garden fence which is defined as “any permanent or temporary fence designed for the protection of vegetation”. 
Attorney Braithwaite explained that the proposed amendment included the addition of applicable regulations for garden fences.

Trustee Andrew inquired about electrical fencing and asked why the Plan Commission limited the electrical strands of wire on a garden fence to two strands.

Gery Herrmann addressed the Board as the Plan Commission Chair and explained that the lower strand would keep the smaller rodents away and that the upper strand would keep the deer away. He noted that the purpose of the electrical strands was to “train” the animals to stay out of the garden.

President Pino asked who consulted with the Plan Commission regarding the voltage for electrical fences.
Mr. Herrmann explained that the voltage information came from the University of Illinois Extension Service. He explained that most electrical fencing is used for agricultural fencing and other forms of animal control.  
Trustee Boland asked about the voltage (4,000 volts) and risk to children.

Mr. Herrmann explained that voltage for electrical fencing is not a risk.  
President Pino noted his concern about the dangers associated with electric fences and questioned whether the Board should consider allowing electric fences for gardens. 

There was discussion among the Board and Mr. Herrmann about whether electric fences are dangerous.

Mr. Herrmann suggested that the Board research electric fencing.  
Trustee Pais noted his concern about the dangers associated with electric fences. 

Trustee Andrew suggested that electric garden fences be allowed although; subject to the building permit review process. 

Trustee Boland noted his concern for public safety. He agreed with Trustee Andrew to allow electric garden fences although be subject to review by the Village Building and Zoning Officer who would determine individually whether there is a risk to the public. 
Trustee Pais recommended that there be a limit of one (1) garden fence per lot as the proposed amendment did not specify.
Mr. Herrmann noted that the Plan Commission recommended that a garden fence not exceed 3% of the total area of the property.

President Pino declared the matter tabled. 
VI.
ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino
President Pino stated that he attended Lobby Days in Springfield on March 15th and 16th with Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG). He explained that there were scheduled meetings with the Governor and state legislators. President Pino also spoke with State Representative Nick Sauer who represents the 51st District in Illinois. 
President Pino commented on SB 1451 which focuses on small cell wireless facilities. BACOG discussed local concerns with the Governor as it would place limitations on local authorities.

President Pino explained the importance of having BACOG members present at Lobby Days. BACOG is working on having one BACOG member from each municipality attend Lobby Day sessions.

President Pino noted that the next Lobby Day(s) is scheduled for April 26th and 27th. He encouraged Board attendance.
President Pino indicated that Virtual Emergency Operations Center Over Internet (VEOCI) exercises will be held on April 25th and May 19th in conjunction with the Lake County Emergency Management Department. 
A.
FY 2018 Proposed Budget

President Pino asked the Board if there was any discussion.

Trustee Andrew stated that she would like to see the Forestry Budget increased due to the number of dead trees in Village right of ways located near power lines. She noted that a recent storm blew a tree down in the Village right of way on Signal Hill Road that was of considerable size near her property. She and some of the residents on Signal Hill Road were out of power for five hours. 
There was extensive discussion about the removal of dead trees in Village right of ways as well as Cuba Township’s responsibilities to cut back brush.
President Pino stated that the Village would take care of the dead trees in Village rights of way but may not always be with the Village Forester. President Pino stated that Cuba Roads is having difficulty with the Village Forester because she does not want to cut anything down. He noted that Cuba Roads wants to do preventative work and that the Village Forester stops them.
Village Forester Susan Allman addressed the Board and asked that President Pino give her an example.

President Pino referenced Signal Hill Road.

Ms. Allman explained that she previously asked Cuba Roads to cut back trees on Signal Hill Road. She identified trees for removal and wrote up work orders. However; was told by the Cuba Roads Highway Commissioner Randy Marks that it was too much man power.

President Pino stated that Randy Marks has not been with Cuba Roads for months and noted that Ms. Allman needs to work with the people in charge at Cuba Roads 

Ms. Allman stated that she works well with Cuba Roads.

President Pino was of the opinion that Ms. Allman has a problem with removing trees and that she thinks trees are statues or works of art.

Trustee Pais was of the opinion that more funds did not need to go to the Forestry Budget since

the Village has an intergovernmental agreement with Cuba Roads for tree removal. 
Motion: Trustee Andrew moved to increase the Forestry Budget.

There was no second on the Motion.

President Pino stated that the Motion failed for a lack of a second. 

Trustee Sauer asked if there was a line-item in the proposed budget for emergencies.

It was noted that there was a line-item for “emergency services” as well as a “contingency fund”. 

Trustee Andrew asked Ms. Allman how many trees she’s removed to date in 2017. 

Ms. Allman explained that she’s removed a significant number of trees. However; noted that she did not have an accurate count with her. She stated that her goal is to remove dead trees in Village rights of way and trees located near power lines. Ms. Allman noted that she’s been working with Cuba Roads to remove buckthorn and mow vegetation as it grows.

Ms. Allman noted that she’s removed over 100 documented trees. She highlighted some of the

streets where trees were removed. 

Trustee Smith stated that the Finance Committee put a great deal of thought and careful

consideration into each line-item on the proposed FY 2018 Budget and did not want to

unnecessarily decrease any line item given the condition of the state.

NEW BUSINESS

President Pino apprised the Board that the Village of Hoffman Estates is discussing plans to building a large residential area and retail development at the northwest corner of Routes 59 and 72 and has proposed to use a tax increment financing district (TIF). A large portion of the development would fall within Barrington Unit School District 220 (District 220). President Pino noted that there are serious concerns about the financial impact on the school district and area residents.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the proposed commercial development and some of the apartments would be located in Community Unit District 300. However; the remaining apartments would be located in District 220 which would have an enormous effect on District 220 especially since the TIF district would be freezing the very low agricultural assessment of the property for 23 years.
Trustee Boland noted that BACOG would be instrumental in fighting against development.
Attorney Braithwaite noted that District 220 may fight against the development as well. 

President Pino stated that he would discuss the matter BACOG.
