Ordinance of the Village in order that said section will provide as follows:

NONCONFORMANCES: CONTIGIOUS LOTS

General Requirements And Restrictions:
1. Any nonconforming use, building or structure which has been in existence for more than two (2) years prior to becoming subject to the jurisdiction of the Village of North Barrington may be continued, maintained, or changed to a conforming use, but a nonconforming use shall not be:

a. Changed to a use of a lower class;

b. Expanded; or

c. Reestablished, if discontinued or changed to a conforming use for one year or more unless allowed to be reestablished by the Village Board;

d. Nothing in this zoning ordinance shall prohibit the rebuilding, repair or restoration of any building or structure which is unintentionally destroyed or damaged.

Chairman Herrmann provided a recap of the last PC meeting. He stated that the Village Board was presented with the PC’s proposed amendments to the Village Sign Ordinance at the Village Board meeting held on September 27, 2017. 

Chairman Herrmann asked if members had any further changes to the proposed amendments that were presented to the Village Board. Mr. Rogus sighted that there was a note placed in the margin of the document stating that any language of the document referring to the word “lot” would be changed to state “property”. He indicated that the change was not completed. It was noted that the document would be edited to include the change discussed at the last meeting.
Mr. Rafferty noted that a modification should be made to the proposed ordinance to reference the correct section of the Zoning Ordinance pertaining to signs, which is Section 10-10-9. Members agreed.  
Mr. Pais commented that the language under Enforcement: (C1) line three, which reads “he” should be corrected to state “he or she”. It was a general consensus of the PC to make the change.
