II
PUBLIC COMMENT
Gery Herrmann, 257 Kimberly Road, thanked the Board for removing a tree which fell onto his property from the unimproved portion of Mockingbird Lane. He noted that he remains dissatisfied with the Board’s decision regarding maintenance of the unimproved portion of Mockingbird Lane. 

Mr. Herrmann additionally inquired about the Flint Creek Restoration Project 10-year maintenance plan. He explained that he personally removed two large trees that fell into the creek. He noted that the Village has arbitrarily removed trees from Flint Creek and questioned how the Village determines what trees are removed.
Janis Menges, 145 Clover Hill Lane, addressed the Board, to discuss the updates regarding Clover Hill Lane traffic.  She thanked Trustee Sauer for her professionalism and efforts on the project. 

It was noted that Ms. Menges would discuss the matter during Section VII. D.1 of the evening’s agenda.

Emine Yikilmaz, 180 Clover Hill Lane, addressed the Board and advised that she would like to discuss Clover Hill Lane during Section VII. D.1. of the evening’s agenda as well.

Gerald F. Celano, 21900 N. IL Route 59, Barrington, addressed the Board to report that the unincorporated property located at 25815 W. Scott Road, Barrington, is constructing another new building to raise more chickens. He believes the structure to be approximately 300 ft. by 
50 feet. Mr. Celano advised the Board f that there currently is an offensive oder coming from the chicken farm. He stated that there are already chickens dying on the property. Mr. Celano is of the opinion that the feces from the chickens as well as the chemicals used to clean the buildings will eventually get into the area’s groundwater.

Gery Herrmann, 257 Kimberly Road, addressed the Board as the Plan Commission Chair and stated that there was an ordinance on the evening’s agenda amending Section 10-6-9B of the Village Code by adding a new subsection 5. Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the matter was adequately published pursuant to the requirements for zoning ordinance amendments.

Consideration of Ordinance # 1306, an Ordinance amending Village Code Section 7-9-1 relating to parking inoperable vehicles 
There are longstanding issues related to several motor vehicles parked with flat tires in the front yard of 297 Homewood Lane. The property owners may be at the Board meeting
              
Village Attorney Braithwaite discussed the proposed amendment regarding Section 7-9-1 of the Village Code. It was recommended that the language regarding “inoperable motor vehicles” be amended to provide that a vehicle is considered inoperable if specified conditions exist for ten days rather than the current standard of four days.

President Pino declared the Ordinance adopted. 
B.
Consideration of Ordinance # 1307, an Ordinance amending Section 10-6-9B of the Zoning Ordinance of the Village to add a new subsection 5 at the end of Section 10-6-9B (as recommended by the Plan Commission after a Public Hearing) as follows: No residential lot 
which has been created pursuant to a plat of subdivision shall be divided or subdivided, and no 
part less than the whole thereof may be conveyed except to the owner of contiguous property
Plan Commission Chairman Gery Herrmann addressed the Board to answer any questions.

It was noted that the Plan Commission recommended approval of the proposed ordinance.

It was noted that the proposed ordinance is applicable solely to the Wynstone Subdivision which is zoned as a Premier Golf Course District Planned Unit Development.

There were a few questions from the Board addressed by the Village Attorney and Plan Commission Chairman.

President Pino declared the Ordinance adopted. 

President Pino indicated that Robert Moy requested to address the Board following the approval of Ordinance #1306.

Robert Moy, 301 Homewood Lane, addressed the Board and stated that he was provided a copy of a letter from the Village Attorney to the owner of the property located at 297 Homewood Lane regarding the number of inoperable vehicles that are abandoned in the driveway. He understood that the Board would consider action against the owner at the August Board meeting and noted his concern.

Village Attorney Braithwaite explained that there was no response from the owner and that the amendment to the ordinance provides a tool which allows the Village to enforce the violation.

Trustee Kalinowski was of the opinion that the letter to the owner was ineffective and thought that the Village was going to proceed with the adjudication process.

Catherine Dolan, 460 North Hill Drive, addressed the Board and was of the opinion that the Village could have proceeded with adjudication without the Village Code amendment. She noted that the violation has been going on for years and was of the opinion that the abandoned cars are a safety issue. 
Village Attorney Braithwaite explained that the owner could raise an argument prior to the code amendment regarding the definition of inoperable vehicles as well as qualifying it as a nuisance.

There were a few questions from the Board about the amended ordinance which were addressed by Village Attorney Braithwaite.

· SB 1451 –  There was no movement regarding small cell wireless facilities.

· Plum Farms Development

· Barrington Area Legislative Breakfast: October 4, 7:30 at the Garlands of Barrington
· Donald P. Klein Award – The Village may be submitting a project for the award. The award will be presented at the Annual Member Dinner on October 27th.

· Private Well Water Testing Event - October 11th at the Garlands of Barrington
President Pino noted that a petition for annexation was filed regarding the property located at 25815 W. Scott Road in unincorporated Lake County.
Village Attorney Braithwaite explained the annexation process and noted upcoming publication and initial hearing dates. 
VII.
REPORTS BY BOARD OF TRUSTEES

A.
Trustee Jackie Andrew

Trustee Andrew reported that the Parks & Recreation Commission just finished their last summer concert and noted that the commission is considering a food truck/vendor for next years’ concerts. 
Trustee Andrew reported that the P&R Commission is working on park repairs and noted that the Village’s Fall Festival is scheduled for October 14th from 12-3 p.m.

There was discussion among the Board about the lack of members on the P&R Commission. Trustee Andrew noted that the Fall Festival would be a good venue to recruit new members. It was noted that she would discuss the matter with the P&R Commission Chair.
B.  
Trustee Ron Cobb

Trustee Cobb had no report.

C. 
Trustee Patricia Kalinowski 

Trustee Kalinowski reported that the Environmental & Health Commission still needs a Vice Chair. There was brief discussion among the Board about two vacancies on the E&H Commission which includes vacancies for one (1) member and the Vice Chair position.
Trustee Kalinowski reported that Cuba Township Road District did a great job of trimming buckthorn in her neighborhood.

D.
Trustee Janice Sauer

Clover Hill Lane Update
Trustee Sauer reported that several meetings with the Clover Hill Lane residents were held to discuss the installation of speed humps. It was determined that layout/markings would be used to identify 6 speed tables along Clover Hill Lane and that Cuba Township Road District would set barricades with orange flagging at each proposed signage to provide a visual and physical effect. 

Residents were provided additional materials which included exhibits to reflect the proposed location of the speed humps and signage. 
Various options were discussed including the use of an electronic gate at the eastern end of Clover Hill Lane that would allow access only to the residents of Clover Hill Lane to that location with the use of a transponder. It was determined that the Village Engineer and Trustee Sauer would continue researching legal issues and associated costs for all of the various options.

Village Attorney Braithwaite indicated that the research regarding the installation of an electronic gate on a public street had not been completed and the (preliminary) rule is that a public street is open to all people in the public. However; the Village does have legal authority to put up signage such as “Local Traffic Only”.

There was brief discussion among the Board and Attorney Braithwaite about installing an electronic gate.

Village Engineer Al Stefan addressed the Board to discuss the various options and associated costs including: 
Option A: Speed Tables - $31,000 ($5,200 x 6 speed tables)

Option B: Electronic Gate – One estimate was $46,000 and the other estimate was $16,000. It was noted that the estimates do not include access to power or pavement work.
Option C: One-Way Road - $1,500
Option D: Close Road - $1,500
Option E: Roundabout or Chicane - $25,000 to $50,000.

Village Administrator Nelander noted that the costs did not include legal or engineering fees.

Trustee Kalinowski stated that she did not agree with installing an electronic gate if she could not use the road.

Janis Menges, 145 Clover Hill Lane, addressed the Board to voice her frustration about the ongoing issue. She noted that the issue has been ongoing for approximately one year and noted that the Board previously approved the installation of speed tables. Ms. Menges added that Clover Hill Lane is the only street that connects to a four-lane highway.

Ms. Menges requested that the Villages of North Barrington and Lake Zurich contact the Lake County Department of Transportation (LCDOT) to request an extension of the light at the intersection of IL Route 12 and Miller Road. She noted that the newly constructed senior living center near the intersection of Route 12 and Miller Road is adding more traffic to the area which includes more service trucks traveling on Clover Hill Lane. 
Village Engineer Stefan explained that the Village contacted LCDOT about the timing of the light at the IL Route 12 and Miller Road intersection. It was noted that LCDOT is currently in the process of going thru a Phase 1 study.

There was discussion among the Board and Ms. Menges about the issue including the various options. 

Trustee Kalinowski suggested trying the inexpensive options first.

Emine Yikilmaz, 180 Clover Hill Lane, addressed the Board to discuss the issue. She explained that the issue was awakened due to a car accident that occurred by her house. She noted her frustration about the ongoing issue and questioned the amount of (future) time and resources that would be needed to find a solution. She specifically wanted to address her concerns about the installation of an electronic gate including:
· Power source to control the gate
· Gate and road maintenance costs

· Taxpayers paying for a gate which they would not be able to use 
· Potential law suits 

· Lighting to make gate visible at night

· Liability Insurance 
· Turn-around for service trucks
Ms. Yikilmaz noted that she spoke to a portion of the residents on Clover Hill Lane who were not supportive of installing an electronic gate.

Alberts Vigants, 195 Clover Hill Lane, addressed the Board to voice his frustration about the issue. Specifically, the speed at which the cars travel on Clover Hill Lane and the number of cars traveling on the road. 

Mr. Vigants highlighted the expenses associated with all the options and suggested “trying” the less expensive options first to see if they are successful.

Trustee Cobb thanked Mr. Vigants for his comments and explained that he lives in a gated community (Wynstone) and noted that he does not like the gate. Trustee Cobb was in favor of trying a less expensive option first such as making Clover Hill Lane a one-way road.

There was continued discussion between the Board, Village Engineer, and audience members about making Clover Hill Lane a one-way road up to 220 Clover Hill Lane and placing regulatory signs that reflects “Local Traffic Only”. Access for emergency vehicles and police enforcement were also discussed.

Trustee Sauer recommended that Village wait for a response from the Village Attorney regarding the completed research pertaining to the installation of an electronic gate on a public street.
Village Engineer Stefan stated that he would research making Clover Hill Lane a one-way road up to 220 Clover Hill Lane.

Trustee Kalinowski suggested installing two “Local Traffic Only” signs at each end of Clover Hill Lane immediately to see if it improves the traffic problem.

It was the general consensus of the Board to install two “Local Traffic Only” signs.
Trustee Andrew suggested adding a police presence when the sign is installed.
