Chairman Cifonelli declared the Minutes of the May 15, 2018 and July 17, 2018 Public Hearing Meetings be approved and put on file. 
Chairman Cifonelli welcomed the audience to the public hearing and asked that any person wishing to speak during the public hearing, be sworn in. The witness was sworn in.

The following variations are requested in the petition submitted by Mr. Chris Cantafio to construct additions and alterations to the property located at 157 N. Signal Hill Road, North Barrington, IL  60010.
ZONING VARIATIONS REQUESTED:

ZR-10-1-2(B) and  

ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):  

A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.

The property at 157 N. Signal Hill Road (Lot 20 in Signal Hill Unit of the Biltmore County Estates Subdivision) is a non-conforming use in the R-1 (5 Acre Residential) Zoning District by reason of lot area.  The area of the subject property is approximately 3.856 acres rather than the 5 acre minimum required for properties in the R-1 District.  The existing home is located a non-conforming 20.23 feet from the east property line rather than the required 30.5 foot side yard setback.  

ZR-10-9-2(B):
From each side line that does not border a road or street, the setback shall be not less than 10 percent (10%) of the average width of the lot or plot.


The proposed addition to the 2nd floor of the home will be located approximately 20.23 from the east property line rather than the required 30.5 foot side yard setback.
Chairman Cifonelli invited the applicant to address the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA).
Chris Cantafio, addressed the ZBA and explained that he is seeking a zoning variation to construct additions and alterations to his property. Mr. Cantafio stated that he would like to expand the current master bedroom over the existing garage and plans to construct a two-car garage and pool house at a later date. 

There was discussion between the ZBA and Mr. Cantafio about the construction of the pool house.
Chairman Cifonelli explained that if the zoning variations are granted by the ZBA, Mr. Cantafio would need to submit final architectural construction documents for review by the Village Building and Zoning Officer. The ZBA was presently considering the preliminary architectural plans for the purpose of compliance with Village Zoning Regulations.
It was noted that the pool would be an indoor pool.

Chairman Cifonelli explained that the existing house was built in the corner of a 3.856 acre lot and noted that the property is significantly large. 
It was noted that the surrounding neighbors were notified.

Chairman Cifonelli commented the staff reports and highlighted the Village Engineers’ recommendation regarding the downspout collection system however; indicated that the recommendation was not part of the zoning variation. 
ZBA Member Craig Shully stated there were no objections from residents or neighbors.

Chairman Cifonelli asked the ZBA if they had any comments or questions.

ZBA Member Marilyn McAlester inquired about the history of the lot size which was addressed by Chairman Cifonelli.

ZBA Member McAlester indicated a typo on Page A3 of the Architectural Plans. The city which is reflected displays “Barrington Hills” as opposed to “North Barrington”.

Motion: Craig Shully moved to approve the zoning variations requests for Mr. Chris Cantafio to construct

additions and alterations to the property located at 157 N. Signal Hill Road, North Barrington, IL  60010,
by using the Architectural Plans submitted by Kenneth C. Lindberg last dated 7/18/18, Site Plan & Septic

System Modification Plans submitted by Heritage Land Consultants LLC last revised 7/16/18, and the Plat

of Survey submitted by Heritage Land Consultants LLC last dated 5/23/18; seconded by Marilyn

McAlester.
