Chair Aylward declared the Minutes of the June 11, 2019 E&H meeting approved and put on file.

Public Comment
There was no public comment.

5.
Consideration of Flint Creek Restoration Grant Proposal
The E&H reviewed the proposal provided at the last meeting by Brian Valleskey from Manhard 

Consulting. Chair Aylward suggested asking Mr. Valleskey to guide some members of the E&H through the areas of Flint Creek that Manhard Consulting is proposing to restore in Lake Zurich. Members discussed the possible effects of the proposed restoration work in Lake Zurich on the portion of the creek in North Barrington. Chair Aylward stated that a recommendation by the E&H must be made to report to the Board for the June meeting. She noted that the deadline to apply for the 319 Grant is in August. Members felt that the funds/in kind services that North Barrington was expected to contribute for the project was costly considering it would affect only 3-4 homeowners. 
Motion: Kourtney Sellers moved to recommend to the Village Board that the Village decline to participate in the joint 319 Grant application with Lake Zurich for a portion of Flint Creek Restoration as presented by Manhard Consulting; seconded by Lauren Preisen.

Chair Aylward declared the motion approved and recommended to the Village Board for approval. 
Chair Aylward noted that she will still contact Mr. Valleskey to request a tour of the area that Lake Zurich is planning to restore to see how it may impact the Village of North Barrington. Members discussed a possible tour of the creek in the unincorporated portion east of the Village limits to Lake Zurich village limits.
6.
Discuss writing a Request for Proposals to publish for waste disposal contracts

Mr. Schweinsberg stated that he was in attendance to hear the discussion regarding the request for 

proposals for waste haulers. He indicated that the waste hauling contract for the Village expires August 

31, 2020. He noted that in the Village’s current contract with Prairieland there is a clause that 
states that the contract may be extended up to five years by mutual agreement from both parties. Mr. 

Schweinsberg requested that the E&H consider allowing Prairieland the opportunity to present a proposal to extend the contract prior to sending out a request for proposals. Chair Aylward stated that she is in support of having discussions with Prairieland to possibly extend the contract for an additional five years. Chair Aylward indicated that Trustee Patricia Kalinowski announced at the last Village Board meeting that a request for proposals is expected to be issued for a Village waste hauler. Chair Aylward stated that she was under the impression that the Village would consider extending the contract with Prairieland as stated in the current contract and discuss possible changes to terms and services. 

Trustee Andrew suggested that the E&H gather costs for other waste haulers to be prepared with the information should the Board request it. Mr. Schweinsberg volunteered to provide the E&H with waste hauling contracts from neighboring villages. He stated that he would also create a proposal for the E&H to consider and it was noted that the E&H would review the proposal at a later date. 
Mr. Schweinsberg mentioned that Prairieland is expecting to have new computer systems by the beginning of next year, which will help drivers verify specific services at each residence during pick-ups. 
There was discussion regarding various recycling services that could be included for all residents in the proposal. Mr. Schweinsberg noted that Prairieland currently offers household chemical/paint pick-up for $35.00 and white goods “appliance” pick-up free of charge for Village residents. 
Chair Aylward stated that she will report to the Board that the E&H will be reviewing the current waste hauling contract and will be examining all the options. 
7.
Discuss having a kombucha/beer garden for 2020 Earth Day 

Chair Aylward stated that the Village Attorney Brad Stewart confirmed that the Village can host an 

event with a kombucha/beer garden. The E&H discussed possibly requesting donations from attendees 
for the kombucha/beer garden. Ms. Preisen volunteered to research vendors for the kombucha/beer 
garden and report back to the E&H. 
8. 
Old Business/New Business
Members reviewed the E&H expenditures for the 2018 Fiscal Year. Chair Aylward noted that the 

Facebook setup was paid for from the E&H budget. She stated that ENCAP’s monitoring and 

reporting of Eton Park was also included in the expenditures, as well as the Earth Day event expenses. 

Ms. Sellers suggested requesting an itemized bill for the Facebook expenses from Ms. Nelander. 
Ms. Sellers mentioned that she is still receiving calls from Civic Plus the website designer. Chair 

Aylward suggested informing President Sweet McDonnell about their services. Ms. Sellers indicated 

that she would provide the Civic Plus representative with President Sweet McDonnell’s contact 

information, so that he may reach out to her.
