Approval of Minutes from the November 6, 2018 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

The Minutes of the November 6, 2018 Environmental and Health (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

Chairman Aylward declared the Minutes of the November 6, 2018 E&H meeting approved put on file.

Public Comment
Trustee Andrew mentioned that she received an email regarding the Solid Waste Agency of 
North America, SWANA, recycling guidelines and examples of how to properly recycle. She 
commented that she felt the guidelines and examples were confusing.
4.
Vice Chair Marilyn Lawlor- Report from Village Board meeting regarding Haverton on the Pond and Grassmere Farms Drainage Project
Chairman Aylward stated that Vice Chair Lawlor attended the Village Board meeting on her behalf. Vice Chair Lawlor reported that during the Board meeting there was a presentation given by Keith Gray, and Debbie Budyak, Integrated Lakes Management. She stated that the presentation was regarding restoration of a historic stream channel to alleviate flooding between Haverton on the Pond and Grassmere Farms. She explained that the project included locating historic drain tiles, relocating sediment to create a swale, future monitoring capabilities and native plantings. 
Vice Chair Lawlor indicated that green infrastructure was used for the project. She explained that green infrastructure is conveying/filtering water through green ways such as ditches, swales, wetlands, as opposed to burying pipes in the ground to move water. She stated that there were multiple stake holders involved with the project and they included the Illinois Department of Transportation “IDOT”, the Village of North Barrington, Grassmere Farms Home Owners Association, Haverton on the Pond Home Owners Association, Lake County Storm Water Management Commission, and the Army Corps of Engineers.
She indicated that the project involved the use of specialized amphibious equipment to remove/haul excavated debris from the channel. She mentioned that drones were also used to monitor the progress of the project. She stated that there will be a maintenance program established to monitor water levels, swale maintenance, install debris cage, and continue cattail treatments. She indicated that the Grassmere Farms and Haverton on the Pond Home Owners Association’s will be responsible for continued maintenance of the project. Vice Chair Lawlor noted that since the restoration of the stream channel the water levels have lowered.

Kourtney Sellers- Update Social Media
Ms. Sellers stated that she contacted Ms. Nelander regarding the progress of the social media site and Ms. Nelander indicated that she will be scheduling a meeting with the web developer later in the week.

Review Environmental & Health Commission Budget
Chairman Aylward stated that the E&H’s 2018 budget is $6,000 and $461.98 was used for the Earth 

Day event. She asked Ms. Lawlor if she has heard back from the North Barrington School regarding the raised flower bed project. She noted that the E&H had allocated $600.00 from the 2017 budget to contribute to the project. Vice Chair Lawlor indicated that she would contact the principal to get an update. 

Ms. Lawlor asked if there was an update regarding the Parks and Recreation Commission’s proposed plan for Kazo Park improvements. She noted that the E&H had allocated $700.00 towards the improvements. Chairman Aylward stated that the proposed plan is currently on hold. Vice Chair Lawlor stated that she would contact the Parks Chair, Kim Ritschel to get an update. 

Chairman Aylward asked E&H members to think about plans, activities, and location for the next 

Earth Day event as well as additional ideas for the remaining budget. There was discussion regarding different locations for the event and dates for the event. Chairman Aylward suggested contacting the Village Forester, Susan Allman to coordinate with her for the event. Ms. Preisen volunteered to chair the event. Chairman Aylward suggested informing the Village Board of the event at the next Board meeting and inquiring about their preferences regarding the location.

Old Business/New Business
Chairman Aylward summarized the Monthly Tonnage Report provided by Prairieland Disposal. She noted that yard waste and food scrap recycling subscriptions have increased. She suggested inviting Steve and Mary Schweinsberg, Prairieland Disposal, to the next meeting to report on the waste hauling for the year as well as discussing SWANA’s guidelines. 

Chairman Aylward stated that the Village of Lake Zurich has asked if the Village would be interested in joining Lake Zurich in putting out a request for proposal for a new waste hauler in 2020. Members felt that the Village of Lake Zurich is a much larger community and that it would not be beneficial for the Village to join Lake Zurich in the request for proposal.
