PUBLIC COMMENT
Gery Herrmann addressed the Board to inquire about a previous proposal submitted to the Village regarding donating a portion his property to the Village in exchange for Village owned property (unimproved portion Mockingbird Lane). Mr. Herrmann explained that the Village currently has a moratorium on the sale of Village owned property. PRESENTATION
A.
Tree of Year Award – Susan Allman

Village Forester Susan Allman addressed the Board and explained that Arbor Day was celebrated on April 21st in Eton Park with Cub Scout Pack #229. Ms. Allman explained that a Bald Cypress tree was donated by the Biltmore Country Club and planted in Eton Park. 

Ms. Allman also explained that the Village’s 4th annual “Tree of the Year” award was going to Mr. & Mrs. Don Darge who reside on Old Barrington Road for their Osage Orange tree. Ms. Allman explained that the tree was recognized for its historical significance.

President Pino and Ms. Allman presented the award to Mrs. Darge. It was noted that an additional plaque would be displayed at the Village Hall.

John Nania, Nania Energy Advisors – Electrical Aggregation

John Nania, Nania Energy Advisors, Broker/Consultant, 4200 Cantera Drive, Suite 219, Warrenville, IL addressed the Board to discuss the Electrical Aggregation Program for the Village. Mr. Nania was accompanied by Becky Thompson, also of Nania Energy Advisors.

Mr. Nania explained that Village’s existing contract with Constellation Energy Services expires July/2018 and recommended that the Village consider Dynegy as its electrical supplier for the Village’s future aggregation program. Dynegy offered a new rate of .07277 cents per kilowatt-hour (kWh). Mr. Nania commented that Com Ed’s forecasted rates for June 2018 – May 2019 are 7.5 to 7.8 cents/kWh.

Mr. Nania indicated that the rates are subject to change and recommended executing the agreement as soon as possible. 

There were questions from the Board and Attorney Stewart regarding the proposed electrical aggregation program which were addressed by Mr. Nania.
Attorney Stewart noted his concern about the lack of other supplier options for comparison purposes.  

Mr. Nania assured Attorney Stewart that the rate offered by Dynegy was the 2nd best rate offered to a municipality and indicated that he would provide more rates, if desired.

Attorney Stewart noted that the proposed ordinance adopting an aggregation program on the evenings’ agenda authorizes the Village President and Village Administrator to enter into an agreement due to rate fluctuation.  

It was the consensus of the Board to select Dynegy as the Village’s electrical supplier at a rate of .07277 from July 2018 – November 2020.

Consideration of Ordinance # 1321, an Ordinance Amending Title 5, Chapter 3: Trees 
Trustee Kalinowski noted her concern about Section 5-3A-7 (D) regarding the “Rights and Duties of Property Owners Abutting Village Streets”. 
There was discussion among the Board about Section 5-3A-7 D. Paragraph (2). It was the consensus of the Board to add the language “at the property owners expense” after the sentence on the third line, “…from the right of way property.”   

Gery Herrmann addressed the Board to comment on the proposed ordinance and provided suggestions. Mr. Herrmann’s suggestions were discussed and addressed by the Board and Village Attorney.

It was also the consensus of the Board to revise the language regarding the heading of Section 5-3A-7 (D) to reflect “Rights and Duties of Property Owners Abutting Village Rights of Way”.

B. 
IGA – Ela Township for Public Works Services
Bill Kruckenberg, Ela Township Highway Commissioner, addressed the Board to discuss the proposed Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) for the Village. Commissioner Kruckenberg noted that the Ela Township Highway Department (Highway Department) has three other IGA’s including the Villages of Deer Park, Kildeer and Long Grove. 
Highway Commissioner Kruckenberg discussed the services provided by the Highway Department such as tree trimming, brush cutting, mowing, and signage. He also discussed some of the terms within the IGA such as labor rates and liability insurance. 

Highway Commissioner Kruckenberg noted that he wanted to keep the anniversary date for rate increases on April 1st each year in lieu of a notice. 

There were additional questions about the proposed services from the Board, which were addressed by Highway Commissioner Kruckenberg. 

Highway Commissioner Kruckenberg requested Village maps for his staff. Village Administrator Nelander stated that she would coordinate an initial meeting with the Highway Department to discuss the commencement of services.

Motion to deposit Village funds in an Additional Depository
Village Treasurer John Schnure addressed the Board and discussed the Village’s certificates of deposit (CD) with its current financial institution. He indicated that he has been researching other financial institutions and their rates. He recommended that the Board consider giving him and President Pino joint authority to transfer funds into new accounts not to exceed the amount of $250,000 in order to yield a higher return.   

There was lengthy discussion among the Board and Mr. Schnure about the issue. 

President Pino thanked Mr. Schnure for his presentation.

Mr. Schnure also recommended that the Village obtain cyber insurance which protects the Village against cyber hacking. It was noted that Mr. Schnure has been working with an insurance company and requested that the Board approve the process of completing the application. 
President Pino suggested that Mr. Schnure send Village Attorney Stewart the application for review.

Clover Hill Traffic Calming Update 
Gery Herrmann addressed the Board as the PC Chairman and indicated that the PC did not meet in April.  

Village Engineer Al Stefan addressed the Board and explained that PC Members Pais/Such provided information regarding traffic calming procedures. Robinson Engineering is currently working on a draft to assist the PC with their review to adopt a suitable procedure. 
E. 
Haverton/Grassmere Drainage Update; IDOT repairs to Illinois Route 59 – Village 

Engineer Al Stefan

Village Engineer Al Stefan provided an update on the Haverton/Grassmere Drainage Project. He indicated that a swale had been cut along Lot 16, which is working; there is positive movement and the swale is filling with water. It was also noted that a drain tile to the east of IL Rt. 59 needs repair.

Village Engineer Stefan indicated that there would be a road closure on IL Route 59 between Route 22 and Route 14 on April 28th in order for the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) to replace two culverts under IL Route 59 at the low spot where it has experienced significant flooding. It was noted that the Village Engineers continue to work in collaboration with Lake County Stormwater Management Commission (LCSMC) and IDOT to address the drainage problems.

There was discussion among the Board and Village Attorney Stewart about the Haverton/Grassmere Special Service Areas.
