Approval of Minutes from the November 5, 2019 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

The Minutes of the November 5, 2019 Environmental and Health (“E&H”) Commission meeting were made available to the commission members. Chair Aylward asked if there was any discussion.
Kourtney Sellers indicated that Lauren Preisen also provided budget details under Section 5, Spring
Event. It was also noted that Ms. Preisen was the commission member who provided
the rough draft of an application for future vendors for review. 
Motion: Kourtney Sellers moved to approve the Minutes of the November 5, 2019 E&H Commission meeting as amended; seconded by Vice Chair Marilyn Lawlor.

Chair Aylward declared the Minutes of the November 5, 2019 E&H Commission meeting approved and put on file.

Public Comment

There was no public comment.

4.
Spring Event

Ms. Preisen led the discussion regarding previous budget costs vs. the current budget costs including cost comparisons.

Ms. Preisen noted that additional table and chairs are being added. There are 12 rectangle tables and 6 round tables at a cost of approximately $9.50 each including 30 chairs. Chair Aylward stated that she would like to possibly defray some of the cost for tables by charging the vendors a fee.

There was discussion among the E&H Commission about the number of vendors to schedule for the event. The commission is planning to use area Chamber of Commerce organizations from Barrington, Lake Zurich and Wauconda to obtain vendor references. Cannabidiol and hemp venders were discussed as being an option as well as having a kombucha vendor.

It was noted that Village President Eleanor Sweet McDonnell would contact Area Chamber of Commerce Presidents to discuss general vendor expenditures.    

Other expenses that were discussed included:

Ms. Sellers suggested that the vendor application be finalized by the February E&H Commission meeting.
There was discussion among the E&H Commission about having a septic service vendor that could educate the residents about septic systems or include booklets for distribution. 
Village President Sweet McDonnell stated that she would contact the Village Health Officer to attend the event to assist with resident inquiries about their septic systems.

Chair Aylward encouraged the commission to continue their efforts moving forward on the project.

5.
Report on Social Media

There was brief discussion among the E&H Commission about social media options. Ms. Sellers stated that she has created an Instagram account that is ready to launch. It was noted that she would meet with the Village President to review.
6.
Update on Waste Hauling Services
Chair Aylward explained that Interim Village Administrator “Village Administrator” Shannon Andrews provided information regarding waste hauler services in other municipalities which includes food scrap services. 

Village Administrator Andrews explained that the information was obtained from the Solid Waste Agency of Lake County (SWALCO) website which reflects SWALCO members currently using food scrap program services. 
Chair Aylward explained that Village Administrator Andrews offered to contact the municipalities using food scrap services in order to research the terms of the contract for comparison purposes.

Vice Chair Lawlor noted her concern that other vendors may not offer the same services as Prairieland Disposal. 
There was discussion among the E&H Commission about organizing a comparative study for food scrap services with other vendors.

Chair Aylward stated that it is important to see where the vendors are sending their food scraps and noted that whoever is conducting the research should inquire as to which composting company the vendor is using.
Vice Chair Lawlor noted that the only way to increase the recycling rate is by including organic waste recycling. 

President Sweet McDonnell was of the opinion that the residents should be provided with an option of recycling organic waste. 
Chair Aylward explained that the Village has provided residents with a food scrap option over the past 5 years.

Village President Sweet McDonnell explained that Village Administrator Andrews would provide the initial Request for Proposal (RFP).

It was noted that President Sweet McDonnell would contact SWALCO and review the Village’s Comprehensive Plan.
Trustee Andrew was of the opinion that the food scraps program is now an environmental necessity. She explained that the E&H Commission is spearheading the program in order to be an example to other communities. 

Ms. Sellers noted that the latest proposal Prairieland Disposal provided offered the residents more services without an increase in cost. 

It was noted that Prairieland Disposal uses a separate truck for food scrap services.

There was discussion among the E&H Commission, President Sweet McDonnell and Village Administrator Andrews about which area communities are using food scrap program services and the RFP process.

Village President Sweet McDonnell suggested that the commission place the mosquito abatement program on the E&H Commission agenda for February.
