Approval of Minutes from the May 2, 2017 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

The Minutes of the May 2, 2017 Environmental and Health (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

Chairman Aylward declared the Minutes of the May 2, 2017 E&H meeting approved and put on file.

Public Comment

There was no public comment.
4.
Discuss Revisions to the Heritage Tree Ordinance  
Chairman Aylward stated that she attended the last Village Board meeting and President Pino requested that the E&H review the Tower Lakes Tree Ordinance. Ms. Aylward indicated that the E&H could possibly use the Tower Lakes ordinance as a reference in drafting the revised Heritage Tree Ordinance for the Village. She noted the differences between the Village and Tower Lakes. She stated that Tower Lakes has a tree commission, which only handles tree issues, and the ordinance lists the names of protected trees. She indicated that the Tower Lakes ordinance does not list some species of trees that grow in the Village. She was of the belief that the Tower Lakes ordinance was lengthy and too restrictive. 

There was discussion regarding Biltmore Country Club’s request for tree removal. Mr. Antoniou stated that golf course green does not grow properly when shaded by trees. Ms. Allman noted that she is working with the Biltmore Country Club regarding tree removal. 

Chairman Aylward suggested that she and another E&H member meet to discuss ideas for the revised Heritage Tree Ordinance, and come back at a future meeting to discuss.

Trustee Boland commented that the Village Board has three main concerns in regards to the current tree ordinance. 
· role of the Forester/Arborist 

· final authority of any dispute

· penalties and fines

Ms. Allman noted that she refers to the Village Attorney when determining fines for violators of the ordinance. She stated that in some instances where there is a dispute she refers to a certified arborist. Ms. Lawlor was of the belief that the concerns were discussed and addressed at the last E&H meeting. 

Chairman Aylward requested that members review the Tower Lakes ordinance and send their comments via email by June 20th. Ms. Aylward asked Ms. Allman to send her comments in regards the duties of a Forester/Arborist. 
5.
Review Prairieland Disposal waste hauling reports to date
Mr. Schweinsberg provided the E&H with the waste hauling tonnage reports to date, which he noted were improving. He stated that there are now 29 subscribers to the food scrap program. He mentioned that he noticed that the Village website does not have any information available regarding food scrap recycling on the website. 
He mentioned that he had an enjoyable time at the Spring Green Up event at Eton Park and that electronics collection was a success. Mr. Schweinsberg stated that he is available to attend future summer concerts at Eton Park if desired. 

Mr. Schweinsberg presented the E&H with the new food scrap container that can be clipped to your garbage can.

He informed the E&H that the Solid Waste Agency of Lake County,” SWALCO”, is collecting glass vases on the 27th of June to recycle and reuse for flower arrangement donations to local health care and nursing home facilities.  He stated that the charity organization "Random Acts of Flowers” will arrange and deliver floral arrangements to the residents. He noted that drop off is accepted at the Prairieland facility in Lake Barrington. 
Mr. Schweinsberg indicated that Tower Lakes is considering year round food scrap recycling for their Village. 
6.
Preliminary discussion regarding the future waste hauler contract

There was discussion regarding possibly adding year round food scrap recycling for all residents in the Village. Mr. Schweinsberg stated that he would come back to the next meeting with a proposal.
Mr. Antoniou inquired about battery recycling. Mr. Schweinsberg stated that Prairieland disposal no longer accepts dry cell batteries only wet cell batteries. 

Ms. Schweinsberg mentioned that during the meeting with the Merleanne Rampale, SWALCO, there was discussion regarding food scrap recycling in schools. Mr. Schweinsberg noted that Prairieland Disposal recently contracted with four schools in the area to provide food scrap recycling.  Ms. Lawlor stated that she received the statistics for the food scrap recycling done at the North Barrington Elementary school. She indicated that there has been a 65 % reduction in waste, since incorporating food scrap recycling. She stated that over 9,000 pounds was collected and prevented from going into landfills.
7.
Discuss recent ENCAP visits to Flint Creek and Eton Park

Ms. Aylward stated that ENCAP reported that they were visiting Eton Park and Flint Creek in April and May 2017. She stated that she contacted ENCAP to get an update on the visits, but has not heard back.

8.
Old Business/New Business

Ms. Allman mentioned that ComEd is removing Ash trees that are obstructing power lines in the Village. She stated that many dead Ash Trees were removed at Eton Park.

There was discussion regarding possibly holding the next spring event on April 21, 2018 at the North Barrington School. Ms. Lawlor volunteered to coordinate the use of the school with the Principal.
