PRESENTATION

A.
John Nania, Nania Energy Advisors – Electrical Aggregation Program

John Nania, Nania Energy Advisors, Broker/Consultant, 4200 Cantera Drive, Suite 219, Warrenville, IL addressed the Board to discuss the Electrical Aggregation Program for the Village. A brief summation of the Village’s history with electrical aggregation was provided. It was noted that the Village’s existing three (3) year contract expires in July of 2017.

Mr. Nania explained that the new rate for the one-year option is 1% is below Com Ed’s rate and noted that the overall rate from the previous year is down 7%.  Participating residents should save approximately $113 per household.

Mr. Nania obtained competitive rates from two suppliers that currently dominate approximately 85% of the market place. Constellation Energy Services, Inc. was the lowest bidder. Mr. Nania recommended a one-year agreement with Constellation and noted that there would be no gap in service since the Village currently uses Constellation as their energy supplier. Additionally, residents can opt out of the program with no charge or termination fee.

Mr. Nania indicated that the rates are subject to change and recommended executing the agreement as soon as possible. 

There were questions from the Board that were addressed by Mr. Nania.

Trustee Boland asked if the Board could vote on the matter as it is referred to as a presenation on the Village agenda.  
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite suggested that the Board could vote on the matter and subsequently ratify the vote at the June Board meeting. 

Trustee Weiner was of the opinion that the Village agenda was sufficient in notifying the public. However; he recommended ratification at the June Board meeting as a precautionary measure.

Consideration of Ordinance # 1301, Zoning Variation Request submitted by Mr. & Mrs. Jon Fischel to construct a wood deck and screen porch addition for the property located at 575 Signal Hill Road, North Barrington, IL 60010.

ZONING VARIATIONS NEEDED:

ZR-10-6-2(A):
R-2 Residential Zoning District requires that each lot have an area of at least two (2) acres.

The lot area of the subject property (Lot 1 in Oak Ridge Subdivision) is approximately 1.657 acres (72,188 square feet).

ZR-10-1-2(B) and  

ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):  
A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.

The subject property is non-conforming due to lot area.

John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board as the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) Chairman and explained that the applicants proposed to construct a wood deck and screen porch in the rear portion of their house. It was noted that the area of the subject property is a non-conforming use in the R-2 District.

Chairman Cifonelli noted that there were no objections from any residents or the Village staff. ZBA Members visited the site and indicated that the proposed construction would not be observable from any neighbors’ property.

Chairman Cifonelli noted that the ZBA unanimously recommended the approval of the zoning variation requests.

Gery Herrmann addressed the Board as the Plan Commission Chairman to discuss the Plan Commissions’ recommendations for the proposed ordinance. 

Chairman Herrmann explained that the Plan Commission is currently reviewing the Village’s Sign Ordinance (Title 10 Chapter 10; “Signs”) in its entirety and indicated that Title 10, Chapter 10, Section 8G could be removed from the proposed ordinance in order for the Plan Commission to add it to their review.
President Pino recommended that Title 10, Chapter 10, Section 8G be removed from the proposed ordinance to allow the Plan Commission to add it to their review and alleviate any confusion.
Motion: Trustee Weiner moved to table item “C. 1. Title 10, Chapter 10, Section 8G, Exemptions; Regulation of Political Signs; changes mandated by State Statute” from the proposed ordinance; seconded by Trustee Kalinowski.

There was discussion among the Board and Chairman Herrmann about the remainder of the proposed ordinance regarding garden fences. 

Trustee Kalinowski noted her concern about allowing electric garden fences in the Village.
Chairman Herrmann provided a brief history of deer and garden fences in the Village. 

It was noted that the Plan Commission held a public hearing to review and discuss a variety of issues regarding garden fences including restrictions such as the height, size, shape, and materials. 
Chairman Herrmann explained that the Plan Commission recommended that the area enclosed by a garden fence would not exceed three (3.0%) of the total area of the property on which the garden fence is located. 

There was some discussion among the Board and Chairman Herrmann about the possibility of allowing electric fences to be issued with a permit issued by the Village Building and Zoning Officer. 
Trustee Boland noted his concern about child safety.

Trustee Kalinowski noted that allowing electric fences would contradict the general fence regulations of Village Code. 

Trustee Weiner was of the opinion that electric fences above ground should be prohibited.

Trustee Andrew noted that a deterrent is needed especially for residents with large parcels.
There was brief discussion among the Board and Chairman Herrmann about the definition of vegetation which included trees.
Chairman Herrmann further explained that the Plan Commission recommended that:

· No garden fence exceed eight feet in height. 

· Electric wire fences are permitted provided that there are no more than two strands of wire and a maximum strength not to exceed 4,000 volts.

Trustee Weiner was of the opinion that an eight-foot fence was too high.

Trustee Kalinowski noted that she was in favor of most of the proposed ordinance excluding the portion regarding electric fences. She asked if the Plan Commission could re-visit the subject at a later date.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the subject could always be reviewed at a later date.

Motion: Trustee Kalinowski moved to adopt Ordinance 1302 as amended by omitting Section 4 “J” “f” and removing “Section 10-11-2C” from Section 4 “J” “g”; seconded by Trustee Weiner.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained the revisions to the proposed ordinance.

Trustee Weiner noted his concern about a $750 maximum fine within the proposed ordinance and felt that it was too high.

There was discussion among the Board about the $750 maximum fine. It was noted that principal use of the Administrative Adjudication process is to be able to place a lien on property in order to collect revenues from individuals or entities who owe the Village money primarily for failure to maintain a Trust & Agency account and to compensate the Village for expenses due to the Village related to new construction.
President Pino indicated that there was some confusion about the exclusion of Heritage Tree violations within the proposed ordinance. He suggested adding language to clarify the verbiage.

Trustee Boland suggested that the language “excluding Heritage Tree Violations” be added to Section 1 “B” in the 2nd paragraph following the verbiage “Village Code violation”.

Report of Environmental & Health Commission as to their review of proposed changes to Heritage Tree Ordinance
Linda Aylward addressed the Board as the Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission Chair

and explained that she wanted to review the red-lined changes provided to the Board regarding
the E&H Commission’s review of the Village Code as it relates to the Village Forester and
Heritage Tree Ordinance.
Chair Aylward reviewed the proposed revisions as recommended by the E&H Commission at their meeting held May 2, 2017.
There was discussion among the Board and Chair Aylward about the proposed ordinance including the subject of fines for ordinance violations, the appeal process, the administrative adjudication process, and a modification of language to the office of Village Forester. 
President Pino asked if the E&H Commission looked at any other Village ordinances, specifically the Village of Tower Lakes tree ordinance. He noted that some residents within the Village find the Village’s Heritage Tree Ordinance fines punitive and excessive.

Chair Aylward noted that the E&H Commission had not reviewed other Village tree ordinances.

President Pino asked if the E&H Commission would look at the Village of Tower Lakes tree ordinance.

Chair Aylward stated that the E&H Commission would review the Village of Tower Lakes ordinance at their next meeting.

Trustee Weiner suggested that the E&H Commission also review what constitutes a danger to citizens and/or their property.
G.
Consideration of Resolution # 2813, a Resolution Extending the current Intergovernmental Agreement between the Village of North Barrington, Illinois, and the Cuba Township Road District, Lake County, Illinois which expired on May 15, 2017 until June 30, 2017

President Pino stated that the Village Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) between the Village and Cuba Township Road District expired May 15, 2017 and that the proposed Resolution would extend the current agreement until June 30, 2017. If acceptable to the Cuba Township Road District.
Trustee Boland asked why the IGA was only being extended for one month.

President Pino explained a meeting has been scheduled with himself and representatives of Cuba Township and the Village discuss the details of the IGA.

Trustee Sauer indicated that before the Village commits to another agreement they want to make sure all parties are on the same page.
Trustee Kalinowski stated that she would like to see a final report about the work Cuba Township has provided over the past year and highlighted the maintenance of under road culverts. 
Highway Commissioner Podgorski explained that a review of the past IGA is needed in order to provide clarity which is why Cuba Township is meeting with Village representatives.

Carl Michelotti, 627 Signal Hill Road, addressed the Board to complain about a drainage problem in the Village right of way affecting his property and the property located at 622 Signal Hill Road. He explained that the problem has decreased the value of his house which he is trying to sell and noted that the standing water also creates a haven for mosquitos.
