2.
Approval of Minutes from the September 3, 2019 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

The Minutes of the September 3, 2019 Environmental and Health (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

There was brief discussion among the E&H Commission about a potential correction on page 2 of the September 3, 2019 Minutes. It was noted that the Deputy Village Clerk would listen to the audio recording and make the revision, if necessary.

Chairman Aylward declared the Minutes of the September 3, 2019 E&H meeting approved and put on file. 

3.
Public Comment
There was no public comment.
4.
Spring Event
Chair Aylward asked there were any updates to report.

Ms. Sellers reported that the commission is looking to expand the event to include more tables/chairs

and possibly reusable tablecloths.

Ms. Preisen reported that the budget for the 2020 Spring Event scheduled for Sunday, April 19, 2019

and would cost approximately $3,000. An additional $1,000 was added from last years’ budget to
cover additional costs.

It was noted that the $3,000 amount includes the cost of the tent. Ms. Preisen indicated that a
temporary fence may be needed around the kombucha/beer garden which was included in the revised
budget.

Ms. Sellers indicated that she is awaiting a response from vendors.
Ms. Preisen noted that she is working on a vendor application form.

There was brief discussion about recruiting volunteers to include middle school and high school age

students. It was noted that Vice Chair Lawlor would initiate contact at the high school and middle

school levels. 

Chair Aylward indicated that she would prefer Prairieland Disposal, Inc. attend the Spring Event.
Chair Aylward stated that she would like to see a final draft of the Spring Event budget at the
November E&H meeting.

5.
Report on Flint Creek Watershed Meeting – Vice Chair Marilyn Lawlor
Vice Chair Lawlor provided a report on the Flint Creek/Spring Creek Watershed Partnership

Membership Meeting held 9/25/19. She highlighted the importance of monitoring the water quality
within the Village and Flint Creek Watershed. She explained the importance of obtaining baseline 

water quality samples every five years. It was noted that there are three wells being monitored in S.
Barrington, N. Barrington and Lake Barrington. Additionally, there are 5 area stream gauges for
monitoring the water levels and water quality. Two additional locations were discussed for possible
stream gauges in Wynstone and IL Route 12/IL Route 59. 
Vice Chair Lawlor discussed certain pollutants that contribute to poor water quality such as road salt,
among others.
Vice Chair Lawlor noted that some communities are considering adopting the Lake County
Stormwater Management Plan. She briefly mentioned how some communities are managing
flooding issues and stormwater runoff via rain barrels and rain gardens. Communities also need to

provide education and outreach programs.
Chair Aylward thanked Vice Chair Lawlor for her report.
6.
Discuss Village membership with Barrington Area Council of Governments and water sampling event at the Garlands
Ms. Sellers indicated that she would like to promote the water sampling event via social media. She

explained that she would be meeting with the Village President to discuss.

It was noted that BACOG is sponsoring a Private Well Water Testing event. Kits are available for

pick up beginning October 28th through November 1st. Drop-off is November 5th at the Garlands of

Barrington from 1-7p.m.

Trustee Andrew noted that well water testing is available year round at the Lake County Health

Department.
There was discussion among the E&H Commission and Trustee Andrew regarding the benefits and/or

disadvantages of membership with BACOG.

7.
Proposal for waste hauling collection 2020- Prairieland Disposal, Steve and Mary Schweinsberg 
Steve and Mary Schweinsberg, Prairieland Disposal, Inc. “Prairieland” addressed the E&H Commission to discuss a proposal for waste hauling services upon expiration of their current contract with the Village ending in August 2020.
Ms. Schweinsberg discussed the possibility of implementing the option of recycling animal manure and bedding for residents who have horses. The benefits of composting manure were reviewed.

Mr. Schweinsberg noted that the current rate for Village residents is $18.62. Prairieland’s rate for the first year of a 5-year contract beginning September 1, 2020 was reduced to $18.53. The remainder of the contract would be based on the Consumer Price Index “CPI” minimum 2% maximum 4% as per contract.
There was discussion among the E&H Commission and Mr. Schweinsberg about CPI rates. It was noted that further discussion may be needed regarding the proposed rates. 

Mr. Antoniou was of the opinion that the CPI rates be adjusted based on the actual CPI rate at the time.

Mr. Schweinsberg stated that beginning October 15, 2019 computer tablets and GPS systems are being implemented in the hauling trucks to better serve the specific needs of each resident. It can also keep record of garbage day pick-ups at each residence. 
It was noted that Prairieland would like to offer enhancements to the services currently provided which includes:

· Year-round food organics collection.

· Curbside electronic waste collection/once per year.

· Every home will get 1 bulk item picked up per week/under 50 lbs.
· Unlimited yard waste subscription only. $123/year includes toter.

Rates and services in other Villages were reviewed. Chair Aylward asked for a comparison chart as to what services are provided to other municipalities.
There was lengthy discussion among the E&H Commission and Mr. Schweinsberg about the proposed contract with a specific concentration on recycling efforts.

It was the general consensus of the E&H Commission to have a recommendation regarding waste hauling services for the Board by December 2019.

Chair Aylward thanked Prairieland for their presentation.
