Approval of Minutes from the August 21, 2017 Parks and Recreation Commission meeting

The Minutes of the August 21, 2017 Parks and Recreation Commission (“PRC”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

Motion: Lisa Milczarek moved to approve the Minutes of the August 21, 2017 PRC meeting; seconded by Kim Ritschel.
Discussion:  There was no discussion.

Vote on Motion:  The voice vote was unanimous in favor. 

Chairman Ritschel declared the Minutes of the August 21, 2017 PRC meeting approved and put on file.

Public Comment

There was no public comment.

4.         Winter Fest checklist
Chairman Ritschel mentioned that she completed an inventory of the Winter Fest supplies in the Village Hall storage garage. She suggested that the PRC purchase additional craft supplies and paper products. Chairman Ritschel stated that two Christmas trees will be purchased as well as greens from the Boy Scouts. She indicated that she would partner with Ms. Torres to shop for supplies at Costco. Chairman Ritschel stated that she would pick up the hot chocolate and cocoa donated by Biltmore Country Club. Members discussed music options and the set up schedule. Chairman Ritschel noted that the Boy Scouts would be volunteering. 
5.
Discuss potential future projects and Parks and Recreation budget
Chairman Ritschel noted that the PRC has not used the park impact fee funds. Ms. Milczarek suggested possibly hiring a food truck vendor for summer concerts, and possibly purchasing a new swing for the playground. Chairman Ritschel questioned whether the PRC should reconsider options for a wall ball wall as discussed in the past. Trustee Andrew was of the opinion that Pickle Ball has become a popular sport. There was discussion regarding the option of adding a pickle ball net to the existing basketball court. Ms. Milczarek indicated that she would investigate options, and contact Sport Court for a quote. Chairman Ritschel presented the PRC with pictures of climbing trees to consider adding to Eton Park. She also suggested possibly organizing a 5k run or similar event in order to receive further involvement from the community. 
6.
Discuss liability waiver forms for volunteers

Chairman Ritschel mentioned that the Village Administrator, Kathy Nelander, attended a Village Administrators meeting, and there was a discussion regarding liability waivers. She stated that Ms. Nelander provided the PRC with a copy of a sample volunteer waiver of liability and authorization for photographs/audio-visual. The PRC discussed adding the form to the website for volunteers to easily access it. There was discussion regarding whether members of the PRC are covered legally should there be any incidents at one of the fests. 
7.
Fall Fest

Chairman Ritschel explained that the Fall Fest was cancelled due to the weather. She mentioned that a third tent was rented in the event of rain. She suggested that the same be done for the following years. Members discussed having a rain date in the future. Ms. Milczarek noted that cookies, cider, donuts, and the food from Kooker’s was donated to Mount Saint Joseph. She also mentioned that some donuts and cider were provided to the Fire and Police Department. She indicated that pumpkins and decorations were given to the Boy and Girl Scouts. Ms. Milczarek stated that cancellation fees for vendors were paid, and the initial final checks were returned to the Village Administrator.

Old Business/New Business

Ms. Milczarek stated that she signed a permission form confirming the Lafferty Park project by Eagle Scout, Max Brommet. She stated that his deadline to complete the project is in February. Chairman Ritschel mentioned that she noticed that Flint Creek was a chalky white color on the 14th, but she was unaware of the origin or reasoning. She indicated that she would contact the Village Administrator and inform her.
