CODE AMENDMENTS/ORDINANCES/RESOLUTIONS
A.
Consideration of Ordinance # 1333, an Ordinance amending Title 1, Chapter 5, Section 3, Unanticipated Expenditures

Village Attorney Brad Stewart explained that the current emergency spending limit of $2,500 was not adequate. An emergency road repair was needed in August which cost approximately $10,000. The repair was approved prior to the issue becoming a public safety hazard however; it was noted that there have been multiple incidents requiring urgent attention for which the current limit was inadequate. It was noted that the proposed amount of $20,000 would cover most emergency expenditures. Attorney Stewart explained that the Village President must present the emergency expenditure at the next Board meeting to ensure transparency.

Trustee Andrew noted her concern about the proposed amount of $20,000. She was of the opinion that the proposed amount was too high and suggested the amount of 10,000.

Trustee Cobb explained that he favored the proposed amount of $20,000 and noted that any emergency expenditure would require approval at the next Board meeting thus providing accountability.

Trustee Kalinowski asked about where the funds would be withdrawn in an emergency event. 

Village Administrator Kathy Nelander explained that most emergencies are for road repairs and that the funds would come from the Roads Budget or Stormwater Management Budget.  

Trustee Weiner was of the opinion that the proposed amount was nominal.

There was brief discussion among the Board.

President Pino declared the Ordinance adopted. 

B.
Consideration of Ordinance # 1334, an Ordinance amending Zoning Ordinance Title 10, Chapters 2-1, 4-4 and 4-2
Village Attorney Brad Stewart provided an explanation of the zoning text amendments within the final proposed ordinance. It was noted that the Plan Commission held a public hearing and suggested changes to the draft ordinance. The suggestions from the Plan Commission were incorporated into the final proposed ordinance.

There was discussion among the Board and Attorney Stewart regarding adding Title 10 Chapter 10-4-4, Animals.

Kim Block addressed the Board and noted his concerns about the lack of a definition for dangerous animals within the proposed ordinance. He also noted concerns regarding state and federal law. 
Village Attorney Stewart explained that state law is applicable to the Village and referenced Chapter 720 ILCS 585/0.1 Definitions. Attorney Stewart read the definition as follows: 

"Dangerous animal" means a lion, tiger, leopard, ocelot, jaguar, cheetah, margay, mountain lion, lynx, bobcat, jaguarundi, bear, hyena, wolf or coyote, or any poisonous or life‑threatening reptile.
President Pino thanked Mr. Block for his comments.
Trustee Kalinowski asked if Mr. Block was in attendance for the Plan Commission’s public hearing on the matter. 
Gery Herrmann addressed the Board as the Plan Commission Chair and indicated that Mr. Block did not attend the public hearing and noted that no one wished to speak during the public comment portion of the meeting. 
Mr. Herrmann noted his concerns about having a “common” definition for dangerous and exotic animals. Mr. Herrmann was of the opinion that federal, state and county laws already regulate dangerous and exotic animals and that Title 10 Chapter 10-4-4, Animals, should not added to the proposed ordinance. 
It was noted that the recommendation of the Plan Commission was to not add Title 10 Chapter 10-4-4, Animals to the proposed ordinance. 

There was discussion among the Board and Mr. Herrmann whether to add Title 10 Chapter 10-4-4, Animals to the proposed ordinance.

President Pino suggested continuing (solely) Section 3, “F” and “G” while approving the remainder of the proposed ordinance.

Village Attorney Stewart noted that adding Title 10 Chapter 10-4-4, Animals, to the proposed ordinance sets the priority of definitions within local, state and federal law.

Consideration of Ordinance #1335, an Ordinance proposing the establishment of a Special Service Area (Special Service Area Number #19), Amending Special Service Area Number Seventeen in the Village of North Barrington and providing for a Public Hearing and other procedures
Village Attorney Stewart explained that the Board would be considering the establishment of Special Service Area (SSA) #19. It was noted that existing SSA #17 would be refinanced and include the issuance of new project bonds for future infrastructure projects relating to the Wynstone sanitary sewer and water systems.
Trustee Smith explained that the proposed ordinance includes a section for a notice of hearing to be published notifying all taxpayers.

Consideration of Resolution # 2864, a Resolution to support enforcement of Environmental Regulations related to the Foxconn/Upstream Development (as amended and recommended to the Board by the Environmental & Health Commission)
Linda Aylward addressed the Board and explained that the E&H Commission reviewed the language within the proposed resolution to support the enforcement of environmental regulations related to the Foxconn/upstream development. It was noted that E&H Commission made some changes to the initial language. 
Ms. Aylward noted that Lake County Stormwater Management (LCSMC) hired a consultant to study the Foxconn/Upstream Development since LCSMC had concerns about the impact of runoff in the state of Illinois and Lake County. The E&H Commission recommended approval of the proposed resolution.

Trustee Kalinowski was of the opinion that the Board should not support legislation regarding environmental regulations located in another state. 
Trustee Andrew was of the opinion that stormwater runoff from Wisconsin affects Illinois. She was supportive of the proposed resolution and thanked the E&H Commission for their efforts.
