
MINUTES OF A MEETING OF THE ENVIRONMENTAL AND HEALTH COMMISSION OF THE VILLAGE OF NORTH BARRINGTON, WHICH WAS HELD 

TUESDAY, FEBRUARY 4, 2020 AT

THE NORTH BARRINGTON VILLAGE HALL LOCATED AT

Call to Order
The Meeting was called to order at 7:13 p.m.

Roll Call 
Roll call was answered by Chair Linda Aylward and Commissioners Kourtney Sellers and Lauren Preisen. Commissioner Vance Antoniou was absent.
Also present were Interim Village Administrator/Village Clerk Shannon Andrews, Village Trustee Patricia Kalinowski and Village Forester Susan Allman.  Commissioner Antoniou was contacted to remotely attend the meeting.

Public Comment

Trustee Kalinowski provided an update from SWALCO.  Waste Management is moving their facility to Hodgkins.  This will increase the travel distance for all waste haulers and could result in increased fees.  It will be very important to make sure each vendor being considered is asked where they take their waste and recycling.
Approval of Minutes from the January 14, 2020 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

A Motion to Approve the Minutes of January 14, 2020 Environmental and Health Commission meeting was made by Commissioner Preisen and seconded by Commissioner Sellers.  There was no discussion.  On roll call vote, Chairman Aylward and Commissioners Sellers, and Preisen voted Aye.  No nays.  Motion Carried.

Old Business

Spring Event

Forester Susan Allman reported that she will be getting fifty (50) oak tree seedlings for the event.  There was a brief discussion about whether vendors would be invited to attend.  It had been previously decided that there would not be vendors, but that was to eliminate any potential expenses.  It was decided that if the vendors were willing to attend, they would be welcome, but the Village is not making any effort to invite vendors, due to the much more limited scope of the event.  Prairieland will be asked to attend to collect e-recycling
There will be popcorn, cookies, coffee, hot chocolate and lemonade.  In addition to the park cleanup with the scouts, there will also be a pinecone birdfeeder craft available for the kids.  Ms. Allman will be looking into whether she can get a tree donated for this year’s event.  If not, she will be working on getting quotes.
Waste Hauler Contract
Ms. Andrews expressed concerns with the current timeline not allowing the Village Board enough time to conduct their reviews of the submissions and subsequently not having enough time to transition services, if that ended up being necessary.  The group agreed that it is important to get an RFP issued as soon as possible, especially with the information reported by Trustee Kalinowski earlier in the evening.  The subcommittee of Chair Aylward, Commissioner Antoniou and Shannon Andrews agreed to meet the following week to discuss progress and review an initial draft of the RFP document.
New Business
Mission and function of the Commission
The Commissioners reviewed each section of the Code to determine the scope of the mission and function of the Environmental & Health Commission.  Commissioner Antoniou suggested that the Commission explore whether an update would be warranted in Section 5-1-5: Site Development or Alteration Permit, item number 3.  The current language only requires a permit if the project exceeds an area of 5,000SF, which is considered to be rather large.
Mosquito Abatement Update
As part of the mission and function of the Commission, it was discussed that mosquito abatement falls under the scope of the Commission.  Chair Aylward explained that the Village’s contract extends through December, so the Village’s ability to make changes to the current agreement may be limited.  She also reviewed the related expenses through the past years, which have fluctuated from year to year likely due to the weather and its impact on the quantity of mosquitos in the community.

There was discussion as to whether there were opportunities to find cost savings in the future, such as limiting the spraying to Village roadways instead of private driveways.  It was suggested that Clarke Mosquito attend an upcoming meeting to review the existing contract with the Commission and provide recommendations for how best to manage mosquito abatement this summer under our current budget constraints.  
Adjournment

There being no further business to discuss, a motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Commissioner Sellers and seconded by Commissioner Preisen.  All in favor.  The meeting of the Environmental and Health Commission was adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
