PUBLIC COMMENT

It was noted the school recycles approximately 40-50 lbs. of food scraps daily.
President Pino inquired about the specifics of the recycling program. Ms. Blue explained the process.
It was noted that volunteers are needed to assist with the organics recycling program as the program is growing.

Trustee Andrew inquired about the Vouchers and the amount of legal fees that the Village has accumulated over the past two months regarding “Scott Road”. Specifically, the annexation of the properties located at 21900 N. IL Rt. 59 and 22032 N. IL Rt. 59 in unincorporated Lake County. She questioned why the petitioners were not contributing toward the legal fees.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite provided an explanation for the legal fees invoiced and noted that it was advantageous for the Village to annex the properties.
Trustee Weiner noted that he could not recall whether the Board approved a motion for the filing of an annexation petition and/or participation in the lawsuit.

A.
Steve Schweinsberg - Prairieland Disposal & Recycling – Year-Round Food Scrap Program
Linda Aylward, 249 Kimberly Road, addressed the Board as the Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission Chair to discuss the commission’s recommendation for a mandatory Village-wide organic recycling program. The food organics recycling program would provide for an additional cost of $3.28/month/household or $4.18/month with limited yard waste (6 bags/week).
Marilyn Lawlor, 64 Coventry Lane, addressed the Board as a member of the E&H Commission. Ms. Lawlor highlighted the Village’s 2015 Comprehensive Plan noting that the organics recycling program would fulfill the goals within the plan with regard to impacting the environment and quality of life.
Steve and Mary Jo Schweinsberg, Owners of Prairieland Disposal Services, 21N988 Pepper Road, Lake Barrington, addressed the Board to discuss the food organics recycling program. Mr. Schweinsberg asked that the Board consider the recommendation of the E&H Commission to provide a year-round organics recycling program. A sample brochure for the program was submitted.
It was the consensus of the Board to postpone the discussion for a later date and provide educational mailers for residents.
