II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT 
Village Forester Susan Allman addressed the Board and complained about comments made by the Village President during the March 2017 Village Board meeting. Ms. Allman stated that the comments made by President Pino regarding the working relationship between her and the Cuba Roads Highway Department and her reluctance to remove trees were not accurate. 
Ms. Allman stated that she was appointed in November of 1999 and listed some of her accomplishments.
Ms. Allman additionally noted her concern regarding the proposed ordinance amendment regarding the Heritage Trees which was on the evening’s agenda under Section VI. G.  She explained that the proposed amendment exempts Silver Maple and Cottonwood trees from heritage tree status and protection and questioned why the two native species were proposed to be excluded. She noted that the Village Board has not discussed the topic and that the Environmental & Health Commission did not review the proposed amendment.

VILLAGE COMMISSION MEMBERS COMMENT
 
Patty Kalinowski, 497 Brookside Road, addressed the Board as the Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission Chair. She explained that the “Spring Green Up” held in Eton Park on April 22nd was a success and provided details of the event.  She noted that approximately 6,000 pounds of electronic recyclables was collected. 
Ms. Kalinowski stated that she felt that the exclusion of the Silver Maple and Cottonwood trees in the proposed amendment to the Heritage Tree Ordinance was without justification. She noted that the proposed amendment was not presented to the E&H Commission. Additionally, prior revisions to the Heritage Tree Ordinance provided in 2015 by the E&H Commission were not acted upon by the Village Board.

Ms. Kalinowski provided information on benefits of having Silver Maple and Cottonwood trees in a community and recommended that the Village Board table the matter until further review could be completed.

Ms. Kalinowski thanked the Board and E&H Commission for allowing her to serve on the E&H Commission since she was resigning from the commission and accepting her position as Village Trustee.

Gery Herrmann, 257 Kimberly Road, addressed the Board as the Plan Commission Chair and provided additional information on electric garden fences. 
Mr. Herrmann also explained stated that the Plan Commission is in the process of reviewing the Village’s commercial sign ordinance. He referenced the extension of the moratorium on all commercial signs on the evening’s agenda and noted that the date of June 30, 2017 was optimistic considering the complexity surrounding the issue.

Gery Herrmann addressed the Board as the Plan Commission Chair and noted that the Plan Commission could review the regulations of political signs since they are currently in the process of reviewing commercial signs.

F.
Consideration of Ordinance #_____, an Ordinance amending Title 12, Chapter 1, Sections 4 & 10 of the Village Code, Administrative Adjudication

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the current administrative adjudication ordinance provides for a maximum fine or penalty of $750/day. It was recommended that the maximum fine or penalty be increased to the amount of $40,000. Attorney Braithwaite explained that there have been instances, for example, where Trust and Agency (T&A) Account is not replenished after a developer starts the construction of a new home in which the funds have been exhausted by various inspections, etc. When the developer does not replenish the T&A account, the Administrative Adjudication process may to collect the past due amount by recording the judgment, thus placing a lien on the property.
Trustee Boland had questions about liens on a property in the event of a foreclosure vs. the sale of a home. The questions were addressed by Attorney Braithwaite.

President Pino stated that he wanted to add language to the proposed ordinance which excludes a $40,000 penalty for tree fines.
Trustee Boland noted that the Administrative Adjudication process does not always apply to the Heritage Tree Ordinance as the E&H Commission handles the appeal process for a decision made by the Village Forester.

Village Attorney Braithwaite stated that the matter also could go before the Administrative Adjudicator. However; noted that the matter would be resolved upon the approval of the proposed amendment to the Heritage Tree Ordinance which was on the evening’s agenda.
Trustee Smith had an inquiry about the inspection process and the advancement of funds in the T&A Account. Attorney Braithwaite answered accordingly.

Consideration of Ordinance #_____, an Ordinance Amending Title 5, Chapter 3, 
Article D of Village Code, Heritage Trees
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that the proposed ordinance excludes Cottonwood and Silver Maple trees from the Heritage Tree Ordinance and explained that he has no opinion on whether Cottonwood or Silver Maple trees be excluded from the proposed ordinance contrary to the views of the Village Forester.
President Pino provided an explanation for the proposed ordinance and explained that he has

been asking the Village Forester for an amendment to the Heritage Tree Ordinance at every staff

meeting for one year and indicated that the Village has received complaints from homeowners

who are being targeted for tree removal. 

Trustee Andrew stated that she has a variety of trees in her yard and was of the opinion that the

Village should not exclude certain trees from the proposed ordinance as there needs to be a

diversity of trees in the community.

Trustee Andrew asked the Village Forester how many Heritage tree permit applications she’s

received for the removal of Cottonwood and Silver Maple trees. 

Ms. Allman explained that since 2010, she issued four tree removal permits for Cottonwoods and three permits for Silver Maple trees. 

President Pino was of the opinion that certain trees should be excluded from the Heritage Tree

Ordinance and noted that other communities have ordinances that do not permit certain trees 

in the community.
President Pino stated that other communities use certified arborists and was of the opinion that a certified arborist should look at the tree prior to the adjudication process if there was a dispute. He asked Ms. Allman if she was a certified arborist.
Ms. Allman stated that she was not a certified arborist. However; she noted that the Heritage Tree Ordinance provides that the Village Forester may use a certified arborist to provide a report. 

President Pino asked if Ms. Allman has used a certified arborist.

Ms. Allman stated that she has used a certified arborist for examining heritage trees. 
Trustee Andrew suggested that the matter be sent back to the E&H Commission for review.

President Pino inquired about the number of members on the E&H Commission.

Linda Aylward addressed the Board as the Vice Chair of the E&H Commission and stated that there are 5 currently members on the commission.
Patty Kalinowski, addressed the Board, as the Chairman of the E& H Commission and explained that the prior revisions to the Heritage Tree Ordinance provided in 2015 by the E&H Commission were not acted upon by the Village Board.

Trustee Sauer suggested that the language in Section 6 of the proposed amendment be reviewed to address the issue of fines. Specifically, for stumps removed prior to the inspection by the Village Forester as the remaining stump would not be available to determine its diameter.

President Pino requested that the E&H submit revisions to the Board in 30-60 days. He additionally noted that the E&H make recommendations specifically on Sections 6 and 7 of the proposed ordinance.
VII.
ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino
A.
Grassmere Farms - Haverton on the Pond; Scope of Work and Cost Proposals for Emergency Drainage Work

President Pino explained that there was further flooding on IL Route 59. It was noted that there has been an ongoing drainage issue regarding two under road culverts that are obstructed. The Village has been in in contact with the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT).

Village Engineer Al Stefan addressed the Board and explained that the drainage issue has been ongoing since 2014. The Village has been working with IDOT to resolve the issue. Regarding the recent flooding on IL Route 59, State Representative Nick Sauer, contacted an IDOT liaison to assist with the problem and within 24 hours the Village had a meeting with IDOT and Lake County Stormwater Management.
Village Engineer Stefan explained that IDOT made a commitment to expose and clean out the the culvert ends. Additionally, the IDOT Hydraulics Department has funds to (potentially) start designing a new culvert.

Village Engineer Stefan explained that there are two issues which include: 1) a surface drainage issue regarding the flooding on IL Route 59 and 2) a drain tile issue located in the Haverton on the Pond wetlands which ends halfway through Grassmere Farms. A drain tile survey was performed which revealed a collapsed drain tile. An Army Corps of Engineers permit was obtained however; it restricted work in the wetlands during the winter months. The Village is currently looking at using Integrated Lakes Management (ILM) to dig a trench and restore the historical drainage by the end of summer.

Village Administrator Nelander stated that funding the project is an issue and explained that the Special Service Area (SSA) for Grassmere Farms and Haverton on the Pond may need to be reactivated as they are currently dormant.
It was noted that ILM submitted an estimate in the amount $70,000.

Village Attorney Braithwaite indicated that he is in the process of analyzing the SSA documents to see if the SSA’s can be reactivated or whether a new SSA document would need to be established.

There was discussion among the Board and Village Administrator Nelander about funding the project. It was noted that the Village could use the remaining monies in the SSA(s) of approximately $40,000 to start the project. However; the Village would need to advance funds of approximately $30,000. It was noted that there is approximately $10,000 in contingency funds. 
Village Attorney Braithwaite suggested that a motion be made authorizing a contract with ILM and that the competitive bidding process be waived.
Motion: Trustee Boland moved that the Board approve a contract with ILM not

to exceed the amount of $75,000 for emergency drainage work for Grassmere Farms and

Haverton on the Pond sudivisions; that the competitive bidding process be waived and that

Trustee Sauer to be authorized to sign the contract with ILM; seconded by Trustee Weiner.

Clover Hill Traffic Count
Village Engineer Al Stefan addressed the Board to discuss solutions regarding the Clover Hill Lane traffic problem. A history of past efforts to remedy the problem was presented.
Village Engineer Stefan explained the immediate options and costs that included:
A. Making Clover Hill Lane a one-way street - $3,000 
B. Closing Clover Hill Lane - $6,000

C. Installing Speed Bumps - $17,000

D. Installing Speed Humps/Tables

1) Permanent Humps/Tables (5) sets - $24, 500
2) Rubber/Temporary Humps/Tables - $27,500

Village Engineer Stefan shared the advantages and disadvantages for each option.

There was discussion among the Board about the options provided. President Pino suggested that the residents consider Option “A”. However; the residents of Clover Hill Lane in the audience expressed opposition to Option “A”.

Trustee Smith was of the opinion that the best solution for Clover Hill Lane was to install speed humps.
Village Engineer Stefan noted that he would recommend installing speed tables as opposed to speed humps should the Village choose the option of installing speed humps/tables. 
There was discussion among the Board about disadvantages involved with speed humps including emergency vehicle and snow plow issues.

Trustee Smith explained that the risks associated with the installation of speed humps were discussed among the residents of Clover Hill Lane. However; he noted that the residents agreed that they want the installation of speed humps/tables.

Village Engineer Stefan noted that Cuba Roads Highway Department recommended that the speed humps/tables be removed during the winter months.

Trustee Boland agreed that speed humps/tables can create problems with snow plows.

Village Engineer Stefan explained the difference between speed humps and speed tables. 

It was noted for the record that Village Engineer Stefan recommended Option “A” for the Village.

President Pino asked the Village Administrator how the Village would fund the project.

Village Administrator Nelander explained that the project had not been budgeted and that funds may have to be taken out of the paving program.

Trustee Sauer noted her concern that the 2017 Village Road Program had already been reviewed by IDOT and the bidding process had begun.
President Pino stated that the Village would figure it out and find the necessary funds to pay for a solution.
