Public Comment

There was no public comment.
4.         Prairieland report-Electronics recycling at the Earth Day event and January-May waste collection report
Chairman Aylward tabled the matter until the next meeting due to the absence of a report from 
Prairieland Disposal. 

5.
Update- Requested social media report for the Village Board
Chairman Aylward stated that at the last Village Board meeting the E&H proposed the idea of creating a social media site for the Village. She indicated that the Village Board would put the topic on the agenda for discussion at the June 27, 2018 Village Board meeting. Chairman Aylward stated that a packet will be provided to the Village Board with information regarding Naperville’s social media policy, Lake County’s website disclaimer, and Hootsuite, a social media management platform.
Ms. Sellers stated that she researched information regarding social media policies and possible social media management platforms to utilize. She indicated that she intends on getting more information regarding the use of Hootsuite. Ms. Sellers stated that she researched a web development company, CivicPlus, which develops and maintains websites for governments and municipalities. She mentioned that CivicPlus is also used by Lake County. Ms. Sellers indicated that she would contact CivicPlus, and inquire about costs for their services. There was discussion regarding concerns with the lack of staff to manage the social media site once established. Chairman Aylward suggested that one or two members meet with Kathy Nelander, Village Administrator, to discuss social media before the Village Board meeting in June. It was noted that Chairman Aylward would contact Ms. Nelander to schedule an appointment.  
6.
Vice Chair Marilyn Lawlor-Update- Award of partial grant to North Barrington School for recycling station


Vice Chair Lawlor stated that she spoke to the Principal of North Barrington School regarding 
presenting a check on behalf of the E&H to go towards the proposed recycling station. She indicated 
that the principal would like to plan a presentation of the check sometime in the fall during school 
lunch hours. Vice Chair Lawlor explained that the original fabricator of the recycling station went out 
of business, and the school is seeking a new fabricator. She stated that the cost to fabricate the 
recycling station has also increased. Chairman Aylward suggested asking Prairieland Disposal for 
names of possible fabricators. She also suggested asking Prairieland if they would be willing to help 
subsidize the cost for the waste station. Vice Chair Lawlor and Chairman Aylward volunteered to

contact Prairieland.  
7.
Review of our meeting schedule for July and August

Chairman Aylward noted that the July E&H meeting would be canceled due to members being out of town for the holiday. She stated that the E&H could except to have a meeting in August as scheduled.

Parks and Recreation summer/fall event schedule and our participation

Chairman Aylward mentioned that the summer concerts hosted by the Parks and Recreation Commission are June 9th, July 14th, and August 11th from 6:00 8:00 p.m. at Eton Park. She stated that the Fall Fest is October 13th from 12:00-3:00 p.m. There was some discussion regarding the E&H’s participation/set up informational materials regarding recycling at the summer concerts and Fall Fest. It was a general consensus of the E&H to attend as a commission only at the Fall Fest.

Ms. Sellers volunteered to create a model social media site to present to the Village Board at the June meeting. Members were in favor.
