4.         Public Hearing to consider a proposed amendment of Section 10-6-9B of the zoning   

ordinance of the Village to add a new subsection 5 at the end of Section 10-6-9B as follows:

A. No residential lot which has been created pursuant to a plat of subdivision shall be divided or subdivided, and no part less than the whole therof may be conveyed except to the owner of contiguous property.

Attorney Braithwaite explained that the Village previously had a 20 year annexation agreement when the Wynstone Subdivision was created. He stated that the annexation agreement contained a provision that stated that no lot can be re-subdivided for another home site. He indicated that when the Special Use Zoning Ordinance for the Wynstone subdivision was created the provision was left out possibly in error. He stated that after the annexation agreement expired the regulation no longer existed. He noted that Mr. Rafferty made the discovery when researching an inquiry from an appraiser in regards to a lot in the Wynstone Subdivision. Attorney Braithwaite indicated that the proposed amendment of Section 10-6-9B of the Zoning Ordinance will fall under the Wynstone category.
Members inquired about what the existing language in the Zoning Ordinance pertaining to Section 10-6-9B states. Mr. Schnure expressed concern with approving new language without reviewing the current Zoning regulations in Section 10-6-9B. Mr. Rafferty indicated that the new language would be added to Section 10-6-9, which pertains to the Premier Golf Course District in the Village. He noted that the Wynstone Subdivision falls under the Premier Golf Course District.

Chairman Herrmann declared the motion approved and that it be sent to the Village Board for approval. 

5.
Approval of the Fire station sign
Chairman Herrmann mentioned that the Village Board lifted the moratorium on the sign ordinance in order to accommodate the Lake Zurich Fire District replacement sign at the last Village Board meeting. He noted that the Village Board allowed the PC Chairman the Building and Zoning Officer, Kelly Rafferty, to approve the Lake Zurich Fire District sign. He stated that the new sign is approximately the same size with some changes in color. 
Chairman Herrmann indicated that in addition to himself and Mr. Rafferty he would like the PC to have the opportunity to approve the fire district sign.

Chairman Herrmann declared the motion approved. 

6.
Discuss use of undeveloped Village owned road easement property
Chairman Herrmann was of the opinion that the Village should consider turning over undeveloped Village owned road easement property to adjacent property owners or attached them to the Village park system. 
He stated that the property owner at 483 East Oxford has requested that the Village vacate and convey certain portions of unimproved road rights of way “ROW” adjacent to his two properties, 483 E. Oxford Rd. and 0 Honey Lane, in order make his property contiguous. Mr. Rafferty noted that the Village Board discussed the matter and is awaiting a formal petition from the property owner.
Vice Chair Menges commented that some property owners may not wish to purchase the unimproved ROW due to higher taxes involving owning more land. 
There was some discussion regarding the rights of the property owner after purchasing an undeveloped road ROW. Chairman Herrmann explained that the property owner cannot make a non-conforming lot conforming by purchasing an undeveloped road ROW. 

It was noted that the PC would postpone discussions on the matter for a future meeting.
7.
Continue revisions of the sign ordinance
Chairman Herrmann stated that together with the Zoning Board of Appeals Chairman, John Cifonelli, they researched additional sign ordinances. He indicated that after research the sign ordinance that seemed to best suit the Village’s character was the Long Grove sign ordinance. 
Vice Chair Menges mentioned that the measurements that were provided for the Wynstone commercial area buildings at the last meeting included basements. 
Chairman Herrmann requested that the PC review the ordinance and share their thoughts.

The PC began reviewing the Long Grove sign ordinance. It was noted that sections A, B, and C would remain as written, and section D5 and D6 would be taken out. 
There was discussion regarding signs that should not require a permit. Members agreed to allow two for sale real estate signs and six open house signs without a permit. The PC determined the size should not exceed six square feet in size, and should not be illuminated. Members agreed that open house signs should be removed within twenty four hours of the open house.  

Mr. Schnure suggesting taking out the word decorations in Section E5. Members agreed. 
It was noted that the language in Section E6 regarding political signs would be taken out and the language suggested at the previous meeting would be inserted. 
There was discussion regarding conservancy signs and the allowable size. The PC decided that the signs should be no larger than 14x18 inches.
Chairman Herrmann inquired about the PC’s suggestions regarding temporary signs. The PC suggested that a temporary sign be removed within ninety six hours and no larger than six square feet.
Section F of the ordinance was reviewed, and it was noted that the mount of the permit fee would be discussed with the Mr. Rafferty and Attorney Braithwaite at a later date. Members agreed that the language would be modified to indicate that the large real estate signs would be permitted on lots of at least two acres in size. 
Chairman Herrmann indicated that a new section should be added to address commercial real estate signs. After discussion the PC determined that one sign of no more than twenty four square feet would be allowed per development. 
The PC reviewed the language regarding construction signs and made some suggested changes.

Chairman Herrmann explained the current language in the Long Grove Ordinance regarding the Business District Signage. Members agreed that the maximum total area signage in footnote two should be sixty four square feet and forty square feet in footnote one. 
The PC discussed changing some language regarding Development Identification Signs. Members agreed to change the heading to state Business Development Signs. The PC modified the language in the section, which would state that signs are only permitted for developments adjacent to four lanes or more provided that the development has two or more businesses and uses and is located on a lot of a minimum of five acres in size. It was noted that the new language would state that only two signs are allowed per roadway easement or street/right of way frontage, and can be no greater than 10 feet in height.
Temporary banners were addressed, and the PC suggested the banners be permitted for up to one week with a maximum size of eighteen square feet. 

Members agreed that the Prohibited Signs section would remain unchanged.

Chairman Herrmann stated that Ms. Torres would create a draft of the Village sign ordinance as discussed, and refer to Attorney Braithwaite, Mr., Rafferty, or the PC Chairman for possible assistance. 
Mr. Schnure suggested inserting language addressing enforcement of the ordinance. Chairman Herrmann recommended inserting the language in the current Village sign ordinance. Ms. Menges suggested discussing the amount of fines that should be assessed for noncompliance. 

Chairman Herrmann mentioned that existing non-conforming signs should be addressed. Chairman Herrmann suggested applying the language for non-conforming signs that was discussed at the previous meeting.

Old Business/New Business

Chairman Herrmann mentioned that Maria Peterson, a resident in the Village, is considering volunteering on the PC. He indicated that he has invited her to attend the next PC meeting. He noted that Martin Pais, who previously served on the Board will be appointed at the August 23, 2017 Board meeting.
