Resolution to Support Enforcement of Wisconsin Environmental Regulations related to the Foxconn/Upstream Development
Chairman Linda Aylward informed the E&H that the Village Board approved the resolution to support enforcement of Wisconsin environmental regulations related to the Foxconn upstream development.

The request to redirect dedicated funds from the recycling station to a new project
Chairman Aylward mentioned that North Barrington School has requested that the funds originally

allocated for a recycling waste station be redirected towards a raised garden bed. She indicated that the school district will now be funding the recycling station. She asked if members would agree to redirect the funds to go toward a raised garden bed.

Motion: Kourtney Sellers moved to approve reallocating the $600.00 contribution for a recycling station to a raised garden bed; seconded by Vance Antoniou

Chairman Aylward declared the motion approved.

Eton Park update
Chairman Aylward stated that maintenance has been going on for Eton Park north and south. She 

stated that Samantha Dedina, Encap, emailed her a brief summary of their progress. Chairman 
Aylward indicated that Ms. Dedina explained that more attention is being paid to Eton Park south, as it 
is not as established as Eton Park north. She stated that the management primarily focuses on reed 
canary grass and woody resprouts, which are prevalent in Eton Park south. Ms. Dedina stated that once 
the annual monitoring report is completed, she would present the year’s findings and progress. 
Chairman Aylward noted that another management visit for Eton Park is planned for a later date.

Flint Creek Restoration update
Chairman Aylward stated that Ms. Dedina informed her that Flint Creek is a long term management program, which continues to perform as designed and exhibits excellent coverage by native species. Ms. Dedina advised her to contact Mark DeDina, who is the project manager for the Flint Creek management project, for more information. 

Chairman Aylward noted that she contacted Mr. Dedina, and he stated that he is pleased with the progress of Flint Creek, and is happy to work with the Village Forester in regards to assistance with placement of trees or recommended species to plant for the Flint Creek Project. Mr. Dedina indicated that the last site visit was completed on September 27, 2018. He stated that the current Flint Creek Management Plan is for the years 2018 and 2019. He provided a list of some of species that were treated, which were reed canary grass, thistle, woody resprouts, catalpas, ash, elm, boxelder, sandbar willows, purple loosestrife, ragweed, velvet leaf, foxtail, moneywort, motherwort, common reed, and canada goldenrod. Ms. Allman mentioned that she has also been seeing areas with phragmites, a highly invasive plant species. 

Chairman Aylward informed the E&H that Ms. Allman was directed by the Village Board to plant trees for the Flint Creek Project. She stated that in the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency section of the last 319 Grant that was awarded for the Flint Creek Project, there was $10,000 that was suggested to be used for the planting of trees.

Social media update
Ms. Sellers stated that she is anticipating having a meeting with Ms. Nelander, the Village’s information technology “IT “technician, and the website developer to create a portal for social media on the Village website. She suggested beginning with posting an email newsletter and information regarding the recycling guidelines on the social media site.

Plans to participate in the Fall Fest and Winter Fest
Chairman Aylward asked E&H members if they were available to attend the Fall Fest on Saturday

October 13th. Ms. Lawlor and Ms. Sellers said they would attend. Mr. Antoniou stated that he may not 

be able to attend due to a previous engagement.

Recycling Guidelines issued by Prairieland Disposal
There was discussion regarding the recycling guidelines flyer created by Prairieland Disposal. 

Members suggested adding information on the flyer regarding the availability of a food scrap recycling 

program. Chairman Aylward volunteered to discuss the suggestions with Prairieland Disposal.

Update regarding the Village of Lake Zurich 319 Grant for Flint Creek Restoration, August 2019 application by Manhard Consulting
Chairman Aylward stated that Brian Valleskey, Manhard Consulting, was expected to contact her 

with further information regarding the 319 Grant application. She noted that he sent her a map 

depicting the area of the planned restoration. She indicated that she would follow up with him for 

additional information.
