Approval of Minutes from the November 16, 2017 Parks and Recreation Commission meeting

The Minutes of the November 16, 2017 Parks and Recreation Commission (“PRC”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

Motion: Vice Chair Lisa Milczarek moved to approve the Minutes of the November 16, 2017 PRC meeting; seconded by Chairman Kim Ritschel
Discussion:  There was no discussion.

Vote on Motion:  The voice vote was unanimous in favor. 

Chairman Ritschel declared the Minutes of the November 16, 2017 PRC meeting approved and put on file.

Public Comment

There was no public comment.
4.         Discuss ENCAP proposal for the continuation of the Flint Creek management/monitoring   

work
Chairman Ritschel noted that the Environmental and Health Commission, “E&H”, will be handling the Flint Creek management proposal from ENCAP, and that the PRC did not need to discuss the matter further.

Improvements to the Eton Park playground and the Leonard Park path
Chairman Ritschel indicated that the Leonard Park trail appears to be in good condition, and should not require much maintenance this year. 
Chairman Ritschel presented a brochure with options for playground equipment to add to Eton Park. She suggested possibly purchasing a couple of climbing trees. She stated that the park impact fees are still available for use, and a portion of the funds are set to expire. It was noted that the PRC would continue exploring options for new playground equipment. 
Chairman Ritschel mentioned that she would contact Gerry Aylward, and inquire about having the jazz band play at the summer concert in July. She suggested contracting a food truck vendor for the summer concerts. Ms. Milczarek suggested contracting food vendors for all three summer concerts in order to determine the turnout. Chairman Ritschel indicated that she would investigate possible vendors.
Chairman Ritschel suggested exploring options for an additional running path in the Village. It was noted that the PRC would explore possible locations for a path.

Old Business/New Business

Ms. Milczarek mentioned that Max Bromet will no longer be carrying out his proposed Eagle Scout project involving Lafferty Park. She stated that he has until his 18th birthday in February to complete the project, therefore he will not have ample time. She indicated that his younger brother Zack Bromet is a Boy Scout, and has expressed interest in possibly taking on the project. 

Ms. Torres mentioned that the E&H Chair Linda Aylward stated that she would be contacting the PRC to invite the commission to participate in the Spring Event. Ms. Torres stated that the E&H was considering hosting the event at the North Barrington Elementary School. Chairman Ritschel noted that the Spring Event signs purchased last year indicate that the event is held at Eton Park. 
Members discussed the limited parking at Eton Park and possibly looking into different solutions in the future.
