Approval of Minutes from the October 3, 2017 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

Public Comment

There was no public comment. 
4.
Steve Schweinsberg, Prairieland Disposal- Present proposal for food organics recycling program

Mr. Schweinsberg approached the E&H and stated that Prairieland Disposal is proposing a new 

organics recycling program for the Village. He noted that currently organics recycling is offered at a cost with subscription only. Mr. Schweinsberg provided the E&H with a sample of the brochure that will be mailed to residents should the Village approve the new proposal. He noted that there is a section in the brochure for residents to select the container preference for the organics recycling. Mr. Schweinsberg gave a brief summary of the benefits of organics recycling.

· Savings in yard waste using organics toter

· Composting year round-including pumpkins, mums, old soil, dead florals, Christmas trees, garlands, kitty litter, and pet waste.

He explained that by recycling organics residents will help divert waste from landfills, which benefits the environment, and can ultimately contribute to lowering waste hauling costs. Ms. Schweinsberg mentioned that Prairieland Disposal can also offer residents a container with a lid and locking component for organics. 
Mr. Schweinsberg provided a comparison for waste hauling and recycling services of neighboring villages to the E&H. There was discussion regarding the various services offered.. 
Mr. Schweinsberg indicated that the proposal would provide all Village residents with organics recycling at the cost of $3.28 per month per household or $4.18 per month per household for organics recycling with limited yard waste (6 bags per week).

Chairman Aylward stated that she and Mr. Schweinsberg met with the Manager of Wynstone, Laura Ramirez, to discuss the proposal for organics recycling. Chairman Aylward indicated that Ms. Ramirez provided a list of reasons why Wynstone residents may not be inclined to participate in the new organics recycling program. She stated that a few reasons were that some residents are gone during the winter months, have a landscape service, or have cooks who prepare meals. She indicated that another reason is that there may be a concern with storing the organics container in the garage, which may cause odors. Mr. Schweinsberg commented that the waste in the compost bin would be the same as putting the organics in the regular waste toter. He felt that further educating residents about the benefits of the program may help contribute to a higher percentage of residents utilizing the program. Mr. Schweinsberg indicated that he would invite Walter Willis, Executive Director, of the Solid Waste Agency of Lake County to attend the Board meeting as a supporter of the organics recycling program being proposed. 
Mr. Schweinsberg noted that the organics are recycled locally at Midwest Organics Recycling and are converted into compost. He indicated that the Wynstone Subdivision purchases compost from Midwest Organics Recycling for their flower beds. 
Mr. Schweinsberg stated that he would provide the E&H with an estimated cost for future waste hauling services should waste hauling tonnage lower by 20 percent due to the new organics program.
Ms. Lawlor stated that she drafted a presentation that she’d like to share with the Village Board regarding the organics recycling proposal. She recited her presentation to the E&H. Mr. Schweinsberg mentioned that some of the area schools have been participating in the organics recycling program provided by Prairieland Disposal.
Motion: Laurie Cameron moved to recommend to the Village Board for approval the proposal by Prairieland Disposal to provide organics recycling for all Village residents at the additional cost of $3.28 per month per household or $4.18 per month per household with limited yard waste (6 bags per week); seconded by Marilyn Lawlor.

Chairman Aylward stated that she would suggest to the Parks and Recreation Commission that a Christmas light recycling container be dropped off by Prairieland Disposal for the event.

There was discussion regarding the date of the spring event. Ms. Allman and members of the E&H decided to host the event April 21st from 12:00-3:00 p.m. There was discussion regarding whether the venue of the event would be at the North Barrington School or Eton Park. Ms. Lawlor volunteered to contact the Principal at North Barrington School, and ask if the E&H would be allowed to host the event at the School. Ms. Allman indicated that there may be a fee involved in order to hold the event inside the school. Chairman Aylward was of the opinion that the school venue may possibly encourage more residents of North Barrington to attend the event. There was discussion regarding various ideas for the spring event. It was noted that the E&H would continue to discuss preparations for the event at future meetings.

Ms. Cameron suggested that Ms. Lawlor be nominated for Vice Chairman of the E&H. Chairman Aylward was in favor of nominating Ms. Lawlor. It was a general consensus of the E&H that Ms. Lawlor be nominated as Vice Chair.

Ms. Allman mentioned that she planted twelve trees in the Village right of way on Stone Marsh Lane.
