Approval of Minutes from the July 6, 2017 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

Chairman Aylward declared the Minutes of the July 6, 2017 E&H meeting approved and put on file.

Public Comment

There was no public comment.
4.         Discuss Prairieland Disposal proposed future Waste Hauling Contract
Chairman Aylward welcomed Steve and Mary Schweinsberg, Prairieland Disposal. She indicated that at the last meeting Mr. Schweinsberg presented a proposal to the E&H for curbside food organics recycling. Chairman Aylward stated that the proposal provided two options for food organics recycling. She indicated that the first option would provide mandatory food organics collection for the entire Village at the rate of $3.28 per month, and the second option would cost $4.18 per month for food organics collection with limited yard waste collection. It was noted that both options would be in addition to the regular waste collection rate. Chairman Aylward stated that at the last meeting Mr. Schweinsberg agreed to return to the next meeting with information regarding food organics recycling in other areas of Northwest Illinois. 
Mr. Schweinsberg presented the E&H with various waste collection rates from neighboring Villages. 

Village of Highwood

· $40.00 per month for waste collection plus $3.90 per month for food organics collection from (April 1st - Dec 15th)
Village of Barrington

· $32.64 per month for waste collection and food organics recycling (April-December)

Village of Highland Park

· $225.25 from April 1st – December 15th for unlimited waste collection and organics recycling

Mr. Antoniou was of the opinion that food organics should not be mandatory for the entire Village. He stated that he did not believe many residents in the Wynstone Subdivision would participate. There was discussion regarding the pros and cons of a mandatory food organics recycling fee for all Village residents. Mr. Schweinsberg was of the opinion that lack of knowledge effects the success of food organics recycling. 
Ms. Lawlor stated that she felt that the fee was nominal in comparison to neighboring villages. She was of the belief that the environmental benefit of organics recycling would outweigh the cost for collection. She was of the opinion that although there may be resistance to the change residents may choose to utilize the service considering that the service charge will be added for all residents.  

Ms. Schweinsberg mentioned that Sunnyhill Elementary, North Barrington Elementary, Countryside Elementary, and Roslyn Elementary have contracted with Prairieland Disposal for food organics recycling. Mr. Schweinsberg indicated that residents who utilize the landscape waste could save by utilizing the food organics recycling program for their landscape waste. Members discussed the existing recycling program and fees. 

Chairman Aylward suggested possibly inviting the Wynstone Property Manager, Laura Ramirez, to a future meeting for her input. Some members felt that the E&H should proceed with recommending the proposal to the Board for a food organics recycling option to be added to the existing contract at a cost for all Village residents. 

Mr. Schweinsberg explained that the ultimate goal is to reduce waste tonnages that go into landfills in order to keep waste hauling rates from increasing. 
Motion: Marilyn Lawlor moved to recommend to the Village Board for approval, the Prairieland Disposal proposal to include organics recycling for all Village residents at the additional cost of $3.28 per month per household as presented in option one or $4.18 per month per household as presented in option two; seconded by Laurie Cameron.

Discussion:  There was some discussion.

Discuss E&H participation for Fall Fest
Ms. Torres advised the E&H that the Fall Fest postcard had been mailed. She noted that there was a blub printed on the postcard informing residents of the E&H table, and information that would be available. She stated that there was also a blurb encouraging residents to bring can goods for donation. 
Ms. Andrew suggested having examples of items that are recyclable.
Ms. Lawlor volunteered to make a poster with samples of recyclable items. Members discussed ideas for various visuals to present at the Fall Fest. Mr. Antoniou and Ms. Cameron noted that they will be out of town for the Fall Fest.

Old Business/New Business

Chairman Aylward mentioned that there will be a private well water testing event organized by the Barrington Area Council of Governments, “BACOG”, and the Lake County Health Department. She noted that well water test kits are available for pick-up at village and township offices of BACOG area residents from October 2nd-6th. It was noted that the event will take place at the Garlands of Barrington, and water test kit drop off will be accepted from 11:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. She stated that there will be two presentations regarding home water quality and well maintenance. She indicated that for an additional cost there will be a kit available at the event to test for lead in your water.
