PUBLIC COMMENT
Gery Herrmann addressed the Board to inquire about a previous inquiry before the Board 

regarding five trees that were removed on his property by the Village during the Flint Creek

Restoration Project. Mr. Herrmann stated that he did not hear a response from the Village and

subsequently contacted the Village Administrator. Mr. Herrmann indicated that he did not
possess documentation reflecting that the Village would replace the trees and requested that the

trees be replaced or that he be reimbursed.

President Pino asked that Mr. Herrmann provide further information. Mr. Herrmann
acknowledged the request. 
Linda Starkey addressed the Board to announce her candidacy to serve as a member of the Lake

County Board District 17. She noted that she is a candidate for the Republican party for the 

General Primary Election to be held March 20, 2018.

Ms. Starkey explained that she is currently serving her second term as Trustee for the Village of

Wauconda. She also noted that she served the Village of North Barrington as Trustee and

Village President.

VILLAGE COMMISSION MEMBERS COMMENT
Gery Herrmann addressed the Board as the Plan Commission Chairman and provided an update on the activities of the Plan Commission.  Mr. Herrmann noted that he met with the Village Engineer and Village Administrator to discuss developing general guidelines or a policy for the Village to manage traffic calming issues. It was noted that the majority of the Plan Commission did not wish to develop a policy. However; Plan Commission Member Martin Pais volunteered to work on developing a policy for general guidelines.
Chairman Herrmann noted that he would discuss the sale of Village owned property during Section VI. B of the evening’s meeting.
There was brief discussion among the Board and Chairman Herrmann about the development of a Village policy for traffic calming issues.

Approve Resolution # 2844, a Resolution Appointing John Schnure as Village Treasurer
Trustee Kalinowski noted that Mr. Schnure, if appointed as Village Treasurer, could not continue to serve as a member of the Plan Commission according to 1-7-5(C) of the Village Code.

Attorney Stewart noted that there are two options. 1.) The Village Code could be amended to address the prohibition or 2.) Mr. Schnure’s role on the Plan Commission would automatically be resigned if he was appointed as Village Treasurer. 

Trustee Kalinowski asked if the appointment could be postponed.
President Pino responded that the matter could not be postponed as the Finance Committee must meet to determine the 2018-2019 fiscal year budget.

Village Administrator Nelander explained that Mr. Schure’s term of office, if appointed as Village Treasurer, ends June of 2018 as he would be filling the unexpired term of the previous Village Treasurer.
John Schnure addressed the Board and stated that he would resign from the Plan Commission if appointed as Village Treasurer. 
Trustee Sauer stated that she would like to see the Village Treasurer’s position filled by an independent source in order to provide an objective assessment. 

Trustee Smith concurred and suggested that the Village consider looking for an independent source during the next 3-4 months to oversee the Village’s finances. Although, he noted that the Village needs a current Village Treasurer for budgetary purposes.

 ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino

Grassmere Farms/Haverton on the Pond Drainage Remediation Update – Village Engineer Al Stefan
Village Engineer Al Stefan addressed the Board and provided an update on the drainage remediation efforts in Grassmere Farms/Haverton on the Pond, including drainage and flooding issues on IL Route 59. 
Village Engineer Stefan highlighted that a swale was cut along Lot 16 in Grassmere which is functioning. There is positive movement and the swale is filling with water. He further explained that the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) needs to repair the under road cross culverts on IL Route 59. However; elevation/drainage levels are high and need to drop in order for IDOT to gain access to the under road cross culverts on IL Route 59. Old drain tiles are also contributing to the problem. Village Engineer Stefan explained that efforts continue to resolve the issues. A meeting is scheduled with the Village, IDOT, Lake County Department of Transportation (LCDOT) and Lake County Stormwater Management (LCSMC) on 3/16/18.

There were further inquiries from the Board addressed by Village Engineer Stefan.

Village Engineer Stefan stated that the Village Administrator is drafting a letter to go to the residents in Grassmere Farms/Haverton on the Pond to update them on the improvements.

B.
Discussion – Moratorium on the sale of Village Owned Property
President Pino explained that the Village is considering placing a moratorium on the sale of Village owned property in order to create a policy for residents interested in acquiring Village owned parcels. He suggested that the matter go to the Plan Commission.

Gery Herrmann addressed the Board as the Plan Commission Chair and distributed a map outlining undeveloped road rights of way within the Village. He stated that the Plan Commission discussed the issue and was waiting to hear on a recent petition from a resident located at 483 E. Oxford Road who requested to vacate and convey certain portions of unimproved road rights of way adjacent to his property in order to make his lot contiguous. Chairman Herrmann also noted that he would like to create a system to make residents aware of Village owned properties.
Village Attorney Stewart clarified that the Plan Commission was asked to create a policy for residents to acquire Village owned property.

Chairman Herrmann noted that he owns three lots that are adjacent to Village owned properties and that he may have a conflict of interest. 
It was the general consensus of the Board to place a sixty-day moratorium on the sale of Village owned property.

President Pino provided a brief update on the activities of the Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG). He specifically stated that he would provide the Board with BACOG’s legislative platform.

Grandview Drive in North Barrington. The Village’s garbage hauler, Prairieland, would be in attendance and collecting electronics and shoes for recycling among other services. 
Trustee Kalinowski inquired about a potential tree planting at the school for Arbor Day. Chair Aylward noted that she would need to consult with the Village Forester.

Eleanor McDonnell addressed the Board during this time to announce her candidacy to serve as a

member of the Lake County Board District 17. She noted that she is a candidate for the

Republican party for the General Primary Election to be held March 20, 2018.

Ms. McDonnell provided her qualifications and history within the Village as a member of the Plan Commission.

Trustee Sauer reported that she would be attending a meeting with Village Engineer Stefan, Village Administrator Nelander, IDOT, LCDOT and LCSMC on 3/16/18 to discuss the drainage/flooding issues on IL Route 59.
Trustee Sauer reported that she would be attending a meeting with IDOT on 3/20/18 at the Schaumburg facility to discuss traffic signaling between IL Route 176 and IL Route 22. She plans to discuss extending the left-hand traffic signal (northbound) at the intersection of Miller Road and IL Route 12.
