Call to Order, Roll Call

Approval of Minutes from the January 10, 2017 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

The Minutes of the January 10, 2017 Environmental and Health (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

Motion: Laurie Cameron moved to approve the Minutes of the January 10, 2017 E&H meeting; seconded by Rob Haas.
Discussion:  There was no discussion.

Vote on Motion:  The voice vote was unanimous in favor. 

Chairman Kalinowski declared the Minutes of the January 10, 2017 E&H meeting approved and put on file.

Public Comment

There was no public comment.

4.         Planning for the spring event and Arbor Day
Chairman Kalinowski noted that at the last meeting the E&H discussed collecting plastic water bottles for the spring event. Ms. Cameron and Ms. Lawlor indicated that they have already begun to collect bottles. Chairman Kalinowski stated that she expects approximately 100 children to attend the event. 

Chairman Kalinowski stated that Susan Allman, Village Forester, contacted her and indicated that she has scheduled the scouts for the event, and expects there to be approximately 50 scouts in attendance.
Ms. Lawlor stated that she spoke to the principal at the North Barrington School in regards to possibly organizing an activity in conjunction with the E&H. She indicated that the principal mentioned that there is a mom who heads the environmental actions at the school. Ms. Lawlor stated that the principal would forward her request to the mom. Ms. Lawlor noted that she would follow up with the principal. 
Ms. Lawlor suggested considering using pine cones or bagels dipped in peanut butter and bird seed as another option for the bird feeder craft. She indicated that it is an inexpensive option. Some members expressed concern with the possible danger of birds consuming bread. 
Chairman Kalinowski asked Ms. Aylward if she was able to get in contact with Prairieland Disposal and the Solid Waste Agency of Lake County in regards to the E&H spring event. Ms. Aylward indicated that she emailed the representatives, but has not heard back. She noted that she will follow up with them.

Chairman Kalinowski stated that Ms. Allman volunteered to create a postcard, which will have information regarding Arbor Day and the E&H spring event. Ms. Cameron volunteered to work together with Ms. Allman on the postcard. Ms. Cameron stated that she would also contact the Parks and Recreation Chair to get input for the postcard. Ms. Cameron inquired about when the postcard is expected to be mailed. Chairman Kalinowski indicated that Ms. Allman would determine when the postcard would be mailed. There was discussion regarding possibly sending a second postcard in April, which would be closer to the date of the event. 

Chairman Kalinowski stated that Ms. Allman has not yet determined the location or type of tree that will be planted for Arbor Day. She indicated that Ms. Allman purchased pre bagged Oak saplings for the event. It was noted that the event would be from 12:00-3:00 p.m. on April 22nd.

Chairman Kalinowski stated that she obtained the balance of the E&H budget. She mentioned that approximately $300.00 was spent on the E&H postcard that was mailed previously. Chairman Kalinowski suggested renting 4 tables and 16 chairs, purchasing bird seed, disposable gloves, trash bags, hand sanitizer, dowels, drinking water, and disposable cups. It was noted that the Parks and Recreation Commission, “PRC”, would provide the popcorn. Chairman Kalinowski suggested possibly ordering pizzas. 
Chairman Kalinowski mentioned that the PRC would be purchasing the signs for the event. 

Chairman Kalinowski indicated that there is approximately $1,200.00 in the E&H budget. She stated her estimate of expenses for the event is approximately $500.00. She stated that the remainder of the budget if not used expires April 30th. 

Ms. Aylward suggested a third option for the bird feeder craft, which is made from mesh material. She also mentioned that Prairieland Disposal has a dumpster that is used in parades. She suggested possibly inviting Steve Schweinsberg to bring the dumpster to the event.
There was discussion regarding offering giveaways. 

5.
Old Business/New Business

Chairman Kalinowski mentioned that Ms. Aylward forwarded an email to all E&H members regarding the date of the next Flint Creek Partnership meeting. Chairman Kalinowski asked Ms. Torres to forward the email to residents Marilyn McAlester and Sam Oliver. 
Chairman Kalinowski noted that the ENCAP restoration contract was approved for another year at the January Board meeting. 

Chairman Kalinowski mentioned that the 2017 Lake County Municipal League Legislative Breakfast is scheduled to be on Saturday, February 11th.  Ms. Lawlor indicated that she would be attending. 
Chairman Kalinowski indicated that the Board mentioned that there is a new septic system called NSF 350. She stated that the topic may possibly be come up in the future.
Chairman Kalinowski suggested contacting Laura Ramirez, Wynstone Property Owner’s Association Manager, in regards to possibly sending an email notification to Wynstone Subdivision residents about the spring event.
